upon him for their money. This = one
of the most important safeguurds of the
presant banking system. If the depos-
Itors feel assured by the system of guar-
anty of bank doposits that their money
will be safe In any event, this safeguard
will be removed and there will be a tond-
ency on the pact of some banks Lo CAITY
greater hazards In making loans, Bome
tnatitutions will enter the fleld for the
eols purposs of ralsing money for the use
of insiders in speculation.

Banking Change Certain.

“In other words, entire banking
structure will undergo 4 change and a
larger portlon of the country’s money will
be employed In hasardous ways and with
much heavier Jlossces to follow. These
loases represent wealth which has been
destroyed and in the last analysis they
come out of the community.

“At present the size of a banking busi-
pess depends upon Its reputation for
gound businesa judgment; that ls, as to
eredits. With the cradit of all banks
made absolutely equal by the system of
guaranty deposils, the size of & bank's
incss would depend upon money
spent in securing an expensive location.
loxurious fixturea and adding to Its staf¥
attractive oflices The profits of the
banking business under sound and care-
ful manmgement will not warrant ex-
travagance.

“An extravagance willehecome the
means of getting the largest amount of
business, there will be a greater tempta-
tion to use the deposaitors’ money in haz-
ardous Icans at high rates of interest.

“The stockholders of sound banks, and
the vast majority of all banks are sound.
have provided for the safety of the banks
in which they are [nterested by saund
business management, and the depositors
of thess banks are not asking for any
guaranty. It would ba a great Inhistice
to the stockholders to lovy upon them for
loe=es that may be Incurred by bankns
over whosp management they have no
control.

“The way to make the banks etill safer
is to ree that they are run safely and to
strengthen the ssytem of Government In-
spection and supervision. This Is botter
than taking lnsses from the pockets of
innocent people.”™

Anchor in Portland Harbor.

WILL STAY SEVERAL WEEKS

Welcomed by Consul Candiant and
Representatives of Itallan Col-
ony—Celebration and Pa-
rade September 20.

The Ttalinn crulser Puglis, Capia:n
Cusani-Visecontl, master, dropped an-
chor in Portland harbor late yesterday
afcernoon. Tha vessel arrived up the
river In charge of Pilot Harry Emken
at 6 o'clock and was moored between
the Steel and Burnside brilges.

As soon as the anchor was dropped the
vessel was boarded by Chevaller Dr. C.
F. Candiani, Ttulian Consul, who acted
in his officinl capacity, and welcomed
the officers and crew of the warahip.

I have heard so much ahout Port-
land and the beautiful scenery and che
people, that T cut very short my visit
to San Francisco and alro Puget Sound
#o that T would be able to make A
long stay In Portland, There are
some repairs to bhe made to the bollers
anid machinery, and I purposely planned
that they be dona in Portiand. ¥rom
my obsarvations and reception I do not
think that I have made any miscake,
The Puglls will remain in Portland
Harbor until about the twenty-fourth
of September.”

September 20, the Ttallan national
holiday, has been set aside as the oe-
casion for the grand celebration and
reception for the officers and crew of
the Puglin. There will be a parade, in
which the crew of the ship, membars
of the local colony of Itallans, and
many others will participate In ad-
dition there wi.. be a pienle at the ex-
poaition grounds.

The Puglin |s a protected crulser of
the third cluss. She was bullt in 1898,
and measures 269 feet in length. Her
complement consists of 13 officers and
%75 men. She has been twice In Pa-
clfie waters, but thls is her first voy-
age to the Pacific Northwesl

The vessel’s armament . consists  of
four 5.9-lnch guns, one 2.9-inch, elght
2.2-Inch, elght L4-inch and two Maxims.
She also hus two torpedo tubec. Her
bunker capacity ls 650 tons, speed 20
knots, displacement 2408 tons and en-
gines develop 7000 horsepower,
