Wallowa to Celebrate Next

Sunday Opening of Its
First Railway.

LINE WILL BE PUSHED ON

Big Force at Work to Rush Exten-
sion of Elgin Branch to
Lostine, Enterprise
and Joseph.

ENTERPRISE. Or., BSept. IL—Siaff
Correspondence.)—A party of Portlanders
sat down to dinper away up here in the
hoart of the rich Wallowa country this
evening exactly 234 hours after they had
stepped abonrd the traln at the Unlon
Btation in Portland

It was 4 record-beeaking trip, but tha
record will not stand very long, for the
tnst & miles of the journey bestween Wal-
Jowa and Enterprise wore covered in the
old and only way of transportation that
this region Is familinr with—the old stage
‘enach: and a month hence the raiiroad
avhieh pow terminates nt Wallowa will be
sunning Into Euterprisc, and tha Part-
landers can reach almost any part of ths
rivh region in jems Lhan sighteen hours
after l=aving the metropolis,

Wallowa 1o Celebrate.

The new line will be open for business
s2 far as Wallowa Sunday. Beptomber
M and the prosperous Mitle elty will
cslebrate the occasion in a befitling man-
ke, There will be an excursion from
-;L-; Grands and a number of Portlanders
will be present There will be speeches,
‘music and a baskst planlc to which every-
ons In the county Is cordially welcomed
Jt will be¢ a great day for Wallowa
wountry and Incidentally !t will Iean
-mueh for Portland, for it brings Into close
thurh with the metropoils, a4 fleld that
15 rich in possibilities for development

Wallowa Umnbound.

There has alwayy besn g farawny sound
-attached to any mention of the Wallowa
country. We of Portland have for years
spoken regretfully of the fsolation of the
Tillnmook. Nehalem and Coos Bay ter-
ritories, but have always qualified our re-
marks wiih the consoling refiectlon that
it was possible to geg inte the coast
region at uncertain 'm!'vr\'n!_s when the
wind and tide served. Hut no such hope
Bas been beld out the Wallowa
country for it has been com-
paratively Inaccessible ev rhen the
tide was high at Tillamook,

Now all this is 1o be changed and the
c¢itizens of the long isoiated region are
pardonably enthusinstic In thelr expres-
slons of pleasure over thelr early release
¢rom the handlcap under which they have
struggled for so many years, For the

Rallroads to Push On.

Wallows Which 1= he present terminus
of the extenslon of the Bliin branch of
the O. R, & N., will enjoy the prestige of
& termimux for a few days anly, for a
big track-laying force Is rushing the linve
on to Lostine, Emterprise and Jossph at
the rate of more than a mile a day and
will reach Enterprise with a regular train
prrvice very soon after October 1. apd
Joseph. the terminus of tha line, belfore
the snow flles

Rich Region Opened.

Ths new road open= up a reglon of sur-
prising richness. To reach the wonderfual
fand it passes through:one of the most
picturcsque canyons to be found any-
where In Lthe West. American raliroad
mcenery always comes high for the road
bullders, and the new llne to Wallowa
f= not an exception to the rule. for there
fs a vast amount of very expenaive rock
work and many bridges- as the road
winds along the banks of ths somewhat
turbulent CGrand Ronde and Wallowa
Rivers

The Grand Honde and the Wallown
Valleys were famous for thelr richness
long befors the w man cams, and the
prodigality of na srywhere 20
apparent that it Is wil v #ASY 10 un-
derstand why old Chiet Joseph and his
warriors were so strongly averse (o leav-
ing ft. The Horse Heaven couniry, over
in WasHington, |s sald to have secured
ftr name from the wonderful growth of
bunchgrass that covered It In early days
Yt that North Bank reglon was a heaven
horses, the Grand Ronde and the
ilown W certainly an Indian
heaven, for It produced everything that
elther the Horse or his master, the Ia-
dian, was in need pf.

Here, as eisewhers in the Pacific North-
weat, when early rallroad surveys ware
made, wheat was the most attractive
traffle for the raliroads and when a
pumber of years ago the 0. R & N
Company began work on the Elgin
branch. the length of the extenslon was
determined by the wheat !and essily
reached. Then, a& now, there wans a
large area of rich wheat land In the Wal-
lowa rntm!r’u bat it was separated from
the Grand Rondes wheat belt by thae
Grand Ro and Wallowa canyon
through which, construction work has
_ proved sn expensive. Thera was, In fact,
a kind of an industrial deadlock. The
raliroads 4id not bulld beyond Elgin be-
cauge thars was no wheat to bring oul
and the farmers did not grow wheat be-
cause thers was no rallrond to haul it

Herds and Flocks for Freight.

