IWihth the beginning of another week
yesterday, tha activities of a poiltical
eampaign undsr the directiom of the Re-
publicans were Iinaugurated In earnest.
State Chalrman Gake has not reported at
headquarters, but with his commission ns
sacretary. Clifton N. MeArthur has tack-
ied ths work with vigor. Considerable of
his time yesterday was taken up answer-
Ing correspgndence that had sccumulsted
in the offics of the state chairman during
the last two wesks,

Secretary MecArthur yesterday ordered
150,000 pleces of literature and 30,000
campalgn buttons from the Natlonal Com-
mittse at Chicage. This will be In ad-
dition to the large supply of literature
and buttons already at headquarters.
These anre being distributed throughout
the state. Among the first to be served
are the 9 Republican news=papers of the
Etate, Next In order come the stats
eommitteemen and chalrmen of the party
organization In the different countles.
Through these sources the printed ammu-
nitton with which the campalgn will be
conducted in part Is baing distributed In
the diffsrent countles, Bpeakers are be-
ing arranged for., and an actlve cam-
palgn will be waged In every county.

Following tha State Falr next wesk,
Sanatar Fulton will get loto the harness,
having voluntesered his services (o ths
committee. Ha will tour the state and
deliver addresses wherever the committee
sees fit to aszign him. Mayor George F.
Rodgers, of Salem, and Wallace McCam-
ant. of this city, also have vdlunteered
thelr services ns speakers and agrees to
pay their own expenses. They probably

will be assigned to the Willamette Valley.

Debs was suffering from a severe cold
and as the train rolled into the stution
wns taking an alcohol rub-down, which
preciuded him from making an appear-
anca untll the hour for speaking at the
Exposition bullding.

There was nothing about the special
truin In which Mr, Debs and party’are
touring the country to suggest the pame
“Red Special."” As the traln reached this
city It consistad of four regulation Bouth-
ern Pacific coaches.

JUBMITS T0 TERM

Mulai Hafid Agrees to Be
Bound by Algeciras Act.

FRANCO - SPANISH DEMAND

New Sultan of Morocco to Safeguard |

Interests of Powers, Pay Casa

Blanca Indemnity and Call
Off Holy War.

PARIS, Sept. 14—The Franco-Span-
Ish note on the subject of the recog-
nition of Mulal Hafid as Sultan of
Morocco was today transmlitted to tha
powars signatory to the Algeciras Con-
vention,

Mulal Hafid's letter to the diplomatic
corps at Tangler reached Parls today.
He announces his proclamation as Sul-
tan, which he says obliges him to
execute the engagements of the Alge-
olras act.

Mulal Hafild agrees to recognias the
treaties concluded by his predecessors,
notably that of the Algeciras act,
which he considers the basis of the
prosperity and progress of the empire
frogn both the political and economic
standpoints, since It guarantees inde-
pendence for the couniry and providea
useful reforms. Mulal Hafid concludes
with expressions of hope that the pow-
ers on an equal footlng will ald him
in the elaboration and execution of
the proposed reforms.

Guard Interests of Powers.

The Franco-Spanish note to the powers
is composed of two parts. n note, properly
speaking, and a ‘“declaration.” The
former vefers only to the general In-
terests of the powers to be safe-guarded
before Mulal Hafld lg recognized aa Sul-
tan of Morocco, namely, the confirma-
tion of tha Algeciras nct and mapsures
involved In its application. notably the
right conferred vupon France and Spaln to
prevent contraband of arms at #ea and
the confirmation of all treaties,

The declaration s only a ocourteous
notice, 1o which the powsre ars not asked

to reply. It polnta out that the powers
naturplly conserve the right to exant
directly from Mulai Hafid s settlement

of questions touching thelr individual In-
terssts and affirms the right of Franee
and Spain to securs the reimbursement
of expensess Incurred in the eatablishment
of order at Casse Blanca and thelr de-
ciglon to reach a mutual understanding
for such relmbureement with the Mo-
rocoan government.

What Mulal Hafld Must Do.

The note says that Mulal Hafid
should assure honorable treatment for
Abd-sl-Azix, and recommends equlitable
treatment for the latter's functionaries
and the confirmation of all treaties
and engagements made by the Moroc-
can forelgn bhoard with foreign gow-
ernments, the diplomatic corps and in-
dividuals; the acceptance of responsl-
bility for debts contracted by the for-
eign board: the confirmation of the
powers” indemnity commlission st Casa
Blanea: the new Sultan recognizing his
responslbllity for the payment of thess
indemnities; the official disavownal of a
holy war by Sherifflan latters sent to
towns and tribes, and the Immedlate
adoption of necessary meastures to as-
sure the security of the ports and the
principal Interfor rdads. When these
guarantees have heen obtained, Muls!
Hafld, the note says, can be recog-
nigad.

Takes No Unflair

An official communication Issued
with the note eoxpialns that France,
instead of trying to profit by the sltu-
ation and forece a settlemant of her
affiira hefora the recognition of Mulai
Haftd as Sultan, had a higher concep-
tlon of her duty, believing that his rec-
ognition should be wsolely condlitional
upon guarantees In the common lnter-
est of all the powers,

The communication points out the
sdvantages to Mulal Hafld of hls acqui-
escence, there heing the transfer to
him of the cash balance in the Moroecco
State Bank, now in the name of Abd-
el-Azlx, and aftar expiaining In detall
the nature of the engagements batween
the Moroccan foreign board and the
diplomatle corpe, ete,,  which Mulal
Hafld I» asked to confirm and using
the case of Alexander as an preacedent
for the Indorsement of the findingas of
the Indemnlty commission, concludes
as follows:

Here's a Dig at Germany.

"Tha nots apparently s Inaplred by
loyal and friendly sentimentz toward all
the powers. It = almed at none, but is
strictly European, namely, In the Inter-
esits of all the signatories of the Algeoirns
act, Including America It respects the
rights of all, and any refusal to examine
It or its rejection en bloc would consti-
tute a proof that the power =0 acting
entertained arriore pensees incompatd-
ble with respect for ths Algeciras asct.”

Jules Cambon, and the Bpanish
Charge d'Affaires today handed identical
notes relative to the recognition of Mu-
lal Hafld, the vanquisher of Abd-el-Azxiz
as Bultan of Moroceo, to Herr Btamricht,
the acting Sscretary of the Forelgn Of-
fice.

The Goerman Forelgn Offics iz not yet
ready to express Its opinlom regarding
the note. Its contents have been tele-
graphed to Chancellor von Buelow, who
Is now at Norderney, and the Foreign
Oflce will await guidance from there be-
fore Intimating the general impression
the note has made upon the govern-
ment.

This is an impartant congideration from
the German wviewpoint, for the German
government has alrendy stated that It
would re=ist any sndeavors to put such &
burden on Morocco at the beginning of
Mulal Hafld's relgn, as ths payment of
such a vasft sum, which amounts to about
0,000,000,

Germany’'s position from the beginning

of the occupation has besn that the
French aotion was precipitate and that it
was prolonged unnecessarily and further-
more that France, not Morocco, should
pay the costs.
