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A GROSSLY IMPROPER METHOD.
Washington's primary law contalngs
“a statement” ressmbling but nni. ex-
actly like that of our own. Jt at-
tempis pledge members of the
Legialature, elected by the various po-
litical parties, to thelr party'=s cholce
for Senator, but leaves it to the mem-
ber's option. *I1f he desires, he may
glgn and flla" his pledge. That i{s all
the Oregon law requires; but thers Is
further effort In Oregon to enforce the
pledge-—which of course is absurd.

In a strong editorial tha Seattia
Times repudlatés this feature of the
peimary law of Washington which
offern such pledge to the candidate for
the Legisiature: saying:

To artempt to curtall the right of A mem-
bher of the Lexisiature to cxercise his awn
fudgment &s 1o who should be ehosen after
the Legitiature has been sssembied s 10
violate the fundamental law of the lasd—
and he who attempts It 1s as gullty of law-
treaking ms h# who openly breaks sany stat-
ute of the Stals of Washington

This partial att¢emnt of the primary law
1o prevent the members of the Legisiature
from exercistng thelr own jodgments, by
sudstittting the judgments of Lthélr constiia-
erip. Iz an Indirest attempt o vinlate the
provimions of the Constituticn of the Unlted
States—and It ought (o be pepudiated at
ence and . {orever

Far thers s abeclyiely nn difference be-
tween codrcing a candidate rfor the Logis-
Iztare prior to his electlom Into agresing to
vote for s cerialn person for United Stiates
EBenarnr, and in choosing that official by
direct vole of the peaple—but that s popf-
tively farhidden by both the Constitution of
the United Fisies and the constitution of
Washingion!

Thess words become all the more perti-
pent hecause the law requires & majority
of thé memhers of the entire Legisiature to
chuoss & Senator—and thersfore a minorly
of the peaple ought not and oannot leguily
or meorally determine who that candidate
shall be

In the woting which has taken place, as
ta preference for United Siates Senstor,
eothing bat a farce bas bean snacted

The argument Is the same as that
presented by Judge M. C, George, In
his letter published by The Oregonlan,
In that letter the whaole subject was
carefully reviewed. To call attention
afresh to its more sallent polnts we
reproduce thess extracis, vie:

The Natlomal Constitutica, that governs
ue all, makes it the sworn duty of state
legisintors themeelves. in select 1 wan for
Senator when ithe proper (me comes, abd
Be one has oither a legal or & moaral right
to sak or demand that any lagiriator forve-

It i tha leginiator's sworn duty to  s=-
fect, by Nis own viva woce vote, and no
citizen woter, Bound by our Natlona]l Con-
stimstion, ean  dletate that wvole, and no
sl clitlzen shonld fall to recognize and
reepact & iegislator's right and duty

Np cltigen voler, morally or legnlly, can
demand that any candidate, who sesks the
office of Iogisiator. shall break his cath of
office, or pledge himself so that he cannol
RITY out hin oath freely. or require that
tha candiate ahdieate any econstitutiomal
right or dutly periaining 1o the office; and
it hacomes an unjustifiable hold-up by a
voting citlzen, or hy the voting peopla af
Any wiate in our Uninn., to demand that
any eandidate thus promise that ha will vote
for sny particular persan for Senalor

In thls matter the will of the pesple of
Oregon I not supreme. but subordinete and
subservient to the expresssd coostitutional
will of the pesple of the United Flates, who
have decreed that members of the respect-
ive Legislatures. sworn to do thelr duty,
shall themselves frealy chooss a Senater,
and not the people of any state, &t any so-
called sloction or otherwise

We ail beliove In “the will of the paople”
whan lawfully sxpressgad; but no will of the
people of any state can pot aside nor should
it attempt to put aside. the constitutlonal
will of the paople of the United Siatea

