HOP DUTLAOK BAD

Big Dealer Holds Out No Hope
for Market.

MACHINE TO DO PICKING
—_—

New Apparatus Now Being Perfect-
ed Wil Do Away With Employ-

ment for Thonsands, Says
E. Clemens Horst

There |8 no hope for the hop market
and no hope for the hop-plcker. This
ia the opinlen E. Clemens Horst, of Ban
Francinces expressed yesterday. As for
the market, he has arguments to prove
it Is top hexvy and wijl continue so
this season. As for the humble hop-
plcker, Mr. Horst has put him out of
business with his picking machine.

“Clem’ Horgt is the central figure In
the hop trade of the world, He ls the
largest dealer In America and the
largest grower anywhere, with ysards
in Californis. Oregon, British Columbia
and Australin. When eonditions ara
favorahle him yards will prodice 10,000
bales of hop= In a year. or about K third
of what the entire state of Oregon
grew this season. He does not confine
hir selling operations to the TUnited
States but does a big business In Eng-
tand., in fact, was the first American
dealor to Invade the English market
and =ell hops direct to the English
hrowsrs. He is one of & family of
three remarkable brothers, all of them
in the hop business. Paul R. G. Horst,
whoe s of a speculative disposition,
bought over a milllon doliarm worth of
hops on the Coast two years ago, pay-
ing ae high as 20 cents a pound for
some of them, He has got most of
them wet and they are worth about a
cent 4 pound. In spite of his reverse,
he Is still actively In business. Louls
Horst farad better In his venfures and
bought an cstate.in Germany. He is
now Baron Louls von Horst and does
a big business with American and Eng-
lish brewers.

New Machine His Hobhy.

E. Clemens Horst's hobby now is his
hop-picking mechine. It Is the great-
est Inbor-saving device of recant years,
he saym., It is going to deprive thous-
mnids of parsons of agreeable and pro-
fitable employment. 1f-a success it will
destroy the one pleturesque featurs of
the hop industry and so far as can be
figured out, will be of no benefit to
anyone except the possessor of the ma-
chine and the brewer., who will proba-
Iy get his hopa cheaper because of IL
Hut the world moves and modern meth-
ods must prevail in hop growing as in
other industries.

Mr. Horst talks freely of his machine
but not to the externt of letting anyone
know how It Is constructed. He de-
cinres, however, that it Is an mbsolute
siccess. The fArst machine bullt was
tried last year on his yard in British
Columbia, where he grows hops for
the Canadian trade and dogs not have
to pay duty on his sales. Then he sent
it to Australila and gave It a second
test and this Summer brought It to
California where It had a final tryout.
Forty machines were bullt tg harvest
Lis big Californin yards,

One of the machines Mr. Horst
brought to Oregon and It Is now at hls
vard at Eola. Some changes in the
machinery wore necessary to adapt it
to the Oregon hop vine These changes
have been made and the machine will
e started In & day or two on Oregon
hops. No one has besn permitted to
see the apparatus, as It Is kept under
cover and & watchman with a londed
shotgun s sald 1o be on guard over it
night and day.

Plcks 5000 Pounds an Hour.

“The machine has picked 00 pounds of
hops In an bour,” sald Mr. Horst yester-
day. "As on¢ man can only plek I to 15
pounds [n an hour, ¥You ¢an see thut It is
golng to revolutionize the hopgrowing in-
d ry. Its great feature is that it salves
the labor problem, the most vexatious and
expensive thing the hopgrower has to eon-
tend with, In California the-labor prob-
lem more =erious than here, as the
Oregon hop-plekers are a better class of
people, bt pevertheless the bop-pleking
machine hus coma to stuy. All our Coast
hope will hereafter ba machine pleked,™

With hand picking It costs the grower 7
to 9 cenis a pound tn put hope in the
bule. The machine, It Is sald, will do the
work for I to 4 cents .

Mr. Horst was not prepared to say how
socn the machine will come Into general
use. Just now he is giving all his atten-
tion to perfecting it

Of the future of the hop market, a sub-
ject of vitnl importance (o so many Ore-
gon farmers, Mr. Horst holds out no hope
whate .

“Th are too many hops= In the world,
and that s all there lg to 1t,"” he said
*The Amerigan crop Is short, but the
foreign crop & heavy and cheap. The
English crop Is twice as large as It was
two years ago, and half again as large
ns lust yenr, English 1908 hops are seiling
at prices equal to 2 to 10 cents here, the
rverage qualities of good, sound, eclean
hops &t a little leas than § cents, There
are 40,000 bales of Amerlcan hops now In
England that esn be relmporied to the
United States free of duty, The exports
of new American hops to Fngland will not
ba s large as the lmports of German
hops and the relmportation of Amerlcan
hops, American brewers are now well
stocked with Nops, and, slthough prices
are low, the prohibition movement deterk
them from adding to thelr pressnt sup-
plies, Therefore the ghort American yiald
this yeur s without offect on the market.
Last year we all thought pricea could go
no lower than they were then, but they
are lower now—I bought hops today at §
cants—-which proves that the hop market
has o bottom.**

Regarding the agitation started In Cali-

fornin for an ldncrease In the tarlff on
foreign hops, Mr. Horst said:
““The American growers will galn more

by bringing to the attention of our brew-
ers the merits of home-grown hopa than
by rafsing the duly on lmportations. Too
many Germuan hops are used In this coun-

try, the German Imports In four years
amounting to mora than one Yeur's
American requirements. When the
American brewer CcEn e taught
th our hopa are =8 good ns
the German's, It wiil be Detter for all
of ue The United States Department of

Agriculture {s now enguged In this educa-
ttonal work."”
