OLTMPIA, Wash,, Oct. 2—(Bpecial.)—
The Etate Bonrd of Equalizztlon in mak-
Ing up Its estimate has bassd all property
in the stats upon X0 percent of lim real
valus, has then found for each ocounty
what percentage of true valua has peon
returned by each county board of aquali-
sation and bas ascertalned that ths aver-
age wvalus returned Is 4308 percent of
actual value. Bo that this latter basis will
be the basla for thia s lavy of stite
laxes.
