Ha
enid It is absurd to make It a crime to
s¢ll eatablea on Sunday and at the same
timea make it lawful to put befors the
publle "a play which shows more of a
woman's nnatomy <han s customary.”
Mr. Logan eald that the Dis Attor-
ney might argue that this co be do=
under pollce power, but that it is no ex-
cuso for the law. "“That Hitle woman
who keeps n delicatoasen open on Sun-
day is one whom we need never fear will
run pool rooms, dancehalls or North End
arrangements,” continued Mr. Logan. He
argued that one might as well zay that it
5 a crime for the West Side to do busi-
ness on Sonday, but perfecily proper for
the East Side. The present law permits
a mun to load his wares on wagons and
peddis them om Bunday, It was argued,
but prohiblts him from vending them In
a atore.
