Europe Expebted to Require
'

Supplies From America. .

STOCK MARKET FEVERISH

War yews and Domestic Influences
Kesponsible for Fitrul Fluctu-

ations of Prices North-

ern Pacific Weak. '

NEW TORK. Oct. f. Whether on ac-

count of tb Balkan or for some
other reaaon. thera was much nervousness
manifested m todaya stock market. Fitful
and irregular fluctuatlona of price followed
each other all day. A vigorous .how of
resistance to the prevailing; depression of
foreign market wa made at the opening,
when heavy buying crdera forced price up-

ward, with some violence. The aggressive
operations In Union Pacific led to a aupposl-tlo- n

that leadership of the market waa be-
ing reasserted by the force long supposed
to b. in control. Buying to cover by the
short Interest which .old yeatorday freely
In ths final break wo an element In the
spurt. Tha n.wa arriving from abrcad by
that time alao waa of a reassuring charac-
ter.

Ths adjournment of th Northern Pacific
director' meeting without declaring that
large extra cash dividend which was confi-
dently predicted yesterday proved discon-
certing" to a considerable speculative element
which has been operating confidently on the,
strength of these predictions. Northern Pa-
cific weakened materially after tha adjourn-
ment of the directors meeting and carried
the list with It to a level below last night.
This was In spite of the favorable showing
made by the outline of the annual report, in
which tha depression of th. past fiscal year
was said to have made but a moderate im-
pression. Th. failure of Northern Pacifto
rumors to com true cast suspicion on a
number of rumors whlcn were active In yes-

terday's speculation and awakened a fear
that they had been prompted simply for
speculative manipulation.

The afternoon weakness wa caused In
part by ths news of the embarrassment of
an Important bond bouse having connections
both In New York and Boston, and to the
knowledge of the measures which had to be
taken to conserve the largo resources In-

volved. The decided strength developed In
the foreign exchange market had rather an
Impressive effect a Implying an effective
foreign demand for withdrawal of funds
from New York. The demand was associated
with war newa and was the occasion of some
misgivings as to the aycuracy of the mora
superficial Indications. The market ended
strong under animated dealings In Kock
Island preferred.

Bonds were Irregular. Total sales, par
value 13,920,000. United States bonds were
unchanged on call.
