NTJW YORK. Oct. 8. A. M. Herring

will take his aeroplane to
Cashington Saturday. According to his

amended contract with the Government
the official trials are to begin on Tues-
day. October 13. and he is confident
that the machine will meet all require-
ments.

Mr. Herring will try hard to get per-

mission to have the trials take place over
hetter grounds than those at Fort Myer.
where the flights of the Wright broth-
ers' aeroplane were made. He says the
trees of Arlington Cemetery, post build-
ings, etc.. make the wind very tricky
and for that reason a fair test cannot
be had there.
