"The Republicans of Ohio have conclud-
ed to put aside their local quarrels and
vote for Taft and Sherman. The labor
people, particularly, feel that In voting for
Taft they are voting to continue McKln-lcy- 's

ideas, which brought them out of
the depths.

Clawater In the balsas corpus proceedings
brought by Mr. Mann. Clawater, while
admitting that he was the man who made
use of the name of "Raymond," when he
accompanied Mrs. Thompson to her room
several days before her lifeless body was
found, denied all knowledge of the crime.
Tit woman was alive and well the last
time he saw hor. the witness said. Mann
was indicted recently charged with the
murder of Mrs. Thompson.

For three months,
he said, he had been assistant superin-
tendent of the Auburn Gold Mining Com-
pany, of Mystic.

PROMISES BEST OF

Has No Letters From Aldrlch, Say-

ing He Is One of Head Men
of Standard.

INDIANAPOLIS. Oct. 21. Additional
Standard Oil letters of more Importance
than any thus far read are to be made
public at the Independence party meeting
In New York Saturday night, according to
a statement by W. R. Hearst in an inter-
view here tonight. He declared they ar
better than amy thus far given publicity
and that he had saved them for the finish
of the campaign.

Mr. Hearst denied a story recently pub-

lished that he had letters from Mr. Arch-bol- d

to Senators Aldrlch and Penrose.
"The fact Is," said Mr. Hearst, "that I

have no letters from Senator Aldrich not
one. I have a letter written by Senator
Penrose to Archbold in which he speaks
about an appointment with Senator Aid-ric-

but this is the only letter I have in
which Aldrich's name is mentioned.

"It is not strange that I have no letters
from Archbold to Aldrich or from Aldrich
to Archbold. There was no necessity for
their writing to each other. Aldrich, as I
understand It, Is one of the head men of
the Standard OH Company and not a mere
underling. That would account for the
absence of letters."

US OIL OCTOPUS

Powder Combine Squeezed

Out All Competition by

Cutting Prices.'

ENTIRE TRADE IN GRASP

Unscrupulous Means Employed by
Monopoly Exposed During; Hear-

ing of Federal Suit Got Con-

trol, Then Boosted Kates.

NEW YORK, Oct. 21. That a 90 per
cent monopoly of the power trade In
the 'United States has been obtained by
methods such as cutting prices to about
a dollar in certain states, while a prico
of fiTo was maintained elsewhere, was
the substance of testimony against the
powder trust at a further hearing of
the case here today. The litigation is a
Federal suit for alleged violation of the
Sherman anti-tru- st law.

R. S. Waddell, of Peoria, III., was the
only witness today. For many years
Mr. 'Waddell was a general sales agent
of the combined powder companies and
he subsequently became an independent
manufacturer. It was he who filed the
petition on which the suit was brought.
At the opening, James Scarlett, who
appears for the 'Government, said that
he would present the history of the
combine between 18S2 and 1892 and pro-
duce evidence to show that a conspiracy
among the powder companies existed at
the time the petition for the suit was
filed.

Control Nearly Entire Output.
Mr. Waddell testified that in 1S82 the

association was composed of the E. I.
DuPont Powder Company, Hazard
Powder Company. Lafilin & Rand Pow-
der Company, Oriental Powder Com-
pany, American Powder Mills, Miami
Powder Company and the Austrian Pow-
der Company. In that year the or-

ganization was changed to a pool, when
two other companies, the King Powder
Company and the Ohio Powder Com-
pany, were taken In. They did not join
until a bitter rate-cuttin- g warfare had
occurred.

The witness said the vool controlled be-

tween 95 and 98 per cent of the trade In
rifle and sporting powder and 90 per cent
of the trade In blasting powder.

When the witness was asked how the
association op?nated, he said:

Fix Arbitrary Prices.
"The officers of the several companies

would meet from time to time and estab-
lish or change the prices at which the
product was sold. The prices agreed on
were communicated to the other compa-
nies and they In turn notified their
agents."

The King Powder Company and the
Ohio Powder Company sold out to the
combine, the witness said, after a futile
struggle. In which prices were cut to as
low as 12.10 in the contested district, while
maintained at 16.75 elsewhere.

"As soon as these companies Joined the
pool," said the witness, "I got my orders
to Increase prices in the contested district
at first to J5 and later to the full rate."

Force Terms on Agents.
Mr. Waddell then said that the combine

had "put the screws" on the agents In

the different parts of the country, and
later began to break prices and reduce
commissions, forcing them to sign con-
tracts in accordance with the wishes of
the pool.

In 1SX9 a governing body was formed
which became known as the "Board of
Trade." Among the members of this body
were:

Henry A. Dupont. J. A. Haskell, R. V.
Wheeler. G. M. Peters, Arthur Williams,
R. T. Coleman and A. O. Fay.

Got Railroad Rebates.
Between 1889 and 1906 there were sev-

eral independent companies formed, in-

cluding, the Chattanooga Powder Com-
pany. Almost as soon as the Chatta-
nooga Company's product was put on
the market, the witness said, the pool
"started after them and there was no
quarter given."

"It was a short and vicious fight,"
added Mr. Waddell. "We sold powder
at cost and below. The fight ended
with the general roundup of the Inde-

pendents about July, 1SS6."

"Who helped you in the fight?" asked
Mr. Scarlett.

"The liberal rates on freight which the
railroads were giving at this time helped
us. We got rebates oft the Hoosac Tun-

nel line and other roads I do not now
recall."

The hearing adjourned - until tomor-
row.

SENATOR FULTON ADDRESSES

HOOD 1UVER AUDIENCE.

J. L. Carter and S. G. Tate Also

Speak Big Taft and Sher-

man Club Rally.

HOOD RIVER, Or., Oct. 21. (Spe-

cial.) To an audience that packed the
opera-hous- e here tonight. Senator
Charles W. Fulton spoke on the leading
issues of the campaign. The occasion
was a big Republican rallyUeld by
the Hood River Taft and Smsrman
Club. The speakers that preceded Mr.
Fulton were J. L. Carter, Republican
member of the State Legislature from
this district, and a G. Tate. Mr. Tate
formerly lived In Lincoln, Neb.. Bryan's
home town, and devoted his talk large-
ly to the vacillating political course
which the speaker said Bryan had pur-
sued to catch the unwary voters.

Senator Fulton defined the history
of Brvan's political aspirations as a
candidate for the Presidency, stating
that he had never been known to cling
to any issue but one., and that was his
unalterable desire to 'be President.

FINDS SPANIARDS' RELIC

Ancient Vase Exhumed at South Bel-

lingham Supports Tradition.

BELLINGHAM. "Wash.. Oct 21. (Spe-
cial.) In exhuming in his back yard in
South Bellingham here today a metallic
urn bearing a 1630 date, Leigh L. Rose
has furnished another link to support the
old Lumml Indian tradition that three
Spanish galleons visited this .port over
300 years ago.

The urn, found at a depth of three
feet, is evidently of pewter and a hard
alloy with four figureheads on its sides
and resembles an antique Spanish Jewel-
ers design. In the vicinity where it was
discovered remnants of ancient vessels
and skeletons, supposedly of Spanish' in-

vaders have been found.
