LYDGATE P'IGHTS WITH GALE

I.oses Several Sails In Trip Up Coast
From Santa Rosalia.

ASTORIA, Or., Nov. 3. (Special.)
Captain Law, of the British bark Lyd-prat- e,

which arrived In Sunday evening',
30 days from Santa Rosalia, reports
that shortly after crossing: out of the
gulf the bark ran Into a series of
squalls, during: which a number of
sails were lost. Fair weather with
good winds was encountered until off
San Francisco, when the winds died
away and the bark was compelled to
beat her way along until Friday morn-
ing. During the afternoon of that day
Captain Law sighted a four-maste- d

bark, which he belives was the Bal-
moral, en route from Tacoma for Eu-
rope and on board which he has a son,
who is an apprentice.

A few hours later and In 43:43 north,
131 west: he sighted another vessel
that he thinks was the British ship
Brabloch from Antwerp for the Co-

lumbia River, as she answered the de-

scription of that vessel. The ship had
signals set, but was too far away for
them to be read.

Th$ ves-
sels are making the voyage under their
own steam, and considering their com-
paratively diminutive sises are .undergo-
ing a test far more rigorous than was
put to the big battleships last Winter.

As a matter of fact, the three light-
house tenders are larger chips than the
light-vesse- ls themselves. The tenders
have a total length of 190 feet over all,
or waterline length of 173 feet 4 inches,
and a beam of 30 feet, while the light-vesse- ls

measure only 135 feet 9 incheo
over all, or 112 feet 11 inches waterline,
and 29 feet beam. The latter ships draw
12 feet 9 inches of water, which Is 9
Inches in excess of the draft of the ten-
ders.

The lightships are propelled by an in-

verted, direct-actin- g compound engine,
having cylinders 16 and 31 inches in di-

ameter, by H inches stroke. The steam
Is furnished by two gunboat boilers. The
vessels are fitted throughout with modern
appliances, and have such weatherly
capabilities that they can keep the sea
unaer any conditions. All the ships in
question were built by the. New . york
Shipbuilding Company, of Camden, N. J.

STOLE TO AID BROTHER

Woman Gets $.20,000 Worth of

Bonds but Has to Give Thera Up.

CHICAGO. Nov. 2. With $20,000 In
bonds which she had obtained from the
firm of Babcock, Rushton & Louberback,
bond dealers in the Rookery building, a
woman known as Alice Cheney Brown
was arrested last night at the Union
Depot and made to return the securities.
She had a ticket for Denver and was
aboard the train waiting for its departure
when Detective Frank Repelto found her
preparing to retire for the night.

instructions from the brokers were
not to detain the woman if she restored
the $20,000 worth of bonds. This she
readily assented to, and she took them
from a handbag on the seat beside lier.

The woman also passed a worthless
check for $63 on the management of the
Congress Hotel Company. The detective
who-i- s employed by the Hotel Company,
had this sole score to settle with the
woman. She made good the amount of
the check and was allowed to go her way.

The method by which the woman ob-

tained the bonds was by passing a.
worthless check on the brokers for $19.-72- 0.

Soon after the transaction, Orville
E. Babcock, one of the firm, became sus-
picious of the genuineness of the check
and telegraphed to the Farmers' Loan &
Trust Company of New York, on which
bank it was drawn. An answer was re-

ceived that the woman purporting to be
Alice Cheney Brown had no account with
the Farmers' Loan & Trust.

It was known to the brokerage firm
that Mrs. Brown was staying at the An-
nex, and a messenger was sent there to
find her. At the hotel it was learned that
the woman had paid her bill and left.
She had paid with a check on the Farm-
ers' Loan & Trust Company and had or-

dered a carriage to take her to the
Station.

Manager Southgate, of the Annex, ex-

amined the check passed on tne hotel,
and Inasmuch as the check on the brok-
erage firm was worthless, he declared
that the smaller one was worthless also.

Detective Repelto secured a description
and with Mr. Babcock went to the Mu-

nicipal Court, where a warrant was sworn
out charging the woman with operating
a confidence game.

A .cabman who drove the woman from
the Annex was found, and he said she(
had discharged him at the LaSalle-Stree- t'
Station. He learned that a woman an-
swering the 'description of Mrs. Brown
had engaged another cabman and that
he drove her to the Northwestern Depot.
After discharging the second cabman she
hired a third vehicle and was driven to
the Union Depot.

In the baggage-roo- it was discovered
that the woman had checked a suitcase
to Denver, presenting her railroad ticket
at the time. The Burlington train for
Denver did not leave Chicago until 11:30
o'clock and Repelto waited in the depot
until shortly before the time of its de-
parture. How the woman got past 1.1m
and aboard the train without being seen
is a mystery to the detective. When
questioned on that point by Repelto she
looked out of the car window and
laughed.

At first she pleaded for leniency, ask-
ing that she be permitted to pay the
hotel, bill and continue on her trip to
Denver. The detective agreed to accept
the $63 for the hotel bill, and she paid
him in cash. Then she turned over the
bonds. When she did so she told him
she had planned to obtain the bonds
which she had hoped to sell in Denver
so she could get funds with which to
aid a brother under arrest in the East.
