We began
our crusade for better frult by tackling
n condition the result of ploneer, thrife-
lessness. I might say Indolence. But
the growers are heing edoeated to the
necegsity far Improved methods, and
resuits already are spoaking for them-
selves,

B H. Bhepard, a former Portiand busi-
nesg man now engaged In the apple-
€rowing business al Hood River, told of
the results that have attended the efforis
of the people of that famous district in
depending on the appleo as & means of
adverilsing. He earnestly indorsed the
remoarks of Mr, Lownsdale as to the ne-
cesslty for producing the best possible
quality of fruit, hut directed his remarcks
more particularly to the wvalus of the
apple for advertiging purposes,

Method at oHod River.

“Our first attempt to advertise our so-
tlon by the uss of apples was made in
IME.” suid Mr. Shepard. *In that year
we had n small county fair whore an ex-
hibit of apples was made. Some Port-
land visitors were so favorably mpressed
with the exeslience of the apples shown
that they bought & carload of the fruit
and sent it to Bt Louls where [t wes
placed on exhibhitlon. Two years later
another carfosd was shipped to & leading
buyer in New York Clly, The apples were
arranged on exhibltion and all of tha
apple-buyers of the city were invited to
inspect the display. The result was that
in & few hours tha entire exhiblt had
been sold ot from 81 to $6 a box, although
the exhibit contained some very ordinary
varieiles. Similar dispiays have been
rhown In New York annually ever since
and the best of results have followed.

“Naturally, the npple (s an irresistibie
tamutation,” said Judge Colvig. "1 dare
say a man could not be found today who
would refuss to partake of a daliclous
Bpltsenherg If proffered by ons of our
beautiful Eves In the Rogue River WVal-
fey.™

The speaker roviewed the history of
the mpple which originated in Central
Asia and showed tht It had followed
civillzation ever Westwurd until ths orig-

Enst, paye, In a year there are shipped
from Oregon probably 1000 carloads of
apples. Each car consistsa of 80 boxes,
mwaking the total number of boxes 600,00
One splendld plan of advertising s ‘c
have aunchi ons of those boxes labeled as
Oregon frult. This should ba Insisted on
by growern before their frult Is shipped.

Rapld Strides of Industry.

"The fruft Industry of this state 's
growing more rapidly than the resldents
af this state fmagine or can belleve.
It now mank® as the fourth or Afth in-
dustry in the state, The wheat lands
Are gradually wearing out and the yield
of this crop 18 decrensing annuaily. The
snlmon catch i falling off annually nnd
aeventually the timber of the wstate will
ba cut down. Finally thers will be but
two Important Industries in this state—
fruligrowing and dairying. That being
80, let us make the best posgsible use of
the apple as an advertisement, that mo e
peaple may ba brought to this stata to
assist in the development of thosa two
industries which promise so much to ths
material prosperity of this great stata.”

Professor J. H. Leathermann, of Al-
bany, related his experiences In the
manegement of & small sapple orchard
and fully indorsed the estimates of thae
precoding speakers as to the worth of
the appie further to explolit the great
possibilitigs of thin stats horticulturaliy.
