Von Nisda's scheme was a good deal
ot the order of that which the Hullsns
employed. The latter used the plotnre
scheme, and Von Nisda simply an dpron,
to gather in his silver harvest Yon
Niada advertised only in Eastern papers,
calling for women to make aprons, f{or
which he agreed to pay $3.00 a domen—
provided they caome to the specifications.
After the victim hud been Thooked
through correspondence, an  adroftiy-
drawn contract was sent to her, and, as
a guarnntes of good faith, §1 was de-
manded. Should the aprons meet with
the appruval of Von Nimla, the woman
was Lo recalve (he dollar back, nnd In
addition $1.40 for the aprons, Butl, judg-
ing from the |elters receilved by tha
postal authorities, the aprons never mot

Jith hiz approval, even though they

were given two trials. If the aprons
were nol sccepted upon the second trial,
Von Niedn kept the dollar,

Von Nieda's carefully worded contract
ima work of art, and he evidently got his
siheme out of & book that has besn sold
in the East and contains no #nd of get-
tich-quick schemes, which the author
sayas ha» besn submitted to tha “'best le-
gu! talent” and found to be safe from
prosecution. It seems that to gel more
money out of hix victims Von Nieda had
a sample apron. When =ome woman
sent In her dogen, aproms; w tha ex-
pectations that she would receive $4.00
for her labor and materinl, she would
instead recelve her work back, murked
and dotted over with the I7 oriticizms of
disupproval that Von Nisda and girls
employed by him had marked on the
aprons. Then, mns a bit of halm and to
get more money, vVon Nioda would In-
form them of his sample apron, which,

together with two pieces of baby ribhon,
cost him about 3 cents aplecsd, saying
that for an additlonal $1.25 thizs sample
apron conid be had.

Von Nieda bas several friends In the
elty, and when they bheard that he had
been srrested theéy came to his rescue.
Fred Cook. a Iocal bullding material
agent., who Kknows VYon Nieda and
vouched for him when he rented ‘& poxt-
office box, provided bonds for Vou
Nledit's release.
