“lic Funds for Sectarian
Institutions.

PRAISES CATHOLIC SYSTEM

Congregational Pastor Would Have
Protestants Follow Example and
Also Approves of Religlon
in Secular Schools.

*“Religlon should be taught fn the
secular schoola” =ald Dr. Luther I
Dyott, in his sermon last night, “but It
should be purged of sectarianism. The
state should appropriala money for the
support of Hectarian schools.” Dr.
Dyott proached at the First Congregn-
tlonal Church last night on “Raliglon
and Hducation." The speaker sald he
was aware that he would be misundar-
stood and critielsed by mome for his
position, but he sald the statements he
was mueking were with due delibern-
tion, and after he had given the sub-
ject careful study. He sald In part:

name ¢y bear. nnd in many Instancses

upen the name of Jesus Christ, will be all
ths grester scoundrels, because thelr minds
wers educated and thelr wits sharpened;
and they Knew how to do It

Eduontlon Without Heligion,

One of the mont pathétic scenes [ ever
witnestad was presanted to me when I
war coalled upon to address 1200 mmen In
Auhurn prison, in the state of New York
A man whoe had besn guilty of misappro-
priating the funds entrusted to him st
behind & most degenerale apacimen of hu-
manity. The Iatter looked Up At the com-
mencement of the service and smiled. na
thoushk he woald embarrass the speaker,
while the gther hid his face |n his handas
Had the ombeszier been morally trained
na woll as mentally sducated, In his early
life, it 18 probable that his sensitive nuture
would not have been compelled to undergo
the terrcrs of prison life

Tho destiny of the moerld s largeiy
shaped by what transpires during that pe-
rfod between the birth of the child and
the age of seven. If, In the Instange I
have related, the mother or someonu elue
had found this evil im the nmlurs of “the
child when it was young. and had taught
the child to overcome it, it would mot have
cropped out In later Iife

Tha child should ba taught the dutios
of citizenahip, true ideals of life. He should
be inspired with lofty idealn. He ahould not
expect morsaly to make money; he ahould
not select as an idenl the manp who has set
