Misa Ebury, who is alleged to be one
of the Jeadors of the Northern Terrorist
organizntion, was arrested on Decembar
27, 1907, on the Finnish frontier, 30 pass-
ports belng found in her lugguge. In ad-
dition to a vast guantity of revelution-
ary terature,

When tho case was called the prisoner
was not present in court, and palice wera
orderered to fotch her. Bhe rosolutely
refused for & long time to come into the
court, but sventuaily she was brought
in. The president., on her entrance, in-
formed her that she wnas at liherty to
chonse a barriater to plead her causa,
but Miss Ebury refused to do so, de-
ciaring that she d4did not coeslder the
court competent to judge the case and
refusing to give any explanations,

The priscner's demeanor In court
caused conalderable sensation. Bha
seamed convinced that. as a British sub-
ject, she could not properly be held lo
be under the juridietion of the tribunal
befora which she was called upon to
plead. Bhe sat quite unconcernedly in
the dock. until the president requested
her not to sit whila she addressed the
court. She then deciared that she dld
not respect the court and that ahe would
not ohey ita commands. The president
thereupon ordersd the police to take the
prisoner back to her cell, and the court
sentenced her In her abeence 10 per-
petual exile In Biberia.

IS SECRETS ARE STOLEN

MUSSIAN DIPLOMAT FALLS VIC-
TIM TO LOVELY SFPY.

After Enchanting Him, She Steals
PDiary Containing Secrets of
Policy in Balkans.

BERILIN, Dec. {Epecial.)}—Sscret
docyments dealing with Russin’s polley
in the Halkan Yeninsuin have been
stolen from a retlred Ruassian diplomat
by A Clever rusa.

The vietim, whose name iz carefully
concealed, woan for many Yyears sta-
tioned in diffarent Balkan capitals,
W » he took a prominent part In
of the most exciting evenis in
Balkan palities of the last quarter of
a century. He kept a dlary, rocording
all his experionces and registering
many diplomatie secreis. Apart from
this thes dlary placed on record muny
documents of surpassing interest

The fact that the diplomat possessed
all this wvaluable muaterial appears to
have becoms known elther teo momo
wovernment, which desives to learn the
innermost secrets of the Russian Bal-
kan polley, or some enterprising pub-
lisher. who wishes 1o reap & large
profit from the sale of a book dealing
with these guestions.

The ex-diplomat, who now resides
on extenslve estates in Poland, was
at the beginning of October at Koen-
igsherg. where he made the acqualin-
tance of n fascinating ybuong lady, who
pretendad to be Lthe daughter of a
wealthy Russian magnate. She stated
that she was a student In Gensva. Bha
gave ihe Impression of belng highly
edocated and refined.

For a time ahe lived in the ex-diplo-
mat's country house in Russia, and
afterwards traveled with him to Ber-
Hin, where she disappeared. Soon after
her digsappearance the ex-diplomat
found to hls horror that his diary and
all other politieal documents he pos-
saesed had disappeared.

He has entrusted a German firm of
detoctives with the task of tracking
the mysterioun lady, who was Known
to him as Jutta Maximoff. The de-
tectives offer n rewnmrd of 31500 for

any information leading to her dis-

covery. She Is described as of medium
helght and siendsr, with large black
eyes, dark brown halr and delicate
complexion. She dressmod with extreme
elegance, and s apparently about 28
years of age
