Halins, in the mur-
der of Willam E. Annls, by soundly
scoring the state prosecution for nog-
ligence in Interposing an objection to
n question put to witness Fdwin H.
Andrews regarding = conversation
with State Prosecutor White. Andrews
was asked:

Trace Movements With Models,

Traring the movements of the principals
at the Bayslde Yucht Club tragedy with
the ald of miniature fron figures ang mod-
elg of the float and the catboat, Andrews,
a yacht club member, showed under ex-
amination how tha Army Captaln, stand-
ing on ithe Cfloat’s edge, hald aloft the
ohweuring boom end sail of Annis bout
and shot the publisher #s he sat at the
tilier.

Witness Cannot Be Located.

There was surprise when it was lsamod
that John Tonning, o Swedish boatman,
who saw the tragedy, oould not be lo-
cated.

DHstriot Attorney Darrin sald he thought
Tonning was in Sweden, but that nothing
had been heard from him sinos lust Bep-
tember. Tonning knocked the revolver
from Captaln Hains' hand after the shoot-
ing-

“He was an imporiant witneas for us™
sald Lawyer Molniyre, “‘for through him
wea would have shown that hs stfuck Cap-
tain Halns after the shooting, with a
boat hook of oar, and that o protect his
brother, Thoraton Halnes dréw hia re-
volver,”

EKnew of Brother's Intentlon.

The croms-examination of Andrews con-
sumed the majer portion of the alter-
noon, and Lawyer Mclolyre sought to de-
valop that Thorntdn Halns had sald after
the shooting that he had tried to dissuade
Capiain Hains from his act, and that
be would hold him until the ofMicers came,

Special Prosecutor White dsciared that
evidenos would be brought out to show
tlmt Thornton Halns had full knowledge
of nds brother's Intention to klll Annis
and virtually led the way to tha ysaht
¢lub and directed ihe search for the pub-
lisher. Mr. White dGeclared that Thorn-
ton Halns pointed his reveiver at Mrs.
Annls and prevented her from going to
the ald of her wounded husbare,

During the recital of the sinie's case
Hains called the attention of counsel
to statoments of the prosecutor and
made numerons notes on A pad of paper
thit lay on the table before him. Mr,
MelIntyre, his counsel, made several ob-
jections teo comments made by Mr,
Whites In liis address upon the svidsnes
that would be adduced. Justice Crane
denled & motion of counsel for the de-
fonse that the second and third sections
of the indlctmant be set aside.

Georges Y. Skinner, an engineor of
Flushing, was called as the first wit-
ness. He ldentified & plan and survey
he had made of the scéne of the shoot-
ing, and It was offered in evidence.

Did Not Hpow of Changes.

In c¢ross-examination, Mr
developed that the witness
know whetheyr any changes
made at the <clubhousas from
of tho shooling to the time when
survey was made.

Justioe Crane sald he would require the
prosecution (o show what changes were
made In ths Interlm betwesn August 16
and the time of tha survey. Another plan
of tha clubhousa surroundings enlarged
from the first survey was offered in evi-
dence, and Skinner was exaused.

Justice Crane safld he wouid dotermine
later whethar the plans wers sdmissible
as evidence,

Attracted by Commotion.

Fidwin H. Andrews, a member of the
Bayslde Yacht Club, testified to the
shooting of Annla. His attention had

basn attracted by a commotion on the
flont and he jJjumped oo it as Captain
Hains began shooting. The defendant
pointed a pistol at him and ordered him
back Annle' dbout was In front of thes
dock at the time and Captaln Halns was
om the foat and In a ¢rouchling position
near the edga of the flont.

Andrews sald that after ths shoot-
ing Thornton Hain® sat on the north
end of the float and Captaln Halna was
walking up and down near his brother.
"Andraws sajd:

Tells of Conversation.

*Thornton Hains sat on an upturned
bont and he was In conversuntion with
sSOmMe one Thornton was smoking a
pipa. This was 10 or 153 minutes after
the shooting. Mr. Btephens, a club
member standing nesr thd ruaway,
was having an argument with Thorn-
ton Hains. I heard the defendant say,
‘vou ars avidently not an American.”

“Mr. Stephens said that, “we don't do
thoss thinga in owr country. We wipe
them out with our fists' It was then
that Halns sald, ‘you're evidently not
an American.”*

Juror's Father Dies,

Counsel Mcelutyre had started
eross-exnmination of Andrews, when
Justico Crane wsald he would adjourn
court for recess, Before afijournment a
consultation of counsel and court was
held In rogard to the death of Juror
Jardin's father ot Port Jarvis N. T,
Sunday, word of which had been con-
yveyed to Justice Crane a few miinutes
before. The juror was c¢alled to the
bench, and there held an extended con-
versation with the. Justice. The juror
decided thal It would not e nacessary
for him to attend the funeral of his
father, and ths trial will procead.
