In c¢omnection with the propoked tow-
age sorvice, tha Port of Portland is dl-
rectly concerned In the fate of the pro-
posed amendment to the law governing

the matter of pllotags on the two rivers
Amendments to the existing act. having
the indorzement of the Chamber of Com-
merce, have been proposed contemplating
important changes in the regulation of
the pllotage service, That the propos=od
amendments shall ba oconsdidered Favor-
ubly by the Leglsiature is expectad from
the fact that the measure received the
Indorsement of the Multnomal County
delegation at its meeting Monday night.

Principal among the amendments pro-
posed (8 one which gives to the inter-
ested shippers of this port some author-

ity in the management of the Hoard of
Pliot Commissioners. Under the oxist-
Ing law it iz provided that at least two

of the three members of the Board simll
be residents of Clatfop County, tho third
to be from Multhomah County. This
sorvice hax not served the best interests
of this port from which the bulk of the
shipping = forwarded. ‘The amendment
virtually gives to Portland and the
shipping Interests of thls port the con-
trol of the Pliot Commission, sinee It pro-
vides that one member of the Board of
Pilot Commissionera shall be selectad
from Clatsop County, another from Mult-

nomah County and the third from aithar
of the two counties. as the Gavernor, wh
has the right of appointing, may se-
ject

Even more important as relating to
the pllotnge sorviee i the proposed
mmendment which provides for the re-
peal of the - compulsory pliotage feature
of the present law The effect of the
adoption of these two desirad amend-

menis will be to improve materially the
shipping conditions of this porf. With
the vontrol of the pllotage sarvice vestad
in & Board of Commissioners, 1 majority
of whose membera are resldents of Clint-
sop County, shippers In this coity have
had occasion to compiain jnstly of the
unsatisfactory service.

The two outside propellers turn
in opporite directions, which is intend-
ed to give aguilibrium to the machina
and minimizes the chances of turning
turtle,
‘The motor 1s the first of its kind to
be tried on a flying apparatus. It is
a 36-horsepower gasoline air-cooled
EYTOsSCORa engine and waighs 68
pounds. [t was tried out yesterday and
acted well. Although showing consid-
erable vivration, the aeroplane was not
in any way infured. The machine is
10 fe=t wide, 28 feer long nnd welghs
§50 pounds, including the motor. The
Farman asroplane welghs 1150 pounds,
the Wrights' machine 8560. The frame-
work is of ash, hollowed out, so that
it welghs, the inventlor says, only ome-
fourth of a pound to the foot.
