HOLMES IS HELD IN JAIL

Accused of Assault With Intent to
Kill for Stabbing Aldrich.

to use his only weapon of defense, his
trusty razor.

Annle McKee, who Wis an eye-wit-
ness to the fracas, stites that Aldrich
was attacked by Holmes as he was
jeaving his home, and no othar per-
sons were around. Aldrich was Te-
| moved to the post hospital, where he
will ba confined for some time with
the painful wound.

Of 2000 Who Start From
Wrecked Cities, 500 Die
on Journey.

LAST LOOK AT MESSINA

Flames Doomed City Show
Through Darkness—Army and
Navy Overwhelmed by Mis-

ery Needing Rellef,

MONTELEONE, Jan. 1.—The experi-
eénces of & band of refugees from Mes-
fina and Regglio who mads thelr way
on foot Inte Palmi is distressing be-
yond wards Tha Messine roefugees
succecdsd in getting awany from the
Sicillan ceast in salibonts. After &
frightful expoerience In crussing the
stralt they landed upon the Calabrian
coast. Here they were met by bhag-
gard refugees f(rom Regglo and the
various groups of unfortunistes jolned
forces. Together they painfully
climbed the hillse,

Last book at Burning Cilties.

At a certain point they all turned to
give a lust look at the burning cities
They stood on the mountain side,
plunged In darkness, A young priest
who had escaped from Regglo ad-
vanced toward tlhe group, some 2000
persons In all, and blessed them. Then,
turning in the Alrection of Regglo. hp
called down the bizssing of God upon
tha dewolate clty.

"“Peacs to the dying.” he sald; “paace
to the dead.™

Men, women and children knelt on
the ground and, ralsing thielr hands to
heaven, prayed for the dellverance of
the multitude.

Two thou-
sand had sl out at the boginnlng, but
only 1609 ragged vwanderers reachad their
destination.

More sappalling than the dJdestruction
of the towns and villages themselves is
the terror of 1he survivors. The spectacle
is horrihle. Thas wounded, biseding, rag-
god refugres are the human victims who
stngger hera and thers, dragsing thelr
brulsed feet with effort snd staring va-
cantly in all directions
Those less nfflicted tell contradictory
stories, BEach remembers only the tragedy
of which he personally was the wvictim.
It would be umsleas to vovert to the
stories of the destruction of the towns;
they are oxceoded by the horror of the
preaent

Need Food and Shelter Quickly.

De. Castollino, who is charged with the
dtrection of relief at Reggio, declares that
the question of the survivors ls more har-
rassing than the question of the dead.
The government, army and marins af-
ficlale, mighty as fur as thelr efforts ar
concerned. remain itmpotent before the
imemenaity of this misury.

CATANIA, Jan. 1.—Refugess from Reg-
gio and Messins continue to pour Into

Thousands of half-nuds Individuals of
both sexes have gathered on elther side
of the ruins of Messina, sesking food
or trylng to get away hy sea. .

Many children have died from expos-
ure ung the cases of madnesa are in-
crea=ing.

A traln from this oty succeeded in
reaching the outskirta of Moessina this
morning. It has been lsarned that Dep-
uty Fulcl, who survived the disaster, has
died of his Injuries.

Last night tha warshipe n Menninn
harbor threw their searchlights on the
ruln# to enuble the rescuers om shore to
cotitinue their work. The work of suc-
cor s going on feverizhly, but the forcea
ars stifl Inadequate. The atench from
decomponing bodles is becoming over-
peowering.

Boldlers have bean called from the res-
cue work at alossina to quell disturbances
in the surrounding vilages, where the
suryivors were in a atats of riot becauss
assistatice had not beon miven them.
They could not underatand the difficulty,
indesd the imposalbility, of succorisg ull
Iimmediately and providing the needy
thousands with food and shelter, On the
arrival of the soldlers, howevet, the Adls-
turbances msoon ended, the peasants ba-
tng speedily subdued.

More than four full days have elapsed
sinca the first shock and It 18 hard to be-
lileve that there are still lyving souls In
the wreckage.
