tion. If this bill becomes a Inw, It will
be unlawful for any candidate for the
Logisiatare, either In the Senate or the
House, to subsaribe to Statement One,
In discussing the bill today, Mr, Bean
snld:

“As the Statement No. 1 Iaw now
stands, there is no way In which to tost
the question in the couris of this suate
as to whother or not tha Statement Is
eoutrary to the Constitution  of tha
United Statex, the Senste of the United
States belng the excluative Judges of the
clections and qualificutions of mumbers,
If the bill introduced by Mr. Brooke
and myself becomes o Jaw, the gquestion
of constitutionallty of Statement No. 1
¢mn bhe tested in the courts by arrvesting
and trying the first candldfita for the
Logisiuture or Senals who takes the
Statement, and theréeby bring Into the
courts the quoestion which can be de-
termined.

“The hill ahould pass and recelve the
united support of every member of ths
Legisilnture, for 1t must bha conceded
that no ons desiros to vialate the Con-
stitution ‘of the IMmited Siatea or his
oath of office.

DUNIWAY SENDS IN REPORT

Figures Show State Printer Has
Saved $25,000 to State.

STATEH CAPITAL, Salem. JYan. 20—
(Speclal.)—8tata Printer Duniway haa
submitted A report concerning the affalrs
of his offler—the first report over sub-
mitted by n state printer in this state.
He shows among other thiings that he has
done practically £250% mors printing ¢!
was dons In the previous blemmial term,
and at a cost o the stuts of practieally
the same amount as was charged during
the preceding term. In other words, thaz
he has saved to the peopls of the atats
practically $35,000 in 24 months, or over
§1000 per month. This he has dons by
indusing the stats officers to change their
methods of having printing done, so that
it takes less compasition, less paper, leas
binding and less postage.

The report shows that owing to the
cnaciment of laws requiring that Initin-
tive and referendum pamphista be printed
and mailed to the votars of the stale,
and becauses of other mew demands upon
the printing fund by new commissions and
hoards, the amount of printing done far
excscds that of any previcus blennial
period, but notwithstanding this increass
in quantity of printing, the cost has re-
mained practically the same,

He concludes his report by recommend-
ing that the rates for printing be revised
g0 thut they shall conform o modemm
printing ‘conditions

Portland has a superior water supply.
