COUNGIL SUSTAINS MAYOR

UPHOLDS VETO OF SELLWOOD
PARK DEAL.

Councllman Wills Declares Lane Is
in Bargain With Evening Pa-
per o Attack Him,

Mayor Lane's wveto of the Sellwood
*ark purchmse ordinance was sustained
by the City Council yesterday morn-
fng, after Councilman Wills hnd ex-
plained his position in the matrer. He
bad been accused of shady transaciions
and of “boosting”™ the sale for private
benefit by an evening paper, but he
emphatically denled the uallegations,
and mald that the attack, he thought,
was made upon blm through n bar-
galn entersd Into between the Majyor
and the paper, which. he sald, had
ceased oriticlam of Mavoer Lane anud
the pollce, and had drected its atacks

at him. Mr. Wills sald he belleved
th* deal was that the paper woull
drop Its fight ¢n the Mayoer If the

Maror would stand with it in dta fight
on Mr. Wills In the park purchaise.

Continuing, Mr. Wills sa.d that ke
mede a speech of two minuites hefors
the Park Board, and that I2 the mem-
Loy were« Influenged by hisz remarks
to such an axtent that they wa2nl con-
irary to their own jfudgmeni In the
matter, “they are & poor boare.” It
any mistake was made, he sall, the
blame 1s upon the Park Boari, not
npon the Council, and he resented
Mavor Lauc's insinuation in the veto
messnge that the Council had “stood
m” on the deal for seifish purposes.

Mayor Lane, replying, sald he had
acted solely in the Interests of the
publle; that complaint ‘was muls
agalnst the proposed puPchase, and he
A1d only his duty in invextigating it
He had made no bargain with any
newspaper, he mald, and could not 14
he wished to. He had no motiva other
than the publle good, he declared, In
vetolng the ordinance.

The veta of  the “snow"™ ordinance,
which cartled an appropriation of $3000
to be used for cleaning the streots
of the snow durlng & recent storm, wns
not sustained, snd Councliman Baker
eriticlsed the Mayor for not spending
the money us directed. Mayor Lane
sald In his veto message that the fund
was not required; that the street-
cleaning department handled the snow
without It

“1 disagree with the Mavor”™
Mr. Baker. “The stregt-cleaning
partment was not able to handle the
snow without help, and the downtown
business suffered three times as much
because the money was not used to
clenr the streets, and I will vote fo
pass the ordinance over his velo so
that, if we have ®nother such storm,
the money will be avalinbls for use

The Councll also passed over the
veto two ordinances carrylig provi-
sion for the maintenancs of streels for
1) ¥ears, as provided by the city char-
ter. It was fully explainad tnat he
entire matter Is one for the Execvtive
Board to handle. and not for tle
Council.

House Blots Willett's Speech
From lts Records.

NOT ONE OBJECTION MADE

Committee Declares Necessity aof
Protecting President From Per-
sonal Abuse and Preventing

Abusive Tirade.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 27.—Ths House

proceedings began today with the
adoption of the speclal commitiee re-
