"Secrecy was maintained for good

and sufficient reasons. I had to be pro-

tected as against Interference. For some
time I have been putting up money to ex-

plore the ranpe of mountains containing
the acres I desire. There have been
discovered Indications of the existence of
Iron ore. In some cases strong, but there
has not been sufficient development to de-

termine the scope of the deposits. All I
ask the State of Idaho to do Is to give
me the right to explore further. Every-

one familiar with such matters will admit
that it is necessary to have a large body
of land to work on and to have a long

"Permit me to say here that the lease
1 practically a copy of the Minnesota
leases, under which great bodies of Iron
ore have been developed. If anything It
Is fairer to the state than the Minnesota
lease."

In response to a suggestion that the
State IjhimI Board should have investi-
gated thd matter, he said: "That course
would involve the state in extensive ex-

plorations. It is different fron. grazing
and timber lands. They are tangible:
whereas mining exploitations are
undertaken because of theories in
the ground. The state cannot
tell the extent of the deposits with-

out an exhaustive examination. I am
figuring on spending KOO.OOO to deter-

mine the scope and character of the de-

posits. I am willing to admit for argu-

ment's sake that Iron ore exists in paying
quantities. Then the only question is as
to the royalty, whether or not it Is too
small. In Minnesota, with every facility

of transportation, the stateIn the way
charges 2a cents. Under the circum-

stances I believe 15 cents Is a higher roy-

alty In Idaho. Besides. I am entitled to
something as the pioneer of the enter-
prise.

Calls It Aid to State.
"This Is a big matter for the State of

Idaho: much more than to me. although I
expect, of course, to make some money

out of It. It means the possible Invest-

ment of millions in the state for railroads
and mining equipment, and the opening
up not only for the state, but for the
SVest, of a new Industry, so far as this
field is concerned, and a gigantic one.
The state ia amply protected. Its rights
to any timber on the land Is not Inter-

fered with. If Iron deposits In quantity
shall be opened as the result of the Initi-

ative of myself and associates, the state
will have large bodies of mineral land
contiguous to lease, as it may see fit.
Such an outcome would be the biggest
thing that Jias ever occurred In Idaho or
the TVest. The life of the lease. 60 years.
Is not extraordinary. In fact, it Is the
usual term In such cases. With less
time, capital could not be Interested In

such a colossal undertaking."

announced: "I am now ready to take
that mysterious oath which no one seems

to know anything about, but which I
know will make me Governor of "Wash-

ington."
Takes Oath Sturdily.

Without a tremor Cosgrove stood
sturdily erect, his right hand upraised
as Chief Justioe Rudkln. of the Supreme
Court, swore him to obey the constitu-
tion and law. oC the state and Katloa

and perform the duties of Executive.
Then amid wild cheering. Governor Mead
and others congratulated the new Gov-

ernor. Cosgrove was assisted out be-

tween lines of cheering people to his
automobile and hurried back to his
private car.

The present plans are that Governor
Cosgrove will remain In ills car here
until Friday night and then start back
to California via Taeoma and Portland,
leaving Lieutenant-Govern- Hay In
charge. Hay. it Is said, has positively re-

fused to accept the onus of any Cosgrove
appointments, so the Governor's departure
Is delayed to enable Cosgrove to fix up
his complete staff. Governor Mead's plans
are unsettled but he will probably remain
a few days to assist his successor In
learning the office ropes and then return
to Ills home at Bellingham.

Governor Cosgrove in his talk to the
Legislature, spoke as follows: ,

Cosgrove Gives Short Talk.
Gentlemen of the Legislative body:
The kind words that have come to me

from all over' the State of W ashington
have touched me deeply and I cannot re-

frain from thanking yu and the people
of tills state for their wonderful sympa-
thy with me In my affliction. A few

s ago I was led down Into the valley
of the shadow and I was allowed to pass
almost on to the other side, but for some
reason or other. I have been called back
and I am here witli you again. But I

do want to show that I appreciate the
sympathy that has come to me from all
over the state.

There are some little matters of legis-
lation I would like also to mention to
you now. because I may not be with you
again. I would like to see a good, strong
local option law enacted in this state
(Applause) and I would want no foolish-
ness about It. either. (Applause.) It is
fair to nun who manage saloons: it is
fair to people who do not want them, and
so I hope that the legislature will see
that this bill, or some other good bill.
Is enacted into a law.

