CLUB IS LAUNCHED

Portland Commercial Body to
Raise $100,000 Annual- - .

ly for Two Years.

WILL EXPLOIT ALL OREGON

Whirlwind Campaign Planned and
Dollar Dinner Will Bo Given

March 2 6, When All Detail9
Will Be Mapped. Out.

Through the medium of a "500.000 Club"
and the intelligent direction of a com-
mittee of 25 members, the publicity de-
partment of the Portland Commercial
Club expects to effect a complete realiza-
tion of its slogan "500,000 in. 1912." At a
meeting of this committee of bolsters last
right, it was decided immediately to inau-
gurate a campaign for raising $100,000 a
year for exploiting Oregon and its re-

sources during th ensuing two years.
The members of the committee, to whose
enthusiasm the enlarged plan of exploita-
tion must bo credited, attending last
night's meeting at the Commercial Club,
were: C. Hibbard.

That the business men of the city
may be made acquainted with the pur-
poses for which the money is to be
raised and the manner in welch it shall
be expended, the boosting committee
has decided to hold a dollar dinner at
the Commercial Club Tuesday night,
March 23. when plates will be laid
lor the capacity of the banquet hall
300. At that time the "500,000 Club,"
suggested by C. C. Chapman, will be
formally organized. The following
morning the city will be canvassed
systematically by not less than 60 so-
liciting committees that the annual
publicity fund of $100,000 may be sub-
scribed. If possible, in a single day.

IMan of Raising Money Outlined.
A systematic plan was adopted by

the committee to insure the raising of
the amount of money that has been
decided upon. The large business in-
terests of the city will be assessedsubscriptions on the basis of those al-
ready provided by the limited number
of representative firms that are pro-
viding the funds with which the pub-
licity deDarttnent of the club is now
being maintained. All such firms will
first be asked to duplicate the sub-
scriptions already provided by firms
of no greater prominence. Following
this preliminary canvass, the city will
be divided into districts geographically,
one district being assigned to a vigor
ous committee, consisting of probably
live live Doosters, selected from among
the most zealous members of the Com-
mercial Club. The campaign for rais-
ing funds will then conclude with a
whirlwind campaign in which the
smaller contributors will be reached
and from whom subscriptions of from
60 cents to $5 or $10 a month will be
received.

To facilitate the raising of the fund
that is proposed, the committee will or-
der several thousand buttons, bearing
the Inscription "500,000 in 1912." The man-
ner in which these will be disposed of
has not finally been determined by the
committee, but it is probable that themembership fee In the "500,000 Club" will
be fixed at $1 and that one of the sou-
venir buttons will be delivered to every
person joining the club and paying themembership fee. However, this andother details of the money-gettin- g cam-
paign remain to bo worked out by thecommittee having the campaign incharge.

Enthusiasm of the genuine and un-
adulterated quality was uncorked at themeeting of the committee, at which Dr.Wetherbee, president of the CommercialClub, presided. In presenting the sub-ject to the meeting. Dr. Wetherbee re-
viewed the big results that have been ac-complished through this department ofthe organization with the limited meansprovided. He referred to the fact thatduring the last year $402,000 had been ex-pended for exploiting the Pacific North-west, outside of the money spent inPortland. He urged upon the members ofthe committee the need of raising moremoney if Portland is to receive its shareor the advantages resulting from theextensive advertising this section of thecountry is receiving through the activityof commercial organizations in othercities.

GASCAHA TREES IN EUROPE

BARK SUPPLY XOT COXTIXED
TO PACIFIC COAST.

Although Cultivated Abroad, There
Is Still Profit In the Business

for Oregon Peelers.

PORTLAND, March 11. (To the Editor.)
The undernoted extract from a recent

English paper should prove of interest toyour readers:
"CASCARA SAGRADA.

