"Don'tforget that. He was shot in the back-- hewas shot from behind, from the back.They ask for our theory. Well, gentle-men, my theory is that the bullet whichcame out of Carmack' s mouth enteredthe back. No, gentlemen, these men arenot only assassins of Carmack, but theyare cowardly assassins of facts. Doctorstell you Carmack could not do anythingafter he was shot in the back do you
know. I think that is why they shot himfrom behind.

"The law of reasonable doubt Is a goodlaw. If you have a doubt of their guilt.I tell you, as the counsel of the other sidehave, turn these men loose: but if you
believe It is against the law of Tennesseeto go up behind a man and kill him be-cause he wrote the bantering editorials,then I ask you to say so by your ver-dict.

The members were urged to see thatthe organization shall accomplish allthat the name "implies.

Both the Secretary and the Ministerlater expressed hope for a satisfactoryadjustment of the claim and a peacefulsolution of the whole situation.
More Ships to Central America.

The Administration has decided, how-ever, to increase the naval force in Cen-tral American waters to six vessels Inaddition to the Yorktown, now en routefor Amapalaa Honduras, the armoredcruisers Maryland and Washington areto remain on the west coast, the formergoing to Acajutla, Salvador, and the lat-ter to Corlnto.
The most significant news today wasthat about 6000 Nicaraguan troops arenear the Honduran frontier, the chiefscene of activity being the neighborhood

of Corlnto, where are also concentratedfour gunboats and other auxiliary craft.
Hostility to Gregory.

A feature distasteful to the State De-partment is the manner in which JohnGregory, the secretary of legation atManagua, who has been ordered toWashington, is being treated. There areevidences of hostility to him, and It isunderstood here that some of his dis-patches have been delayes". '
The State Department, though Irritated,Is not disposed to act hastily and is seek-ing the views of the various capitals inCentral America. -

Several hawsers were snapped by thestrain put upon them, but when theposition of the troopship was ascer-
tained by measurement it was foundthat she had been moved only six feet,and the attempt to refloat her was
abandoned until high tide comes againtonight.
