DAMAGES

Threatens Suit Against A.-Y.-- P.

Officials on Defama-
tion Charge.

ALSO ASKS BACK SALARY

Former Director or Exploitation In-
sists OTflcers of Exposition ed

His AVork at Wash-
ington -'-Would Compromise.

SEATTLE, Wash.. May 7. (Special.)
Henry E. Reed, former director of ex-
ploitation of the Alaska-Yukon-Pacif- lc

Exposition, has threatened to sue .the 1509
Fair management and several of Its direc-
tors for J78,9t.56, of which $S9ti6.56 is al-
leged to be due under his contract forsalary up to December 16. of. this year;
J20.000 for damages for defamation ofcharacter by certain exposition officialsand $50,000 damages resulting from mis-
representations affecting Reed's work at
"Washington.

Reed resigned as director of exploita-
tion & year ago. and though his letter of
resignation, presented voluntarily, was
followed by a letter to President Chilberg
claiming his contract had not teen re-
spected. Exposition officials declare that
he signed a receipt In full for all monies
due him.

Demands Pay by May 10.
In a letter received by PresidentChilberg this morning, Reed declares

that unless a settlement is made by the
exposition and officials Involved before
May 10, he will sue for the full amount
of hts claim.

In his letter. Reed demands thatChilberg meet him In Portland to ar-
range a compromise, and suggests that
he would be able to forget the injury
upon his character If he procured the
$8966.68 he claims as a balance of sal-ary due him.

Reed recites In his letter that he was
asked for terms as director of exploita-
tion on August 2, 1906. and statcj In a
telegraphic answer that he would go to
work for $400 a month, but that If any
head of a department received a larger
salary he should be paid the same
amount. Reed claims that his terms
were accepted August 13, and he start-
ed work August 16, 1906.

Deriiand or $500 Month Denied.
When Frank P. Allen was made Di-

rector of Works in January. 1907. his sal-ary was fixed at $600 a month, and Reed
claims his should Immediately have been
Increased to that amount. However, his
salary was untouched, and in his letter
he claims the exposition records were
changed to show that no promise was
made of an increased compensation.
When he resigned he was still drawing
S400 a month, and he declares that he
has been waiting for an adjustment of
his differences for six months. Now, he
claims salary under his original contractup to December 16, or two months after
the fair's close.

Reed's letter will be submitted to theExposition's counsel. John W. Roberts,against whom Reed threatens suit In
connection with hie claim for defama-
tion of character. Secretary William
Sheffield. Director-Gener- al I. A. Kadeau
and Chairman Edmond S. Meany. of the
old exploitation committee, are others in-
volved In Reed's claim for fc!0,000 for de-
famation of character.

Most or Officials Involved.
Most of the Exposition officers are in-

volved in Reed's demand for $50,000 to
satisfy his contention that he has beenInjured as a "representative" before Gov.
ernment officials by certain Exposition
delinquencies.

DREDGER FOR BANDON

Government Prepares to Deepen
Channel or Coquille River.

BANDON, Or.. May 7. Orvil Dodge, ofMyrtle Point, has received a telegram
from Congressman W. C. Hawlcy, atWashington. D. C. stating that he had
talked with the engineers at Washington
and that there was a great probability
that the dredge Oregon, now on Coos
Bay, would be brought around to Coquille
River In the near future to clear up the
shoals between the bar and Myrtle Point.
The river has been shoaling badly latejy,
and commerce has been retarded to a con-
siderable extent, but with the use of thedredge for about 60 days a deep channel
could be cut, so that ocean-goin- g vessels
could run up as far as Coquille and good-size- d

river craft could go clear to Myrtle
Point.

The date will soon be set to vote on the
Port of Coquille River, and Indications
are that it will carry by an overwhelm-
ing majority.

He always claimed
to be a brother-in-la- w of Erickson, for-
merly proprietor of a big North End re-
sort in Portland, saying his sister is
Erickson 's "wife.

HAY SELECTS HOWELL

TACOMA MAN TO BE SECRETARY
OF STATE.

Governor Confers With Pierce Coun-
ty Politicians and Decides on

Nichols' Successor.

SEATTLE. Wash.. May 7. (Special.)
Although the official announcement

will not be made until Wednesday at
Olympia, Governor M. E. Hay practi-
cally decided tonight to appoint Cap-
tain A. M. Howell, of Tacoma, to suc-
ceed Sam H. Nichols as Secretary ofState.

Captain Howell was sent for today
and Governor Hay conferred with himand with Senator W. H. Paulhamus,
Senator H. Fatland and Representative
R. D. Shutt. of Pierce County.

At the close of the conference held
here. Governor Hay said that he hadno definite announcement to make;that he would decide the question ofappointing a Secretary of State short-ly, but that he preferred to wait a fewdays.

The only other candidate considered
by Governor Hay was Albert H. Bee-b- e.

of Seattle. Mr. Beebe is an at-
torney and was a member of the 1907Legislature.

