RUEF'S INSIDIOUS OFFER

Bonds Flatly Denies In-

sinuations of Rogers.

. Lawyers Spar at Outset.
Resuming the direct examination of Mr.tpreckels. Mr. Heney. apparently Ihrowing

aside legal restraint, went immediately
into the motives and reasons that actu-
ated the witness In his opposition to the1'nited Railroads plan of street railway
development. The Inquiry had been Inprogress but a few moments when thefirst violent altercation arose, Karl
Rorers. of the defense, entered an objec-
tion to a question by Mr. Heney. asking
Mr. Bpreckels to relate a conversationwith his attorney.

"Mr. Heney has declared most em-
phatically," said Mr. Roger, "that heis letting down bars and opening various
doors. But this don't appear to be let-
ting down of the bars, for this witness,
avowedly the head of the prosecution. Is
asked to give us his conversations withliis attorney."

The streetcar strike of 1907 was respon-
sible for a renewal of the controversy re-
lating to the scope of testimony. Mr.
Heney was defending Ills right to Intro-
duce conversations between third parties
when, as he charged, tha motives of a
witness were attacked.

"I am getting tired of these declara-
tions." said Alexander King, of Georgia,
associated with the defense. "The gentle-
man Is skimming along as If he was on
thin Ice, notwithstanding his promise to
let down the bars."

"Nevertheless." said Mr. Heney. "they
do not dare go into these matters, for
which they are responsible. I am fram-
ing my questions so that they may go
Into every detail of this man's life,"

"You are not doing it. however." said
Mr. Rogers, who stood close- to Mr.
lleney'a place at the counsel table.

"This witness Is expected to be telling
the truth," said Mr. Heney In an angry
tone, as he arose from his seat and
faced Mr. Rogers. "Do you expect us
to be limited or bound by your dirty In-

sinuations?" he
"I don't know why you should refer to

dirty insinuations unless It Is because ofyour Inner consciousness," Interrupted Mr.
King and. as other attorneys for tha de
fense aro.se to engage In the discussion.Judge Lawlor ordered all to resume their
seats.

Never Incited Car Strike.
Mr. Bpreckels began by denying thst

he had ever discussed the policy of the
BTart prosecution with Charles B.
Wheeler, his attorney, and Mr. Heney
asked:

"Did you ever suggest or Intimate toany person connected with the prosecu
tion that they should seek to have any
person Indicted?"

"I did not," said Mr. Bpreckels.
tMd you ever, in conversation with

officials of the street Union,
Indicate a wish or desire that a strike
should be called or should continue?"

"I did not." but the answer wai
ordered stricken out

"Why did you not go ahead with con
structlon of the street railway planned
By you?"

"Our plans were abandoned for sev-
eral reasons. I was very much con-
cerned because of my losses In the fire.
My days for a period of many months
were devoted to the affairs of the relief
Corporation, assisting those who had suf
fered, and finally the grant of the over
head trolley had been made."

References to the Immunity arrange
ments upon direct examination were brief.
Mr. Spreckles stated .that James L. Gal
lagher had asked If the prosecution could
extend to Abraham Ruef the exemption
from punishment conveyed to the Su
pervisors.

"I told him." said the witness, "that
he would have to deal directly with the
District Attorney's office In this matter.
I said that I had no animosity against
Ruef personally and I believed thatlangdon and Heney had none."

Mr Bpreckels said he considered the over
head trolley system "unsightly and dan-
gerous' and unsuited to use In Ban
Francisco.

Ruef Offered to Cause Strike.
Earl Rogers of the defense cross-examine- d.

The witness stated Ruef had vis
ited his offices three times between 3dO!
and

"I recollect In particular," he said,
"one Interview with Ruef that railed my
attention to the need for an investiga-
tion. Ruef came to my office and sug-
gested that I get up a syndicate to bid
on municipal bonds about to be Issued.
He promised that the bids would be sug
gested by a strike. I was horrified by
the suggestion.

"Ruef assured me that the bid of the
syndicate would be accepted, --continued
tSpreckele. "and he would guarantee that

e would not have to bid above par for
the bonds. I asked him how this could
be done, and he said:

"That's a simple matter. You know
my connection with the labor union
people. "When the bids are to be sub
mitted, we will have the biggest strike
this town ever saw. I'll tie up every-
thing. Including the street railways.
Then I would like to see any of your
capitalistic friends, except those In on
the know, submit bids for these bonds.

"I asked Ruef if he really Intended forthe sake of making money to bring on a

strike that might result In bloodshed, and
he eald he was only Joking. But h'.s face
flushed and he withdrew from my office."

Mr. bpreckels said ha considered, it proper
to grant Immunity to any man. who. lika
Ruef. would assist In bringing to Justice
a man of great wraith who had debauched
a city government.

I had nothing against Calhoun person,
ally." said Mr. Bpreckels.

Only Wanted IVIrea Buried.
Mr. ctpreckels denied that ha had in

mind the organization of a rival system
when he sought to gain an option on
stock of the California Street Railway
Company, an independent line. Ha said
he waa acting In behalf of others.

Later Mr. Bpreckels testified he had
made a statement to Lis attorney. Mr.
Wheeler, to the effect that there would
be no opposition system If the United
Railroads would put Its wires under
ground. Continuing, be said:

"1 first began to consider the con
duit system in 1905. when I talked with
President Holland, of the United Rail-
roads. I was convinced by my later
discussions with Messrs. Calhoun. Hol
land and Chapman that their argu-
ments were not 'sincere, and no ob
jections to the conduits advanced by
them seemed sound from a logical bust- -

is roan's standpoint. They simply
said It was not feasible, and I knew it
was feasible from my observations In
other cities."

The witness said he would be will
ing; to invest a large sum of money
In an underground system.

Mr. Bpreckels denied that ha had ever
owned stock In the Ocean Shore Railway, or that he was connected with the
San Joaquin Valley Railroad, tha Inde-
pendent Gea Company or other corpora-
tions with which his name has been at
various times associated.
