Excursion on Train Equipped
With Wireless Will Stop

in Passing.

LEADERS FORM PERSONNEL

To Remain Only Hour and Half on
Way to P. Will Be Port-

land's Guests June 18.
Welcome Planned.

More than 100 picked business men
from San Francisco and other Cali-
fornia cities will stop in Portland
from 3 o'clock in the afternoon until
11 o'clock at night Friday, June 18. as
sruests of the Portland Commercial
Club. The party, which will pass
through Portland this morning;, stop-
ping at Union Depot from 6 o'clock
until 7:30 A. M.. is under the auspices
of the California Promotion Committee,
the San Francisco Chamber of Com-
merce and other commercial bodies.

In Portland the Chamber of Com-
merce and Oregon Development League
will assist the Commercial Club in pro-
viding entertainment for the visitors
who are traveling in a special trainequipped with wireless. Owing to the
fact that the business men's visit is
primarily to Seattle and the it
will be Impossible for them to make
other than an informal call this morn-
ing throughout their stay in Portland.

Showing the influential nature of
the visiting delegation Its personnel
comprises mayors, managers and presi-
dents of banks and other financial in-
stitutions, head of mercantile and man-
ufacturing houses and owners and cor-
respondents of California newspapers.
While the major part of the excursionoriginated in San Francisco, Oakland,
Sacramento, Marysville and Berkeley
other points throughout the state are
officially represented. The California
Promotion Committee fostered Cali-
fornia excursions to the Lewis and
Clark Exposition in Portland in 1905
and through its chairman, Rufus P.Jfnnings, it conducted an agitation forthe present trip for a considerableperiod.

To Bn liquet Guests.
On Friday night an informal dinneron a subscription basis will be given

at the Commercial Club to the visitors.
This plan will afford Portland friends
of the excursionists an opportunity to
participate. The charge is $5 and thelist will open this morning at the gen-
eral offices of the Commercial Club.

The distinguished visitors will bemet by a representative committee on
their arrival Friday nt 3 P. M. andtaken for an automobile drive lasting
nn hour and a half through the city.
For a similar period they will be freeto meet personal and business friends
and the dinner will commence at 6
o'clock, their departure from Portlandbeing set at 11 o'clock. In the run
through Oregon and Northern Cali-
fornia on the Southern Paciflo to San
Francisco stops will be made at variouspoints to permit brief acquaintance
with the more important points.

While at Seattle the visitors will
make an extended Inspection of thefair, between times making side trips
to different Washington points of in-
terest. On the return from Seattle
several hours will be spent in Tacoma,
and a seeing-Tacom- a trip, under theauspices of the Tacoma Board of Trade
and Chamber of Commerce will ensue.

Every paper in San Francisco is rep-
resented in the delegation either by theproprietor, manager or a staff cor-
respondent. This alone is an indica-
tion of the Important nature of thetrip from San Francisco's point of view.Jtany of the California development
