periment of producing Schiller's "Maid of

Maude Adams and a company number-in- s

about 2000 persons. The greater part
of the working force of the Frohmansyndicate was actually engaged in theproduction.

The beauties of Schiller's lines and themasnltudo of the plan of reproduction
combined to make the lew hours in thestadium this evening a period of intensepleasure. The historic settings were ful-ly maintained throughout, from the littlepastoral scene in Joan's father's home
with the flocks of living sheep and actualtrees of the forest, the splendor of theFrench court, the clash of the English
and French arms, the coronation pageant
and the dfath scene in the cathedral.

The motley crowds of serfs were madeup of Harvard students. Men of theMnte militia marched as archers andspearsmen In the French and English
armies. Horsemen from militia batteriesclattered Into the arena in coats of mall,while able actors In armor tramped theKreensward anil clashed In duels In themost realistic manner. And through allthe scenes threaded the slim figure ofMiss Adams as the French maid firstin a homely peasant's dress, then In abrilliant armor and seated on a milk-whi- le

charger, and finally in the knightly
costume,. that at last became her shroud.The performance moved with remark-able smoothness, considering its Im-mensity and the fact that opportunityfor repeated rehearsals had not beenfound.

for the construction of the long- looked-fo- r

Cape Cod canal.
A canal to obviate the necessity of

mariners circling: Cape Cod en route to
or from Boston, has long been planned,
but not until a few years ago did thematter take form. The new canal isto be financed by August Belmont &
Co., who have underwritten $6,000,000
in bonds and 6.000.000 in stocks of
the Boston, Cape Cod & New York
Canal Company, for which a charterwas obtained.

A dozen prominent financiers recently
Joined to construct the canal, and Mr.
Belmont was commissioned to raise the
funds. (

The canal will be about 12 miles
long and abont 30 feet deep. The new
canal will shorten the route from Bos-
ton to New York by 74 miles over theVineyard Sound route and 132 miles
over the outside sea route, around the
Cape. The distance, therefore, will be
equally shortened between Boston and
all other South Atlantic ports.

OOLEY COMES TO GRIEF

BEIiLIGEREXT LABORER FINDS
HE CAN'T WHIP EVERYBODY.

After Raising "Rough House" at His
Home, Starts to Fight Neighbor

and Policeman Puts Him Out.

Imbued with amber fluid and confidence
in his pugilistic prowess. C. L. Ooley, a
laborer residing at 60S Ellsworth street.
6et out to settle old scores with his un-
friendly neighbors shortly after 7 o'clock
last night. Today the belligerent Ooley
is carrying his right arm in splints un-
dergoing the attendant pains to a com-
pound fracture. Aside from that, he Is
suffering the mental anguish of being a
prisoner under the surveillance of the
police.

Ooley left a North End saloon shortly
after 6 o'clock and veered his course to-
ward home. His arrival failed to inciteany salutations in the hearts of his help-
meet and three of his offspring. This
technical oversight aroused the indigna-
tion of the man of war. He Immediately
cleared his decks for action. For sev-
eral minutes the battle progressed withintensity. Not-- until his supply of am-
munition, consisting of convenient dishes,tinware and furniture, ran out, did hedesist in his activities.

Then Ooley's mlitant efforts took himto the home of an unfriendly neighbor
named Raymond. The usual courtesiesof battle descended- to the plane ofQueensberry rules, embellished with aside issue of rocks, clubs and an ax.While the hand-to-han- d conflict wagedbetwixt the unneighborly factions, scoresof neutral forces were attracted to thetheater of war. Some sympathetic spec-tator dispatched a messenger to the homeof a peace impelling officer. That officialIn the person of Night Patrolman R. T.Steward, who was making the last legof a jaunt through slumber land, boundedto the relief of the warring forces someblocks distant. There the officer divedinto the midst of the conflict. Fallingin his efforts to release the unfriendlyclinch Ooley adjusted about Raymond's
neck. Officer Steward made one supremeeffort and succeeded. Without furtherpreliminary sparring for holds, the in-
censed Ooley closed in on the officer.For a few moments the two struggled forsupremacy, and then came the sickening
thud. Both fell heavily to the groundwith Officer Steward on top.

Then the activities ceased. Ooley,emitting groans of pain, was assisted tohis feet by his adversary. His right armhung limply at his side. He calmlyacknowledged his ultimate defeat andsubmitted to arrest.
Ooley was taken to police headquartersand changed with disorderly conductFrom there he was removed to the GoodSamaritan Hospital, where the fracturedmember was set by City Physician Zleg-le- r.

Ooley will be brought before the Mu-nicipal Court as soon as his injury per-
mits.

TAXATION SCHEME RIDDLED

House Adopts Tax on Stocks and
Honda and Committee Rejects

Inheritance Tax Election
May Be Result.

BERLIN. June 22. The political sit-
uation for the crown is extremely con-
fused by today's events. The Reich-stag's adoption of a quotation tax,
which Chancellor von Buelow declaredthe government would never accept,
and the finance committee's rejection
of an Inheritance tax, which he rd

to be an essential part of thecentral scheme of finance reform andwhich the Conservatives and Clericalsare determined to defeat, leaves the
Chancellor's position precarious.

Many politicians think .the Chancel-
lor will be compelled to resign, unless
he has the courage to dissolve theReichstag and appeal to the country.

Dissolution can take place only on
Joint action by the Emperor and theFederal Council.

The proposal to Impose a yearly taxon bonds and stocks was adopted by
203 votes against 155. The tax is tobe calculated on the basis of the aver-age quotation for the preceding year
and the rate of interest on this amount
which the current dividend yields. Thetax will then be deducted by the com-
panies from the dividends before pay-
ment.

BRIEF HOPE BLASTED

COURT CLERK'S MISTAKE GIVES
PRISONER JOY.

Reads Verdict "Not Guilty," Then
Corrects It to "Guilty" With

Life Term.

CHICAGO, June 22. A fleeting hope
of freedom held out to a prisoner inJudge Brentano's court today was
snatohed from him in a way that cre-
ated much pity when It was discovered
the clerk should have read the jury's
verdict as "guilty" Instead of "not
guilty."

The prisoner was Frank O'DonneU,
accused of robbing a citizen at the muz-
zle of a revolver. The foreman of thejury handed the clerk two forms, one
for guilty and the other for acquittal.

"Not guilty." read the clerk absent-mindedl- y,

failing to note that he wasreading the unsigned form. O'DonneUjumped from his seat, excitedly laugh-
ing, and wrung his lawyer's hand. He
started from the room with his head in
the air and his eyes sparkling. Then
the mistake was discovered and O'Don-
neU was brought back. His head was
sunken on his chest as the real verdictwas delivered:

"Guilty and condemned to serve theterm of his natural life In the Peniten-tiary."

Newport Board Proposes to Increase
Pay of Teachers.

Board of School Directors was held to-

to be a place lor homes as well as for
tourists, and in consequence have builtup a thorough educational system. To
the present course in the high school,namely, scientific, classical and com-merlc- al,

have been added a department
of manual training and school of music.Next year there will be two more
teachers, and it is proposed to raise thepresent salary of the instructors and to
retain only capable educators.

Owing to the work of the County SchoolSuperintendent, R. P. Goin, who hasadded toOO.OOo worth of taxable land tothis district, the financial condition isgood. The remarkable Increase of pu-
pils in the last year who formerly at-
tended schools elsewhere is responsible
for the prompt action of the Newportpeople.
