GARS READY FOR TOUR

THIRTY ENTRIES TO START IN
ENDURANCE CONTEST.

Course of Glidden Tour This Year
Ionger Than Before—To Kansas
City by Way of Denver.

DETROIT, Mich., July 11.~Thirty auto-
moblles, ranging from lttle runabouts to
great touring cars, are parked tonight in
Cudiline Squars awalting the eglgnal that
will start them at one minute intervals
beginning tomorrow ot 10 A. M., on the
mixth annual rellability run of the Amer!-
can Automobile Associatfon, popularly
known as ths Glldden Tour.

Each repalr that has to be mads to any
machine during the 2836-mile run to Kan-
sas City, by way of Chicago, Minne-
apolls nnd Denver, will result {n a pen-
dllgation of its score.

Thirteen touring cars are entersd for
the Glidden trophy. TFor the Hower
for touring runsbouts, there are
entries. Three machines will contest
for the Detroit trophy for miniature ton-
neau and double rumble cars. The coursa
is 1000 miles longer than any followed in
previous contests. Only three of tha 15~
day runs call for fess than 150 miles and
the last day of the tour demands that
the machines cover 18 miles from
Sallnn, Kan., to Kaneans Clty.

Kalamazoo, Mlch,, 14.2 miles out, Is the
objective polnt on the first day. The
second day will bring them into Chicago,
175.3 miles farther west. Leaving Chi-
cago July 14, the tourilsts will spend the
night at Madison, Wis. From Madison to
La Crosse, Wis., 1#.4 miles, 1& the run
for July If. On July 16 the machines
will travel 1T7.8 miles o Minneapolls.
