Innumerable brldjtes and dams are
reported as carried away, and the situ-
ation on the Odanali Indian reserva
tion is serious. In the Summer resort
country enormous damage has been
done to small houses.

Mills on the Odanah reservation are
wrecked, and In the neighborhood of
Mellen every house in the valley on one
of the small streams is said to have
been carried away.

Damage in Terrific Storm.

Ol'KAV. Colo.. July 21. Fifty fami-li- e

are homeless, seven business and
residence squares are Inundated and
property has been damaged to the ex-

tent of 130.000. as the result of a cloud-
burst that came upon this city this
aftf rnoon.

Cascade and Portland Creeks over-
flowed their banks and became raging
torrents through a portion of the town.
An ar.ilanche of boulders and loose dirt
followed in the wake of the flood, bat-
tering down houses and blocking the
streets.

Several persons were rescued from
the windows of floating houses by
men on horseback. It is believed two
weeks will be required to clear away
the debris.

r plated with nickel or other metal at
2 cents. The House rate at 1 cent for
old and worn-ou- t zinc fit only to be
Temanufactured was adopted. Tungsten
ore. which is used In the manufacture
of ferro alloys, one of the chief com-
ponent parts in the manufacture of
low steel and steel parts of automo-
biles, was made dutiable at 10 per cent
ad valorem Instead of IS per cent, as
Used by the Senate.

The Senate and House rates on lead
ore were Identical, the duty being Hj
rents a pound. The House made pig
lead dutiable at the same rate and the
Senate provided specifically for lead
dross, lead bullion and pig lead at
I'm cents a pound. This rate was re-
duced by the conferees to 2 cents, and
as a result W of a cent was removed
from the Senate rates on all the paint
derivatives.

Unions will pay a duty of 1 M cents
a pound, the Senate rate. This is an
increase of cent over the House rate,
and half a cent over the Dingley rates.

Borah Works for f ree Hides.
Senator Borah tried to effect an

agreement by which hides may be put
on the free list. He said the plan he
had to suggest had originated with
President Taft. This plan contemplates
the adoption of a Joint resolution giv-
ing the conferees Jurisdiction to

the question of placing hides on
the free list, to make sole leather du-
tiable to 5 per cent ad valorem, boots
and shoes and calfskins 10 per cent;
and to reduce the rates on harness in
the same proportion. In view of the
opposition In the Senate to free hides,
the indications are that a combination
will be effected with the Democrats
to defeat the Borah plan.

Progressive Republican Senators de-

rided to Issue a statement outlining
their position on downward revision.
Senator Cummins has been invited to
take breakfast with the President to-
morrow, tfl discuss the attitude of the
Insurgents and therefore the statement
will be withheld until tomorrow.

There was a meeting today of about
2ft anti-fre- e raw material members of
the House, at which Representative
Gains, of West Virginia, a member of
the ways and means committee, pre-
sided.

The drawback provision was taken up
today with treasury officials. Charles P.
Montgomery, chief of the customs divis-
ion, declared that the French substitution
system, after which the House drawback
feature Is patterned, opened the way to
fraud. Under it an article might be im-

ported on the west coast and a certifi-
cate received by the Importer. The ar-
ticle might be manufactured and enter
Into domestic trade, but the certificate
could be used on the east coast and a
drawback obtained upon exported articles
manufactured wholly from domestic ma-
terials. Treasury Department officials
take the position, however, that the risk
rf being defrauded is too great for the
government to assume. No action was
taken on the drawback feature.

Senator Aldrich today attempted to
convince Senator Piles that the Senate
rates on lumber must be decreased.

Compromise on Gloves and Hose.
The disposition of the Senate con-

ferees is to yield somewhat on the
lower duties which the Senate put on
the cheaper values in window glass.

The compromise on hosiery which
Increased the Dingley rates on cheap
Blockings and leaves the existing rates
on higner grades, was proposed by the
manufacturers, and It is understood re-
quires only the approval of Represen-
tative Payne to be adopted.

