Lawyers in Young Will Contest
Hurl Inkwells and Endure

Pummelling.

ONE SEEKS ARMY SABER

Judge Interested Spectator of Melee,

"Which Follows Attempt to
Prove Tampering With

First Will.

PENDLETON, Or., July 23. (Special. )
Apparently making- pood their threat to
prove the slsrnature of James W. Young
to the "flrst" will had been
tampered with while the document was
in the possession of Mrs. Mabel Warner,
her attorney or her handwriting experts,
the attorneys for the contesting heirs put
on a number of strong- - witnesses today
who swore the signature had been
altered.

They each declared they had previously
made a thorough examination of the
will, and Insisted that the double tracing
and the blurr, both so evident now, were
r.ot there then and could not have been.
These witnesses were Judge Stephen A.

John McCourt. Deputy District Attorney

; Krederick Steiwer. County Clerk Sailing.
; bounty Roadmaeter Lavender, Charles

Marsh, a handwriting expert, who has
Testified In all the trials and Judge

On top of the testimony of these men
Professor F. C. Blair, of Spokane, said
the signature showed evidence of having
been doctored recently, and demonstrated

' to the court the reasons for his conclu-- ;
Pions. In addition, J. D. Peck, of Pasco,
and Justice of the Peace Joe H. Parkes.
of this city, who witnessed the will, both
acknowledged their signatures and said
Young signed the will in their presence.

This Is the will which was admitted to
probate more than three years ago, and
which, up until recently, was admitted
to be genuine. It gives practically all
the Young estate to Mrs. F. D. Watts,
cousin of Mrs. Warner, and Mrs. War-
ner's contention all along has been that
there was a later will.

Recently her handwriting expert sprang
a sensation by declaring the signature of
Toung to this first will was not genuine,
and that It plainly showed evidence of
double tracing. He proceeded to show
the court the double tracing. It was
there all right and It was so plain that
the opposing attorneys Immediately de-

clared the signature had been tampered
with, while Mrs. Warner and the expert
had had the document in their possession
by permission of the court for examina-
tion.

Fan Francisco. Chinese. K won g Lee. a
native, will be permitted to vote at the No-
vember election here. A Federal statute
enacted In 1&!2 debars all Chinese unless
born in this country from exercising the
franchise, and the constitution of the state
says that no native i.htnese shall ever ex-
ercise that privilege. But Kwang L was
naturalized In 1875, before the Federal stat-
ute was enacted. He is a xeteraa of the
Civil War. having been wounded five times
while serving on a Federal gunboat on the
Mississippi River.

New York. Justice BIschofT yesterday
signed a certificate of organization of the
"Mcenscd Chauffeurs' Protective Association
of the C'ty of New York." a society of
nearly 5000 persons, whose object Is to send
to prison all reckless millionaire owners of
automobiles, whose custom has been to shift
to their drivers responsibility for deaths.
Inquiry showed that within less than two
years 132 persons have been crushed to
death by the automobiles in Greater New
York, but only twice were the owners held
responsible.

RENEWS OLD QUARREL

MACOX ACCUSES RCCKER OF
PUTTING IXSUXT IX RECORD.

Also Objects to "Great Applause" In-

terpolated Xew Moveto
Hit at Trusts.

WASHINGTON, July 23. An uproar
was caused In the House today, when
Macon of Arkansas, reverting- to his
colloquy last Monday with Rucker of
Colorado, charged that the Colorado
member had inserted In the Congres-
sional Record certain references to him
which had not been uttered.

Not only had this been done, he said,
but insult had been added to injury by
placing; brackets at the end with the
remark "Great applause." He wanted
It all stricken out, especially the "great
applause."

This was ordered done after Rucker
had explained that he actually made
the statement on the floor and Insisted
that there was applause. The Speaker
declared the motion to strike out car-
ried, although lr failed to take a nega-
tive vote.

The session was further enlivened
when Randall of Texas wanted the
Speaker to appoint a Judiciary com-

mittee to consider a bill prohibiting
Congressmen and court ofllcers from
accepting gifts or employment from
corporations, trusts or persons inter-
ested in legislation.

CAYVSE WAR VETERAN'S WIN"

Government to Pay for Service Per-

formed 1 Years Ago.
WASHINGTON, July 23. The claims

for pay for services In the Cayuse Indian
War of 1S47 and 1S48 In Oregon filed by
nine claimants, will be allowed by the
Government at the rate of $1.60 a day
during their service period. The Control-
ler of the Treasury has approved the ac-

tion of the Auditor for the War Depart-
ment, holding that the law so directs as
to these rare claims. The rolls or records
of the war on file at Washington will be
used as evidence; for the adjustment of
the claims.

Nearly all the veterans of the Cayus
Indian War are dead; the few survivors
are very old men. It Is after 6! years of
patient waiting for reimbursement for
their services against the redskins that
these nine claimants have been promised
their pay.

Xew Mail Rout for Estacada.
WASHINGTON. iJ. C July 23. The

PostofTice Department has contracted for
a twice-a-da- y mail service between Esta-
cada and Sprtngwater. Heretofore mall
was carried between those places once
daily. The increased service was granted
upon petition of patrons of the route,
indorsed by Senator Bourne.
