Veteran Pressman Stricken by Paral-
ysis tn Salem.

SALEM, Or., July 2S. (Special.) Bob
Jennings, pioneer pressman, charter
member of the Elks Lodge of Portland,
and of the Multnomah Typographical
Union, suffered a severe paralytic stroke
two or three days ago. and Is now in a
critical condition at the home of G. E.
Kellogg;. In the early days Jennings
was one of the best pressmen on the
Pacific Coast, and traveled all over the
Northwest country- - He is widely known
In the printing trades.

Bob Jennings, the veteran pressman,
has been a familiar figure In and around
Portland for nearly 30 years. He is
known for his genlul disposition, and
while a man who frequently boasted that
he would never marry, always cherished
a love for children. During his career
he has worker! on nearly every news-
paper In the Willamette and Columbia
Valleys. He Is a chaffer member of
Portland Lodge No. 142. B. P. O. Elks,
and when the rf - delegation from Port-
land went to Los Angeles, Jennings re-

gretted sincerely .lis Inability to accom-
pany his brother lodge members. So far
as known, he has no relatives In this
section of the country. He Is 62 years
old.
