Walter McCreoie made In California last
Winter, and which had been almost for-
gotten by the Portland magnates. Yes-
terday's mail brought missive from Far-re- ll

reminding Walter of the agreement
for the disposal of Johnson and also the
announcement that the New York club's
check in part payment for the player was
on the way.

Judge McCredie said that the deal for
Johnson embraces a cash consideration
and the refusal of three players next
Spring. As the McCredies frame all their
trades or sales now so as to include the
addition of new players, Portland stands
to get three players from the American
League Gothamltes next Spring.

Ote Johnson, the hard-hittin- g third
sacker, has been a member of the Port-
land club since September, 1907, when he
was purchased from the Charleston, S.

C, club by the McCredies. Since he has
been with the club he has more than
made good and is one of the most popu-

lar players on the team. His most note-
worthy characteristic is his batting abil-ti- y,

for he is known all over the circuit
as one of the most dangerous batsmen
In the league, and opposing pitchers fre-
quently walk him in a pinch. He fs not
a great star in the fielding line, but is a
steady, conscientious player and possesses
one of the best throwing arms of any
infielder in the league.

Johnson's many friends here will bid
him a fond farewell when he leaves for
New York to Join the Highlanders, and
all hope that he will succeed up in the
big brush. As he will not report to New
York until next Spring, the fans will see
him in action in a number of games yet.
