Progress ON East Stark. The grad-

ing on East SLark street beyond East
Twentieth has been nearly completed,

th. steam shovel making good progress
on" the north side where there Is a big
cut. It will be some time before the
rock surface can be put on. but It Is

thought the contractor will be able to
finish the work within the time specified
bv his- contract. The street will be paved
out to Bust Forty-fir- st by this contract,
but another proceeding will carry the im-

provement to a point opposite Laur7;
hurst Addition, and. If carried out. will
bring the improvement, to East Fiftieth.
However, as there Is some objection to
macadam from the Mount Tabor Push
Club which contends for hard-surfac- e

pavement, it may be changed to hard-rurfa-

improvement. East Stark is sure
to become one of the Important streets
on the East Side. From the deep cut
enough material has been taken already
to fill the depression on East Oak be-

tween Twentieth and Twenty-secon- and
alro one block on East Pine street.

East Eighth Street Fill. East
Eighth street between East Morrison and
East Washington streets, two blocks, is
being filled up rapidly. The embankment
is now high enough to carry the dump
cars without a trestle, and hence the
work will go forward faster. The build-
ings along the east side of East Eighth
street, including the two-stor- y Mont-
gomery block, stand without damage. By
the end of the month the embankment
on East Eighth street will be completed
and the street thrown open to the public-Wor- k

tween East Seventh and East Ninth,
where a fill has been provided for. When
East Alder has been filled it will do
away with the last elevated roadway east
of Grand avenue, all the ravines in these
important streets In this district having
been filled. On East Sixth -- street be-

tween. East Washington and Bast Oak
the fills have nearly been completed and
only require a little touching up to finish
up the surface.