But the rich vallevs beyond the canyon,
which had supplied such plentiful suste-
nanee for Lhe hig herds of antelope, deer
and other game before the white man
came, were now turning off great herds
of fat cattls and an annual wool clip of
proportions. As the raliroad would not
o to the cattle, the catile were driven

% o the raflyoad and the wool was taken

out over the same trall that was used
by the cattle. The traffic thus developed,
soan gave the ocutside woreld the impres-
slon that Wallowa was exclusively a
ptock ecountry. and It bas taksn many
years to correct the misapprehension.
Put the Wallowa country ls coming into
ftr own, and the development that will
e made possible by the rallroad, will De
of surprising proportions The exten-
slonn which is to be placed in operation
from Eigin to Joseph. will be &8 miles In
length; for nearly # miles after léeaving
Elgin, it 1s & very expensive plece of road,
with fine socanary and good fishing the
chiaf atiractions. The. lins follows the
Grand Ronde River down 1o its Junction
b7 the Wallowa and then tralls along the

Wallown's Hopes.

Whaliowa is the first point of importance
after leaving Elgin and with the prestige
of itz age and a good locatlon on which
to bulld & eolty, the citizons have great
expectations of future greatness now that
they mre at last in touch with the outaide
world. There 15 lezs wheat land tributary
to Wallowa than to some of the points
fartiter up the iine, but there will be an
increased mcreage of the cerval now that
thoere (v n market for i and with the
stock Industty, frult and lumbepring Wal-
lowa will undoubtadiy show a substantial
Erowih.

ILostine's Misfortune.,

Lomtine, another city, that bas ‘st
lenst reached the age of discretion,
wna unfortunately located by the orlg-
Inal town bhulldeéra, for when the rali-
rongd SuUrveyors came through they
found It impossible to place the lina
nearer than one mile from the present
tocation of the town, without making a
wide detour and encounterlng a grade
that would disarrange Lhe road loca-
tion and gradea for soveral miles. The

citizens of Lostine saccepted the rall-

ropd decrce phiiosophically, merely
expressed regret over the matter, and
st 1o work securing grounds for a
depoy mt the nearcst polnt avallable,
and presented them to the compiny
tree of charge. Losilne i ten miles
from Wallowa, and ten miles farther

on Is Enterprise, which, according to

the entérprising Enterpristans, is the
largeat city lu the Wallowa country,

and, If you hear the nows atl Wallowa,

" Is next to the largest. If the rivalry

at present in evidence betwesen these

thriving clities, continues to grow nom
the cltizens believe thelr respective
citlies will grow. they will have that
old Tacoma-Sesttle feud looking ke &
peace conference, Enterprise l= ad-
mirably located for a big wheat! irade
whilch will come as soon as the rich
lands north and east are developed.
Joseph, which wi!l be the terminus of
the line, nestles near the shorea of
the wonderful Wallowa Lake, and has

n great future as & Summer resort, for |

the locvation s close enough to the
foot nilis Lo give the plnce An admir-
ahle cllmate and the lake is one of the
most attractive bodles of water In the
country.

Towns Are Prosperous.

Wallowa, Enterprise and Joseph are
wall ighted by electricity and the resl-
dences In town and In the adjacent

country nearly all present a clean, |

prospersus appearance, which Ia only

a rafiection of the territory in whiech |

they nre located, for there are few, I
any, locnlities in the country to which
pnatures has been mmore llberal Iln her
gifts than to the dwellers in the great
Wallowa country

Grants Pass Club Working to
Secure Irrigation.

WILL TAP ROGUE RIVER

.
Ament Brothers, Owners of Large
Dam About City, Asked to Pro-
vide System of Ditches {o Carry
Water Onto Farm Lands.

GRANTS PASS, Or., Sept. 1—(Special)
—~Plans for irrigating this part of Rogue
River Valley nre assuming shape as fust
as the Interests In charge can work them
out. The people of this sectlon bave feit
the necessity for water for various rea-
sons, and one !n particular being the two-
fold incrense In furm and berry producats.

The project now under way Is to bufld
ditches on each side of Rogue River and
irrigata the low land and foothills. The
foothilla are especially adapted to ber-
ries and smal] frulis, and with the ald of
water the vield wil]l be enormous,

About a week ago Ament Bros,, who
own the up-river dam. were Invited to
go before the Commercial Club, when the
club Infd before them the Irrigation prop-
onition, -

C. i3 Ament could not give a definite
answer and asked for time to confer with
hig brother In Chicago, €. W. Ament ar-
rived this week from the East and he
and his brothers are now preparing plans
and dats to be submitted to the clud,

The altitude of the Ament dam ls suf-
ficlent to give a lowland gravity sysiem
for all the lower wvaliey, but it Is the
wish of the farmers and frultraisers that
a highland diteh be buiflt that will be
avaliable for the foothllls. :

It ls belleved that the Aments will fila
a favorable reply. It is understood that
if the Aments do not take up the matler
the Commercial Cluh will support an [r-
rigation district under the bonding system,

TOWN PROVIDES PUBLICITY

ADAPTED FOR WALNUTS.