In Oregon many legialators,. through more
or les= clecilon duress, have promised, in
affect. Lo abdicate thelr own constitutional
funation and phale duty ender Foderal law,
and 10 yvole, If eslecied, not for thelr own
froe deliberats choice, or ssisstion. for Sen-
ater as will be thelr sworn official duty
te do, but on the conirary 1o vois for whom-
anever x plorality names for themn through

to

sama subordinate siate enactment for so-
called “popular selection *
It is truth, doubtieas, as Judge

George says, that “nelthér they {(the
candldates) nor the Ympulsive people,
fully realiza the seriousness. legally
and morally, of such actlon under our
supreme law, which all are bound to
sespect.” That “the questionabie Ore-
gon attempt is having an adverse In-
fluence elsewhere, to direct amend-
ment of the Constitution of the United
States on this subject,” iIs ocertaln,
Judge George continues:

We mesume to teach the-people of the
whols country In the elsction of Federul
officers, but no other state. mor any poilti-
cal party elsewhers dreama now of follow-
ing weriomsly any “Statsment No. 1" or
of  Tinstructing” lagislators In.  matiers
whereln they are vested with their own
censtitutional Alscretion. and undesr oath
te do thelr National duty.

Several other states have, thus far. been
willing, within the great parties, to defer
jargely o some party man of papalar
choles, but we Iry fo go far and beyond
o force n withning party (o elect a Sanalor
from a dtfeatsd party,

In Oregon solely, we shall have the |n-
congrucus rewalt of compeiling., ta deflanca
of our suprame law, If Biatement No. 1 bhe
followed, free legisiators of one met of pallti-
eal pringiples, to vole f0r men of apposits
prineiiion

Though 1t ba reprehenaibis elther to prom-
Iss to de an unlawful thing, or be &lected
snd not kesp ome's word, yet ooe thing In
spparent—Iit ought net to e tn the mouth
of any wvolsar to eomplain. who held the
candidals up 10 make a promise inconsist-
ent with known aworn officlal duty. Every
valer In presumed to know the law, aad to
Anow that no candidate can deprive ar ats-
quailfy himself when slected from dalag his
offielal duty; and that all promises so to
da. whether forced or wvoluntary, are con-
rury to law and publie pollcy; and any and
all sach volers are forever ssdlopped from
comgialning.

Less baneful promises have besn decinred
by eourts vold tn law, and wvold in pubdlic
polley.

Is & promise inconslderately made,
that would require the member to
vinlate the spirit and intent of the
suprems law, to renounce & duty Im-
posed upon him by law, and therefore
in the highest sense vold In publle
poliey, to be accepted, treated, main-
tained and enforced, as the flower and
fruit of reform? Then reform must
have new definitions. “Such a course,”
—we make a final quotation from the
Seattle Times—"Is not only coercive,
but destructive of all constitutional

principles, and should be repudiated

by a sensible people. The next Legis- |

lature should strike out all reference
to United States Senator from the pri-
mary law."”

THE MAINE ELECTION.

Aguin this year in Maine there Is
an acute contest on prohibition, and
the Republicans suffer losses and ths
Democratas make gains. Opposition to
prohibition in Maine smoulders for
a time, then breaks out again. This
is its year. In 1880 the Democrats ac-
tually carrfed 3aine in September,
yet Garfleld was elected President.
Davis, Repubiican candidate for Gov-
ernor that yvear, received 73,544 votes;
Plaisted, Democrat, 73,718. Yet two
months later Garfleld carried the
Etate by & heayy majority, and was

‘elected to the Presidency.

But it must be admitted that, the re-
duction of the Republican majority
in Malne at this time is not favorable
to Taft Mnine, every twenty or
thirty years, stirs, llke Enceladus un-
dar Aetna, then falls back to normal
conditions again.

The real contest this year, 88 5O
often heretofors, Is in the states of the
Great Middle Weat, It can hardly be
expectéd that the majorities for Taft
anywhere will equal those galned by
Roosevelt; but there are supporters of
Taft who think that his majorities
might be less than those of RooSevelt,
yet his election might still be assured.