Amend Commission Law.
There Is a constitutional amendment

which I think ought to be enacted and it
Is in regard to the Railroad Commission.
There Is a question of doubt as to the
constitutionality of that law. and I trust
that a committee will be appointed and
look that up carefully, because It would
be a calamity if,the people of this state
should go on, day ..Iter d y. and day after
day. and when they want to use the power
of the Railroad Commission law use the
Commission itself find themseives strand-
ed by the high courts which declare it
unconstitutional.

I agree with a Federal Judge of this
state in a verbal opl ion of his that the
present law is unconstitutional. I be-

lieve that it Is and I think that when you
look it up you will find that the Commis-
sion itself does not have power without
additional legislation to control railroad
rates and we- - will need a constitutional
amendment that would be practical.

Change la Primary Law.

There is another matter I want to say
a word about. I trust the present law
relative to the primary election may not
be amended In such manner as to de-

stroy its efficiency, hut there are a few
amendments that ra!f.ht be added to it.
and one is In tho election of a Judge. I
think two Judges should be nominated
to be voted on by each elector so that It
would not be simply a farce of voting
for one man.

I simply suggest these things, because
I have brought no message to you and
I have not had any power to write one
since I became sick. So I have not writ-
ten you a message; I have not dono any-
thing, and I do not expect to be able to
do anything.

I would like for you to confer, though
a special favor on me. I would like a
Joint resolution from this assembly giv-

ing me an Indefinite leave of absence so
I may recuperate myself and become
stronger, that when I come back I will
be Governor Indeed and In truth. That
Is what I want to be. (Applause.)

Ready to Become Governor.
I do not desire to say more, especially

since I was told not to say anything: that
I must coine up here like a monkey and
keep still. I never could do that, gen-

tlemen, you know (Applause), conse-
quently I had to open up a little. I have
a few more things to say. but I feel my
strength will not permit it. so I will have
to wait until the next Legislature to tell
you what I want, although it will be
awfully late then: so I now am ready to
take that peculiar oath of office, that no-

body knows anything about, and although
I may later find out what It is, I know
now whatever It is. It will make me
Governor of Washington. (Great

Governor-elec- t cosgrove. of Washing-

ton, left Portland yesterday morning In
the private car California for O'.ympia
for his Inauguration. The car was at-

tached to the Northern Pacific train leav-
ing the Union Depot at 8:30 A. M. He
expected to return to Portland tomorrow
night on his way back to Paso Robles
Hot Springs to complete the cure he Is
taking for kidney trouble, but the time
of his leaving Olympia will depend upon
the state of his health after the Inaugu-
ration ceremonies. Governor Cosgrove
and his wife will spend a day in Port-
land on their way south.

BUT RAGING ENDS

If Senate Passes Hanson

Measure, Game Is Doomed

in Washington.

HOUSE UNANIMOUS IN VOTE

Hanson Speaks In Favor of Bill "With

Tears In His Kyes House Pokes

Fun, but Falls In Line- - Eight-Ho- ur

Law for AVomen.

OLYMPIA. Wash., Jan. 27. (Special.)
Members of the House grew facetious
over Ole Hanson's bill, but
when the serious point of voting on the
measure was readied, every member pres-

ent fell In line and passed the bill, emer-

gency clause and all.
Ghent and Christensen of King were

the only members absent; 93 voting
"aye." The bill passed by the lower
branch Is the House measure and it
still has to pass tho Senate before It
can become a law. Motions afterwards
acknowledged as offored solely to worry
Hanson were offered by Taylor and
Webster.

Taylor endeavored to have the bill
mads a special order for February 4,

declaring that tho bill was long and
should have careful consideration, "And
besides," he said, "the delay would give
Mr. Hanson a chance to fill the galleries
and rush In special trains from various
cities."

Pools In Balloons Crime.
Webster In the same spirit offered an

amendment making book-makin- g and
pool-sellin- g in balloons, aeroplanes or any
machine propelled by hot air also a
felony.

Taylor's motion received a second and
Hanson combatted it by declaring that
its supporters desired to hold the suc-

cess of the measure as a club over his
head to force him to vote for certain
measures. Bdge favored tho postpone-
ment to give time to prepare an amend-
ment including the selling of pools on
tlie stock market within the penal pro-

visions of the act.
The motion to. postpone considera-

tion was defeated 61 to 41.
Hanson made the only address on

the merits of the bill and at its con-

clusion was vigorously applauded. He
declared the Meadows the worst evil
In the State of Washington, and with
tears in his eyes, described how hun-
dreds had been dragged to ruin by the
evil. Defending his own course In
pushing his bill so vigorously, he said
the only way to get anything- - in this
world was to advertise. He said he
had expended J5000 In advertising the
bill.