"Probably only a very lew of the thou-
sands who have faith in the medicinal
properties of this popular drug are aware
that, as in the case of, quinine, cascara

is obtained from the bark of a tree.
Still more interesting is the fact that thetree is closely related to our native buck-
thorn, Rhamnus catharitcus. and is prob-
ably quite as hardy in this country as thatspecies. Cascara sagrada (cascara bark) is
the product of Rhamnus purshiana, a tree
from o5 feet to 40 feet high, with a slender
trunk and nnmerous stout branches, de-
ciduous, elliptical, finely serrated leaves
from 2 inches to 7 Inches long, small green
flowers In axillary cymes, and globose blackfruit, the size of peas. It grows wild on the
Pacific Slope of North 'America from North-
ern California to Oregon and Washington,
where about 1,000,000 pounds of the bark is
annually collected for use in medicine, andas some 30,000 trees have to be destroyed
to obtain this, the supply is not always
forthcoming. Attention, has. therefore, been
called in the last number of the Kew Bul-
letin to the Importance of this tree. Mr. F.
R. S. Balfour, when forwarding seeds of itto Kew, wrote that the tree is being rapidly
exterminated, except in remote places in
the Western States, and suggested that itmight be grown in Western Ireland and
Scotland. The tree is, however, already incultivation in the eardens of WesternEurope, and although it has not receivedany attention here on account of its me-
dicinal value, it has proved quite at borne
in England. At Kew there are trees of itwhich were raised from seeds sown in 1S92,
and thty are now over '20 feet high, althoughthey are in poor soil. There they haveproved quite hardy. In order to test
whether the bark grown in England con-
tained the drug in quantity and quality
equal to that grown In America, one of theKew trees was sawn off at the ground levellast Spring, and its bark sent to the Wel-
come research laboratories for analysis; itwas reported to be equal to the average
American product. From the stump of thistree a crowd of shoots were developed, andgrew to a height of four feet during theSummer. For this reason it is suggested
that the tree might be successfully grown ascoppice. Cascara sagrada bark varies inprice from 'ix to SOs per cwt. Weil treatedwith regard to soli and other conditions, itis probable that the tree would grow asfast as the common buckthorn, at any rateIn the warmer parts of the kingdom. Thereis at present a considerable demand forthe bark in this country, and that demandmay easily be supplied by home-grow- n trees.Young trees of It are offered by Continentalnurserymen at a moderate price, and thesecould doubtless be obtained through nur-serymen in tihs country."

The fact that buckthorn is of the samefamily as cascara has been well known toeastern buyers, ana has been used as a cor-
rective of excessive prices for cascarasagrada.

Mr. Balfour's report that the tarter 1

being rapidly exterminated, except in re-
mote places, must be qualified by the state-ment that wherever it is given the oppor
tunity, mo tree quicKiy reproduces Itselfboth from seed and Its roots, so that inseven to ten years, dependent on the soil andthe humidity of the climate. It is againready for the peeler. It will, therefore.never be exterminated In our humid West-ern country, and is still In abundant supply.

The information that it finds an equallyfavorable environment in the similar climateof England, is only to be expected. Whencascara was wrongly understood to be re-
stricted to the western portion of the Stateof Oregon which was the case up to 1U04.It was not surprising that Its future valuewas put as high as $1 per pound. Now. how-ever, it Is known to be equally abundant InWashington, British Columbia, and even InSouthern Alaska; and If It be necessary toproduce any additional argument to modifythe ridiculous ideas of such dream itmay be found in the knowledge that the treecan De cultivated to advantage in EuropeHowever, there la no reason why a goodprofitable market cannot be found In rii-- .
gon and Washington for cascara during thisand subsequent years. The peel has beenexceedingly moderate for the past fewyears, and far below the normal averageconsumption, which has heen limi.Plied from the hold-ov- er stocks. LOG PUT ON TRACK'

ON GAZADERO LINE

Attempt Made to Wreck Early
Passenger Coach Almost

Successful.

SUPPOSED WORK OF HOBOS

Motornian Speeding Car When lie
fceea Obstruction, but Succeeds

in Stopping in Time Weight
of Ixgs 100 Founds.

Lives of 60 passengers were Imperiled
on the Cazadero line at 11:15 o'clock
Thursday morning, when a fiendish at
tempt was made to wreck the regular
forenoon through passenger coach on the
stretch of straight track near Nlckum,
where a high rate of speed Is always at
tained. Only the alertness of the motor-ma- n

and prompt application of the brakes
prevented the coach from being hurled
Into the ditch by a heavy log laid across
the tracks.

Officers have been working on the case
since a short time after the attempt was
made to wreck the car and several hobos,
who had been hanging about Xickum
earlier in the day, are now being sought.
At first it was thought the work might
be that of mischievous boys, but thistheory was put aside when it was found
that the log used weighed over 100 pounds
and could not have been lifted by smallboys.