Captain Howell has been a resident
of Tacoma for more than 16 years. He
is married and has filled the position
of County Auditor of Pierce County'
two terms. Prior to his election asCounty Auditor he was a deputy in
the same office. He has long; been
identified with the National Guard
and retired with the rank of captain.
Captain Howell is also prominent infraternal 'circles.

At the last primary election he polled
39,721 votes against Nichols" 59,231.

MAY FEEL PROBE

Clausen or Hay Expected to
Demand That Records Be

Carefully Looked Into.

OTHER OFFICIALS ANXIOUS

Land Commissioner Ross and
Mills Insist That Legis-- .

latlve Inquisitors Keep Up-Goo-

Work at Olympia.

OLYMPIA, Wash., May 7. (Special.)
So strong has the demand for investiga-
tion become since the Ortis Hamiltonexpose that Land Commissioner E. W.
Ross and te Treasurer George G.
Mills have demanded that their offices
be looked Into.

With the cloud of distrust hanging overevery department ami suspicion rife onevery hand, the state officers demand
that the special legislative committee do
not adjourn until every office is investi-
gated.

It was announced tonight that Gov-
ernor M. E. Hay has been informed as
to the whereabouts of State Auditor C.
W. Clausen and that when Hay returns
to Olympia In the morning that the Gov-
ernor will announce where Clausen is
and why he Is away.

In Olympia the belief is general that
Clausen and his wife are now at Soap
Lake, where the Auditor is recuperating.
On account of the close connection of
the Hamilton expose and the Auditor's
office, It is asserted that either Hay or
Clausen himself upon his return will ask
that the office of State Auditor be exam-
ined.

SCHIVELY EXPECTED TO QUIT

Seattle Friend Says Official Will Re-sig-n

Wednesday. v

SEATTLE, Wash., May 7. (Special.)
State Insurance Commissioner John H.
Schively will tender his resignation to
Governor M. E. Hay next Wednesday.
This statement was made today by one
In a position to know Mr. Schlvely's plans
and able to speak with authority.

The State Insurance Commissioner will
follow the example set by Secretary of
State S. H. Nichols, according to this
source, Irrespective to what action is
taken in the court at Spokane on his
motions to quash the lndictmeftts against
him In the Pacific Livestock Association
case. If the motions to quash are denied,
the source quoted says that Schively feels
that he would be in a better position to
fight the proceedings begun against him
at Spokane after he was no longer con-
nected with the state Insurance depart-
ment. If, however, the indictments
should be quashed it will make no differ-
ence in his decision to resign, as there
are other reasons not siven why he
wishes to step down and out. The
motions to quash the indictments will
come up Saturday or Monday.

A report that Mr. Schively is now visit-
ing the members of the State Legislature
who Stood by him in. the last session when
he was under fire, to see if they will
continue to suport him In the event of
Governor Hay calling a special session,
is not given much credence by State
Sanator Pliny L. Allen, chairman of the
investigating committee. When seen by
a reporter this afternoon in reference to
the report. Mr. Allen said:

'I don't 'believe that he would be foolish
enough to follow such a course. It would
be absolute folly."

SCHIVELY BACK TO OLY5IPIA

Denies There Is Any Change In Situ-

ation in His Case.
OLYMPIA. Wash., May 7. (Special.)

J. H. Shively, State Insurance Commis-
sioner, arrived in Olympia tonight. He
was greeted by a crowd of newspaper
men, to whom he announced that he had
no intention of evading the special legis-
lative committee, declaring he had no
knowledge that he was wanted.

WILL HAS NO WITNESSES

Peculiar Document Left by Wealthy
Astorian.

ASTORIA, Or., May 7. (Special. )- -o

far as can be ascertained as yet, G. O.
Moen, who died yesterday afternoon, leav-
ing a valuable estate, left no will. How-
ever, among his- papers was found a let-
ter, expressing the wishes of the de-
ceased in regard to the disposition of his
property, although the document was not
in the form of a will and probably would'
not be considered as such by the courts.

The document was written in 1906, and
while signed by the deceased, had no
witnesses. In it Mr. Moeri said he de-
sired that his remains be cremated, that
Nelson Troyer be named as administrator
of his estate, that $50 be given to each
of four brothers and' one sister of the
deceased, who reside In Norway, and that
the balance of the estate should go to
Ole Moen, another brother. The last
named brother died in Norway In 1906.
the same year the document was exe
cuted, but' whether or not he left a family
is not Known here.

Moen's estate Is said to be worth $50,000.

WASHINGTON GETS TROPHY
Awarded Spokane Cup for Highest

Spokane to the Navy, has been won for
this year by the armored cruiser Wash
ington. The Washington, according to
information received by N. E. Linsley,
of Spokane, broke all previous records
made in t.,e United States Navy during
tne annual target practice recently
held at Magdalena Bay. If the same
rules apply regarding the disposition
or the Spokane cup as applied last year.
when the Tennessee won the prize, the
Washington will undoubtedly get the
trophy, which is awarded annually to
the ship making; the highest score intarget practice.

The Washington is now at San Fran-
cisco, but will arrive at Tacoma on
May 21 or 22, and later will go to Seat-
tle, and spend most of the Summer
months in Puget Sound waters.