The glove compromise also has been
offered by the domestic manufactur-
ers. It provides for entry free of duty
of the "Schmaschen" gloves, which are
the cheapest, but proposes to prevent
fraud by providing that the gloves to
be admitted free shall be made of the
kins of "still-born- " lambs. It la un- -

derstood that other increased House
rates will prevail.

Senator Carter, of Montana, is espe-
cially active against placing hides on
the free list and is doing a great deal
to enlist the a!'! of other Senators. The
situation as he sees it is not only a
menace to tne cattle Industry, but in-

volves a principle which the West can-
not afford to concede.

Taking the position that hides are
as much entitled to protection as most
of the manufactured Mr. Car-
ter says that if they are to be put on
the free list other articles of the same
character, such as wool, are liable to
be next attacked in the same way.

SAY WOOL TRUST RAISES PRICE

Clothing Manufacturers Appeal to

Tart for Tariff Reduction.
WASHINGTON. July 21. Stung by

the criticism heaped on them for an-

nouncing a 3 por cent Increase- - in the
price of woolen clothes, although the new
tariff does not Increase the DinKley rates
on wool In any particular, a delegation
representing 95 per cent of the ready-mad- e

clothing manufacturers of the
country called on President Taft today
to explain their position.

They declared the wool dealers had
been forming a combination during the
last few years and were now ready to

advance the price on the quality of wool
uxed in the cheaper grades of clothes,
"the poor man's raiment." as they ex-

pressed it.
The delegation told the President that,

unless a change could be made in the
woolen schedule a storm of protest would
sweep the country as the result of the
increased prices.

BORAH MAY VOTE WITH TAFT

Favors Free Hides ir Duty on Lea-

ther Goods Reduced.

ington. July 21. The President today sent
for Senator Borah and asked him upon
what conditions he would vote lor tne
tariff bill if it contained a provision for
free hides, free coal and rrec iron ore.
Mr.' Borah said he had voted for free
iron ore end free coal and would vote for
free hides if the President would induce
the New England Senators to vote for a
corresponding reduction In the duty on
shoes, harness and leather gootia gen
erally.

The President assured Mr. Borah he
was In favor of that corresponding re
duction and would do everything he could
to secure It.

WOMAN CHASES THIEF

Attacked by a footpad and robbed of
her purse shortly before midnight last
night, Mrs. L. J3.

GALVESTON. Tex., July 21.
t Special. ) The City of Galveston
sends greetings to her sister cities,
the people of the United States and
of the k orld. In that at this hour
It has just passed through a mast
formidable storm, manifesting In Its
course some of the most violent In-

cidents of cyclonic disturbances,
and Its great seawall has completely
vindicated Its efficiency and pro-

tected the city against dangers from
the sea, leaving such Insignificant
damages as are incident to all
storm.

The city, its great busines Inter-
ests and Its people have safely
passed through a most severe hur-
ricane. The seawall proved a com-

plete success. The city's great
wharves and shipping interests suf-
fered bo damage and not a life was
lost.

It Is also said Bay City
suffered greatly from the hurricane.

Tonisrht the storm reached Austin,
350 miles in the interior, but little dam- -
are was done.

Sweeping westward, the tropical
storm, which had been central over
the Gulf for 24 hours or more, struck
Galveston shortly after 11 o'clock. The
wind attained a velocity of 68 miles
an hour, and heaved the waters of Gal-
veston Bay up against the island and
flooded the section that had not Deen
raised. The water backed up Into the
main streets. The principal damage,
however, was confined to the beach
front, where bath houses and pleasure
piers were swept away, but shipping
was not disturbed.

A hurricane for Hast Texas was fore
casted early in the day, and when the
storm broke. Galveston was prepared.
The inhabitants of the few scattered
houses sought safety, as did the ves
sels riding at anchor in the bay. The
furv of the storm soon abated and the
anxletv of those who entertained fears
of another tidal wave were xnus eany
relleved. So short was the duration of
the storm, that a Mallory line steamer,
booked to start for New York shortly
after noon, left on time.

The storm covered a wide area along
the Gulf coast. One risning pier seven
miles from the city waa demolished.
Thirty or forty people rescued by the
Thirty or 40 people were rescued by the
veston.