Bingle Tree In Albany Yard Esti-
mated to Have Produnced Hun-
dred Pounds of XNuts.

(Speci )—A

ALBANY, Or., Sept. 1. b
big walnut tree in the yard of the resi-
dence of L. E. Blain, In this city, «hows
the possibilities of walnut culture In
this part of the state. Though It stands
on the poorest Kind of land for frult-
growing, and has pever ruceived solen-
tifie culture, the tres this year produced
825 worth of nuts. This showe the im-
mens=e profit of an acre of glmilar
trens.

The nuts have not yet heen picked,
but It {8 conservatively estimated that
the tree contains at least 100 pounds.
Mr. Binln never sells the nuts, keeping
them for his own use, but this week he
refused an offer of 3% cents a pound
for the entire product of his tree.

This: tree Is 14 yeara old, and stands
30 feet high. It Is a French walnut of
the Mayette varlety. Mr. Blain belleves
that had {t been properly trimmed
when young and placed In good aoll,
like that of the Santiam bottoms in
thie county, it would have uattained s
present growth and bearing quialities
in meven or elght years, Young trees
now growing under these condltlons
glve evidence of verifying that belief

Walnut dulture has received & bDIE
Impetus In Linn County In the past
yenr, and many small orchards are he-
Ing planted. The acrege was approxi-
mately doubled during the past year,
gnd there are now about §00 acres de-
yoted to commercial walnutgrowing in
this county. All of these trees wero
planted In the last thres or four yecara,
however, and are not yet bearing for
the market@but in & few years the
walnut output of Linn County will be
notable.

CODDLING  PATERNALISM

Banks Might as Well Insure Wheat
Agalnst Loss as Gold Deposits,

VANCOUVER, Wash., BSept 18 —{To
the Bditor.)—Anent the dlscussion now
golng on !n regard to guarantee of
bank deposits, the editorial in Iast
Tuesday's Oregonlan suggests s phase
of the gencral gquestion, which, as has
been pointed out, ls econdmic rather
than political. The idea of insuring
warehiouse recelpts to the farmer Iis
exactly In line with the thought 1 wish
to bring out. The majority of people
think and talk loosely of bank de-
poaits aa being money. They are not
money any moreé than wheat ls money.
Although the banker agrees, by prac-
tice, at least, to meet his demands in
lawful money, yet he can no mor® on
short notife, convert all hls deposits
into gold tham can the warchousemin
convert his wheat into gold.

Relatively, the farmer has just as
gaod right to ask that hie warehouse
recelpt, representing the value of his
wheat. be Insured or guaranteed
against loss &s that the credit for his
wheat when pilaced In the bank, be
guarantsed. DMost uginese men and
well Informed persons know that hanks
doal In credits, and wien they apenk
of having money In bank, it means they
have a credit that can be transferred
to others to meet obligations of debt
in & day's transactions, the average
bank recelves daposits over its counter
of not more than 10 per cent in aotual
coln &nd currency, the balance belng
represented by checks, drafts, notes
and ather forms of credit. For all the
wheat, lumber and other products of
the country the bank advances the
necessary  credit to the gErower and
shipper, taking therefor bills of
change—credit on some other bank—
thus putting into liguidation the entire
products of the couniry.

Except for the faoct that banks pay
coin upon demand and that most peo-
ple unfamilinr with the operatlion of
banks count all deposits as money, tha
hanks differ In no way from the other
businesa of the country., Banks desl
in monéy and crodits exclusively, grain-
buyers, g graln exclusively. One has
just as good right to have his credit
gusranteed as the other.

As this quesation {s coming to the
front (n all paris of the country, but
especially In  our Western Eiates, it
would seem to he the duty of all hav-
ing any knowledge of the dangers that
would arisse from such a scheme to
constantly combat the apparently
plaisible arguments being usad for ft.
Reports nf conditions of gffairs in Ok-
lahoma, spoken of by Mr. Bryan, as
showing the great advantage of the
plan, can be refuted by any one Inter-
eated enough to geét the actual facts of
the same When_ the conservative
banker makess defenseé  against (the
scheme, he lg At once accusad of par-
sopal motives. Mr. Forgan, president
of the First Nationa! Bank of Chicago,
answers this at some length by say-