Four vears ago Democrats In avery
state by thousands refused to vote for
Parker, and many of them voted for
Roosevelt. This year the Democratie
vote 15 coming out for Bryan.
Whether It will excead the Republican
vote for Taft, Is yet to be determined.
In Maine, some vears, the Democrats
vote; in other years they do not.
Even this year the whole Democratic
vote has not bean thrown. “Licker”
comes nearer bringing It out than any
other guestion.

HUGHES AND NEW YORK BOSSES

If the New York bosses have their
way, and defeat Governor Hughes= for
re-nomination, the Repubilcan party
there might almost as wall hang up its
fiddle; and the Republican cause in
the Presidential campaign will every-
where be Immeasurably damaged.
The New York Republican machine
doesn't want Hughes, because Hughes
has no use for the machine and de-
spises machine politics and machine
politiciana. It may be and probably
{s the fmct that the Governor should
have given greater consideration to
the party managers. But he didn't]
and it is & condition, not a theory, that
confronts them. The condition is that
Hughes is on thelr hands and they
cannot get rid of him without aacri-
fice of every prospect of auccess for
the state ticket In New, York, and put-
ing in great jeopardy there also the
Natlonal ticket, Hughea' defeat will be
public notice that the Republican boss
is in the saddie still, that the machine
still lives and rules, and that the Re-
publican party purposes io stand by
the old-time alllance with the powers
that prey.

Hughes has not done much Tfor
practical party politics but he was
done & lot for the party. 1t had a bad
name In New York before Hughes
time; it will show thiz week at Bara-
togn whether It really deserves the
good name he has given it

EDISON THE EVANGELIST.

Sclence has even now proved that
the body Is composad of electricity:
suppose It should presently demon-
utrate the same proposition for the
soul? Ohm's law and the other slac-
trieal formulas would then become
strictly applicable to the world of
spirits, Theology would cense fn be
speculative and become nn exact scl-
ence. All the preachers would have
to study Maxwell on electriclty and
magnetism. The seminaries for min-
isters would be forced at last to teach
natural sclence, Creeds could no
longer be guarreled over because wea
should simply sit down and compute
them by the calculus and each sepa-
rate article would be as impregnable
as Taylor's Theorsm,

Suych are some of the jovful
thoughts which sweep Into the mind
when ‘one peruses Mr. Hdison's re-
mark that “Electricity is going to
solve many of the mysterles of life
and death.” Nobody who has pald
much attention to the trend of recent
speculntion msnd discovery in physics
can doubt that the great Inventor
spenks advisedly. The advance of
knowledge has already rid the world
of a great many “mysteries,” though
plenty remaln to plague us. The un-
timely denth of children which used to
he gccounted an unfathomable provi-
Aence Is now a slmple matter of sawer
gas, diphtheria breeding flith or foul
milk. Woaorld desolating pestilences
which our fathers fought with prayer
and explained as the decrecea of an In-
comprehensible Delty we have also
analyzed Into the simple elements of
dirt and sloth. Many other mysteries
have been resolved by investigation
and many shocking old dogmas shown
to be literally true. Thus & generation
ngo polite people agreed that a merci-
ful ruler of the world could not possi-
bly permit such a dreadful thing as
infant damnation to happen. We now
know that it happens thousands of
times & day and we know why. The
damnation is not postponed to the
next world but begins here and it Is
affected, not by Imps with redhot
pitchforks, but by heredjty and en-
vironment. Long ago Blshop Buotler
put the Deists to rout by showing that
their sentimental “God of Nature™ did
precisely the same cruel deeds a= were
ascribed to the delty of the theolo-
glans. At any raté the deeds occur
and the ruler of the universe., by
whatever name he goes, Is responsible
for them. This Is a difficulty which
those who belleve in an anthropomeor-
phle God have often evaded but never
rolved. |

We see no reason why Mr., Edison's
tentative speculation !5 not sound.
Very likely Hife and dsath are electri-
cal phenomena, as he suggests: and if
they are there they can be reduced to
mathematical formulas and forever
rescued from the clutch of superstl-
tion. Our Inabllity to understand llfe
and death has always been the oppor-
tunity of the mystery monger. He has
ever been rendy with his explanation,
invariahly without the slightest basis
of fact to bulld it on, and the expla-
natlon  has uniformiy been devised
with singular Ingenulty to benefit the
pocket and enhance the power of the
man or the sect who Invented it. 1If
life and death turn out to be mere
electrical phenomena. as they are
quite likely to, then what a world of
queer beliefs, of hopes and fears, will
vanish.