Eight-Ho- ur Law for Women.

Tho house passed the House bill
limiting to eight hours the labor of
women employed in mercantile estab-
lishments, laundries, hotels and res-
taurants by vote of 78 to 14. Sims, of
Jefferson, declared that his constitu-
ents would throw him In the bay If he
voted for tho measure, as It would
mean the displacing of girls employed
in the fish canneries by Japanese.
Sims voted for the bill, however, to
enable him to support a motion to-

morrow to reconsider it.
The Senate today passed the Senate

bill aimed at loan sharks. It makes
Invalid any assignment of wages In
sums of less than 1300, unless approved
by the employer and recorded In the
County Auditor's office. It also re-

quires the Indorsement of the wife to
such assignments If the employe Is
married.

COMBINE ALL DISPUTES

Washington Includes Boundary Mat-

ter In Fishing Question.
OLYMPIA, Wash.. Jan. 27. (Special.)
The Joint fisheries committee, of the

House and Senate, have combined the
reasons Introduced by Stewart In
the Senate, and Eurke in the House,
relating to the calling of a treaty con-

ference to settle all Columbia River dis-

putes between Washington and Oregon.
The reasons differed in that the Sen-

ate resolution embodied the boundary
controversy, while the House resolution
indicated that its author sought to
avoid reference to that feature of the
disputes between the two states.

The substitute resolutions will be In-

troduced in both houses tomorrow. The
new resolution makes no reference to
any particular controversy, simply recit-
ing that there have been disputes be-

tween the two states as to "equality in
rights and jurisdiction over the Colum-
bia River through lack of uniform laws
relating to matters of common Interest."
The new resolution calls for a commission
of four from each Legislature and three
to be appointed by tho Governor.

The conference committee that will
take up the fisheries question will go to
Seattle Friday to meet the Oregon com-
mittee.

Senator Stewart will propose a settle-
ment of the troubles over licenses by the
enactment of uniform laws providing
that each state shall recognize the
other's licenses, and at the end of the
season the cost of patrolling and super-
vision, and the receipts,' will be divided
equally between the two states. At pres-

ent there is rivalry for license collections
that accentuates the trouble.

PILES MIST GET IX MXE

Cnshman Wants Legislature to Pass
Local Option Law.

'OLTMPIA. Wash.. Jan. 27. (Special.)
What amounts practically to a challenge
to Senator S. H. Piles to get hie friends
on the King County Senatorial delegation
Into line for local option, was Issued here
tonight nfter the receipt of a telegram
by Senator Paulhamus, of Pierce County,
from Congressman Francis W. Cushman,
uncing the adoption of a reasonable local
option bill-I- t

Is charged that Piles' friends In
the King County delegation are aligned
with the supporters of the Nichols bill,
which, it Is claimed, would not If adopted
carry out the Republican party pledge.

From Cox, of Walla Walla and --Paulhamus,

has come the prediction that
Piles will feel the force of this attitude
of the King County delegation two years
hence. If he goes before the people for
Indorsement, and Cushman enters the
fight for Piles seat. In his telegram to
Paulhamus. Congressman Cushman says:

"I think that good faith requires that
the Republican members of our State

HUTCHINSON" MAKES REPORT

Tells How Contractors Regard Xew

Asylum Building.
OLYMPIA. Wash, Jan. 27. (Spe-

cial.) As a partial reply to Governor
Mead's caustic letter to him depreca-
ting his charges of mismanagement
on the part of the Board of Control
lrt the construction of the new ward
building at the Eastern Washington
Hospital for the Insane, Senator Hut-
chinson today made public the text of
the report of the six Spokane contrac-
tors who Inspected the building at his
request and condemend It as unsafe.

The signers of the report are J. W.
vThite. who put up the Spokesman-Revie- w

and Auditorium buildings In
Spokane; T. StrauSfer. who Is now en-

gaged In erecting" a seven-stor- y buildi-
ng- In Spokane; W. E. Smith, who has
Just completed a four-stor- y block and
has other buildings under way; Charles
White, who Is engaged with his father
In building contracts; G. A. E. Berg-holt- z,

an architect and builder, now en-

gaged in constructing hotel buildings
at Wallace, Idaho, and Pasco, Wash-
ington; and A. Schmidt, a professional
estimator for contractors.