What motive there could have been in
ditching the outgoing car is not plain.
Hooos are- frequently driven oft the
Cazadero freight cars and it may be thatsome vengeful miscreant decided to get
even with the company for. the conduct of
Its employes. Although a straight stretch
of track, where the cars go at a high
rate of speed, was chosen for the attempt, this fact prevented a wreck, for
the motorma'i was able to se the heavy
rail from a distance of full 100 yards.

At th time the car was hurrying along
at a clip of from 20 to 25 miles an hour.
The grade Is excellent and the carmen
generally put on speed to make up on
their schedules. Luckily Motorman
Kleinschmldt was looking well ahead andsaw the obstruction. The passengers
were nearly thrown out of their seats by
the sudden stop. The car was at a stand-
still with several feet to spare In less
than five seconds.

The motorman and Conductor Hunting
ton had to combine forces to move theheavy log from the track. It was found
to be nine feet long, four inches thick
and 18 inches wide. Laying it aside the
trainmen continued on their run, notify-
ing headquarters at the next stop. There
was considerable excitement among thepassengers when the serious danger that
had Just been passed became known to
them.

Special Agent W. P. LUlis was at once
dispatched to the place. He made an
investigation to determine whether the
log had gotten there by accident or de
sign. It was found that the log had been
remov-i- from the mud a dozen feet from
the track and that there could be no
question as to the motive in laying sucha log across the track. The Sheriff's
office was notified yesterday of the affair
and Sheriff Stevens will withSpecial Officer Lillis In hunting down tlio
train-wrecker- s.

GOOD IN PARCELS POST
Small Storekeeper Would Benefit by

Change, It Is Argued.

PACIFIC GROVE, Cal.. March . (To
the Editor.) So much Ink has been shed
and wind wasted to prove that the poor
country merchant would be ruined if he ac-
cepted the offer of the Postmaster-Gener- al

to reduce the rates of transportation on his
mail matter, that I think this Setter fromT. W. Cowan should be of much Interest
and use.

Parcels post has been an established factIn Great Britain since 1S5S. Nearly a quar-
ter century of experience should suffice toprove a truth. Mr. Cowan here summarisesBritain's experience;

For some years I have watched the con-troversy respecting parcels post and havebeen surprised at the objections put forwardobjections that have proved to be ground-less, conldering :he very satisfactory man-ner In which parcels post works In Europe.
When I was In California I suTinlled afriend, who was president of the PostalProgress League, with statistics whichshowed what an Inestimable boon parcelspost has .been to all classes and bow. In-
stead of being a hindrance, it is a stimulusto trade.

"I see an extract from the Shoe andLeather Gazette In which an endeavor ismade to show that parcels post would be auadvantage to the large mail-ord- er houses,and an Injury to the smaller local mer-
chants. This is not true, for we have foundIt has been Just the reverse. Small shop-keepers who could not keep a large stockof goods formerly, lost orders because theycould not compete with larger Arms who.with tt.clr large capital could afford tokeep a large stock. Since the Introductionof parcels post all tbts Is changed and thesesmall shopkeepers have been able to geta living, as they do not need to have alarge siock on band samples of the dif-ferent goods being sufficient. Customersselect from these samples, and the goodsare delivered at .heir doors In from one tothree days at the same prices as would bocharged at the large houses. The custo-mer does not pay more, but the tradesmangets his legitimate profit.

"It does not appear that the wholesalehouses have suffered in any rav, and thereIs no doubt that the small dealers have beenbenefited, and that the benefit has ex-tended to the purchasing public, for it hasbrought shopping facilities of the citywithin the reach of everyone In the coun-try. No doubt express companies will suf-fer; but Is it not an anomaly that it costsmore o send a parcel from New York toSan Francisco by express than It does fromLondon to. say China, by parcels post?Even parcels from London to different pointsIn the United States cost less for postagethan the express charges In the country.
If the express companies can make a profiton English parcels after deducting costof freight by steamer across the Atlanticthey are surely charging too much for car-rying parcels In the country. It is sur-prising to us that a practical people shouldhave so long kept out of parcels post, andsubmitted to exorbitant express chargesNo one in Europe would for one momentadvocate doing away with the advantageswe now derive from parcels post. 1 honeyou may also soon share the same bene-fits with us."