The rapld solution of mysteries in

the past prepares us to anticipats that

the surviving ones will uitimately be
clearad up. In a few decades, more
or leas, there will be no such thing as
“the ocecult,” or “‘the sppernatural.”™
Everything will have been explained.
“And then,” cries the sentimentalist,
“what a dismal! place the world will
be,” Hardly so. Maost of the disease,
misary, cruelty and persecution which

men have hereiofore endured may be

traced back to the Influence of “mys-
teries Nobody was ever tortured to
defend the Pythagorean Theorem, but
multitudes have suffered for the dog-
mn of the Trinity. With every mys-
tery that vanishes the real happiness
of mankind Increases. Compared
with our forefathers we are like men
who have excaped from a quaking bog
and found footing on ground that is
solld albelt somewhat besst with plt-
falls. Through the work of men lke
Edison our children will be rid of the
pitfalls. The most wholegome, happy
and altogether blessed thing In the
world is serene, impregnable, femon-
gtrable truth. The more of it we have
the better we shall be, the longer wa
shall live and the fitter we shall be
to face our Maker when we come to
dle. Therefore the truest evangellsts
on earth are Bdison and his fellow-
workers.,

BELATED OWNERSHIP ASSERTED.

We note with pleasure, and wel-
come with joy, the very recent discov-
ery, made over in Washington, that
the Evergreen State Is willlng to
assert at least a slight interest in the
Columbla River. Few Portland peo-
ple who have ever taken an active
part in endeavoring to securs Appro-

priations for the Improvement of that |

noble stream, will fail to recall the
vehement declarations of ths Wash-
ington press to the effect that the Co-
lumbia River was not only an Oregon
stream, but it was actually a Portland
affair, and that Portland alone should
be forced to make all Improvements
that were necessary. Of course Port-
jJand and Oregon never sought to force
ownership of a portion of the Colum-
tia River on Washington, but simply
regarded the matter of Improvement
as one in which both states were in-
terested, 3

“We shot a deer,” sald one of two
excitable hunters as the animal fell,
but., as closer examinatlion disclosed
{ts identity, he exclalmed with vehe-
mence: “You have killed a calf”
When the ownership of the salmon or
the regulntion of their catching is
involved, it seems to be a case of
“we;” but when river Improvement 18
mentioned It. is “you,” and all of
Washington's  interest in the tople
vanishes and It becomes a case of
“you" with Portland and Oregon, foot-
ing the bills.

Thé outcome of the present badly
tangled fishing situation s uncertain,
but, if it should succeed in awakening
in the minds of the Washingtonians a
permanent feeling of proprietorship
fn the Columbia Rliver, 1t will not be
devald of merit. , Having publicly ac-
knowledged that the river seems (o
have some value as a place In which
salmon can swim (between traps) our
friends across the stream, may &ven-
tually learn that the river is also of
value for navigatlon purpnses. The
ssecond choleoe” wote, however, Is
about the best we can expeot on this
latter feature =0 long as Puget Sound,
Washington, finds the Columbia Riv-
er. Oregon, sudh an active competitor
in the shipping trade of the two states.

DEEPER (HANNEL NEXDED.