The report of these six men Is In
part as follows:

We, the undersigned, have this flay In-

spected the newly-erecte- d building- - west of
th main bullellnit of the Medical Lake Sani-
tarium. We found the unfinished basement
floor In a muddy condition, and ditches
dug to drain the water towards the foun-
dation walls

We alao found places In the foundation
wall verv defective so that It wns pos-

sible to push an inch rod Into joints about
18 Inches. '

T1m foundation walls are laid In lime
mortar instead of cement mortar. The ex-

cavation below the day room on the first
tloor Is only five feet ia the clear. One of
the basement piers Is reinforced by an
additional brick pier laid in cement mor-
tar.

The concrete floor slabs of the first floor
can be crumbled out with a stick. The
finished floor In the entrance to tl base-
ment la broken and the concrete can be
easily removed with the fingers. All flrat
floors are cracked along the girders 'and
walls, and have sunk in center of Bpans
from one-four- to one and h

Inches.
The same condition was found on the

second floor. The floor slabs have sunk
from one-ha- lf Inch to one and one-ha- lf

Inches.
The floor slabs are badly cracked from

three to four Inches deep and have sunk
from three-fourt- to three Inches.

The Klrdcr supporting the celling-- of
weat wing Is sprung- from on-ha- !f to one

'"The condition of the concrete floors Is
such that it is dangerous to place even a
mall load on same, and therefore we be-

lieve that tlie building is unsafe for oc- -

IDAHO MAYGETSTATEMENT

FOURTH PRIMARY ELECTION"

BILL INTRODUCED.

Modeled on Washington Iiaw and
Provides That Legislators May

Fledge Senatorial A'otes.

EOISEi Idaho. Jan. 27. (Special.) The
fourth bill providing for direct primary
elections was Introduced In the House to-
day by P. G. Johnston, of Bingham
County, and is generally known as the
"Burton L. French BilL" The bill Is
modeled somewhat closely on the Wash-
ington statute. It Is not regarded with
as much favor as either the Idaho County
measure, which provides for Statement
No. 1. or the Senate Democratic measure,
which provides for the election of the
United States Senator having the largest
primary vote without regard to politics.

The Johnston bill makes provisions
practically similar to the other measures
In regard to preliminaries of getting the
names of candidates printed on tickets by
petitions of voters. The provision is
made that- the voter at any primary elec-
tion must announce his political allegi-
ance to the Judges and if demanded make
oath that he will support the nominees
of that party at the coming election. A
provision Is made that the primary elec-
tions Tshall select not only candidates for
state and county officers, but also dele-
gates to the county platform convention.
Delegates to the state platform conven-
tions are elected by the county conven-
tions, and must not exceed In number
four times the number of state officers
and members of the Legislature. A pro-

vision Is made that a candidate for the
Legislature may sign a statement pledg-
ing himself to vote for the candidate of
his party for Senator receiving the larg-
est number of first and second choice
votes at the primary election.

Two educational bills were passed in
the House, providing that the expenses of
county superintendents shall be made
when maklhg examinations of eighth-grad- e

pupils, and providing for the pay-
ment of the expenses of any school direc-
tor, sent to any teachers' Institute or as-

sociation meeting as a delegate from his
school district.

A bill was also passed making an ap-

propriation of J300 for the relief of Mrs.
David Vlckers, widow of the late Adjutant--

General David Vlckers.

' by Male Friend
of Lady Living at House.

ST. HELEN'S. Or.. Jan. 27. (Special.)
John Kappler caused the arrest of Frank
Sepkie here this afternoon on a serious
charge. In which Kappler's wife is Impli-
cated. A deciding factor in Kappler's
course was a letter from the Chief of
Police' of St. Paui, Hinn., giving In de-

tail the history of the woman while she
lived in that city and before she married
Kappler. All three persons concerned are
well-know- n here, and a sensation result-
ed when the arrest became known.

John Kappler, of Yankton, Or., married
Mrs. Jennie Kincaid, of St. Paul, Minn.,
In 1903. Tlile has resulted in a complicat-
ed and tempestuous matrimonial experi-
ence. His wife left him five days after
the marriage, and .went back to her Min-

nesota home, staying away for nearly
two years. When she came back she was
accompanied by one Frank Sepkie,'vjrho
remained a few days and then went to
Portland. Mrs. Kappler again left her
husband and at Portland Sepkie boarded
the train as It was leaving for the Bast.

This was fn March, 1907. In September,
1907, she again returned, bringing a

boy baby. On one of her
visits 6he had told Kappler he was the
father of a girl baby which a friend of
hers was caring for.