Nearly forty ships and steamess,
with an aggregate carrying capacity
of about 150,000 tons, are NOW AsSsem-
bled In Portland harbor. A few of
these vessels are In the coasting trade,
but the greater part of the fleet Is
here for cargoes which have been sold
to markets beyond the sea. It is the
largest deep water fleet that has ever
reached Portland 5o early in the sea-
son, and the quick dispetch that the
vessels are recelving is proof conclu-
sive that thia city has increased it
business in the same ratio as the ton-
nage of the port has Increased.
Among this fleet are & numbar of car-
riers of from seven to ten thousand
tons capacity, or about twice as large
as the average carrler of ten years
ago, and three times as large as the
wvessels which came hdre twenty years
ago. The size of these Ocean carriers
has Incressed proportionately with the
growth of the port and the depth of
the channel to the sea, and we have
now reached a point where it Is abso-
lutely necessary that early provislon
be made for taking care of still larger
vessels than those now coming to the
porl

The problem of getting the freight
of the Inland empire, the Central Ore-
gon country and the coast regions out
to tldewater at Portland has already
been partly solved by the building of
the North Bank rallroad. and its solu-
tion will be complete &8 soon As the
ralirosd lines now projected for the
state are built. Within thirty daya
there will be direct rall connec-
tion between Portland and the
heart of the rich Wallowa coun-
try and a large volume of new traffic
that is tributary to no other port will
develop. Before the first traln reaches
Wallows Lake, the North Bank road
nrill be running trains into Portland,
and theare will ba open to this city, a
new trade fleld extending as far in-
land ns the Bitter Root Mountains,
and from which Portland has been
barred for more than ten years.

The Tillamook line will be In opera-
tlon for a conslderable portion of tha
distance next yvear, and 1t Is almost &
certalnty that the Central Oregon line
will be haullng wheat out of & portion
of that vast region which It entars,
late next Fall, and within two ¥Yeara
the entire region will be pouring out
a rich traffic that will all find ita
market at Portland. These new feed-
ars, which are drawing to Portland
weslth from localities in which we
have naver before secured a foothold.
will be supplemented by numerous
elactric lines, of which the Oregon
Electric system stands at the head,
with the United Rallways promising
to make a contest for some of the
field already reached by the older
company. ™

Practically all of the epormous|

amount of new busineas to be devel-
oped in these flelds, wwhich will soon
be accessible, will come to Portland,
which, on account of Its geographical
location alone, la the logical trading
pomt for the immense territory just
opening. But we cannot expect to re-
taln this immense business, now in
sight, If we are negligent in keeping
our shipping facilltles up to a high
standard. We need a thirty-foot
channel from Portland to the sea.
This thirty-foot.channel is a greater
necessity than the twenty-five-foot

channel was five or ten years ago, It
will require time and money to secure
the Increased depth needed, and In
order that we should be prepared for
the Incrensing size and number of
vessels that our rapidly growing com-
mercé demands, no time should be
lost in getting started.

The superiority of our rallrcad fa-
cilities oyver those of any other port In
the Pacific Northwest Is assured. We
must place our shipping facilitdes In
the same impregnable position, or we
will be {ll-prepared to profit to the
fullest extent by our splendid location
and the wealih of natural resources
directly tributary to the clty.

Japan seems to be swakening from
her financlal carouse. For the past
three years, the Nippon emplre has
been spending money with all of the
freedom and abandon of a drunken
sailor, and quite naturally the bottom
of the tlll has been reached. It was
announced several weeks ngo that the
ship-subsidy graft, which was such a
profitable affair for the shipowner and
#o expensive and useless for the tax-
payers. would be reduced or aban-
doned entirely, and now comes the an-
nouncemsent .that the army and navy
estimutes are all to be cut and the
mosat rigid retrenchment practiced.
There !5 5 possibility that Japan has
at last discovered that an army and
navy of sufficient size to conguer the
world weare so far beyvond her financial
ability that it was the part of wisdom
to abandon the attempt. This declsion
might have been hastened by the re-
cent dlsplay of naval strength and
cash respurces by the country which
was reported to be on the Japan list
for early annihilation.

The inventive genius of man has
perfected the rallway block signal
until It is practically infallible. When-
ever, & train aproaches a “biock" on
which another train has already en-
terad, the danger signal is automatic-
ally Nashed before the eves of the en-
gineer, and It remains as a warning
s0 long as the train is on the block.
But, while the block signal has nearly
reached the point of perfection, . no
method has yet been discovered by
which the careless engineer can be
forced to keep a closa watch on these
signals. [t was & temporary lapse on
the part of a careless engineer on tha
Lake Shore road yesterday which
eaused him to run past a block signal
into & colllsion that cost one life and
injured thirty people. European rall-
roads have no advantage over America
in mechanical precautionary measures
against trailn accidents, but they seem
to have more carefil engineers,

Brvan declares that his chief title
to support is that he is the “heir” of
Roosevell., But Roosevelt, In an 2arn-
est letter commends Taft, as the man
to carry out the ldeasz and purposes
that have been pushed during his ad-
minlstration. Bryan now declares this
mey be very well, but Taft should
speak for himself, for nobody can be-
leve Roosevelt, whose “helr’” Bryan
boasts himself to be. Well, Taft will
speak for himeself. But it cheapens
the Presidency to find the candidates
for It running round among the elec-
tors, vn A search for their suffrages.
Washington .dldn’t do 1t, nor Lincoin,
nor even McKinley. Of course Roose-
velt did not. But the vile example has
been set, and Taft probably will fol-
loow I, It is, howaever, a striking mark
of the degradation of our National
politics. 1

Labor Leader Hardle, of London, Is
delivering lectures In America, telling
hls hearers how much better In the
field of politics the English working-
man has fared than Jhis Amerlean
cousin. According to Hardle, the Eng-
iish plan has had *“so many good re-
sults that It would tire you If I tried
to enumerate them.' All of which
may be true, but 1t stiil fails to explain
why iabor and the general industrial

gituation in England are worse off
than anywhera else in the civilized
world.

The San Franciseo Commeércial

Nows, usually accurate on such mat-
ters, on September 11 printed a L=t
of vessels at “Puget Sound and British
Columbia™ and Included therein five
vessels which are at Portland. These
vessols were the Americann, Beechley,
Bovarie, Nederland and Suveric, total-
ing 13,875 tons net reglster, and ac-
cordingly of material aid In swelling
the statisties for the Puget Bound
ports.

PRIMAERY LAW NEEDS FIXING

Results in Whateom County Are a
Grave Disappointment,
Belingham Harald

While the defeated candidates =sre
ruefully contemplaiing the wreckage
and ths victors are shuddering over che
close shaves they had, n word on the
practical workings of the direct pri-
mary may be received with a little con-
slderation. With some degree of con-
trition this paper admits that the law
i#= not all that had besn claimed for IL
It has besn frequently maintained in
these columna that, although tha law
1& cumbersome, it would accomplish s
purpose, which ls to let the people ex-
press their cholce. The resuits do not
bear out This claim.

Unquestionably many whao recelved a
plurality of votes mre pot ths cholce of
the majority. In many instances the
man who won would have been defeated
At thers had been but two In the raes,
The effect of minor candidates upon
the results Is a thing that had not been
fully considered. The man who cannot
win may easily prevent the best man
from winning. Courtefy demands that
no speciflc case be raferred to, and only
general {llustratlons can be nsed. Sup-
pose, for instance, that the Nquor deal-
ers want to elect a man who will not
close the saloons on Bunday. On the
ather hand, the business interests gen-
erally approve n man wheo will e¢loga
the saloons, but who stands for other
things besides Sunday cloaing. It Ix a
matter *of history that the so-called
“moral” element and those who repre-
sent isme are rarely content with half
a loaf. They want the whole thing or
nothing. Tq them the business man in
favor of Sunday closing Ia just as ob-
jectlonable as the saloon man, They,
therefore, put forward a kindly dle-
posed but wholly unfit gentleman whao
divides the moral vots, and the saloon
man slldes In. This [llustration does
not cover all of tha shortcomings of
the law in this reapect, but it calls at-
tention to an apparent weakness.

- - -

Another defact Is to he found In
the worry snd expense and bitterness
and travall of the campalgn. Extremes
were probably resched In Whatcom
County, owlng to tha strong factione
that exist here, but the case was
bad enocugh In any county. Feuds that
a generation may not wipe out wera
engendered.
