First IVputy
I tilted Mates for the Third
Alafkan district undir Marshal Vawter,
said it was impossihle and untrue.

Hnnirtni an insane patient from Valdex
t- - for treatment. Marshal Shea
v. as a pns.enper on the steamer Port
land, whlrh touched at Keti-hlka- three
hours aft-- r the Ohio sank. Thourh the
i'ortland stayed at the wharf more than
an hour, the wireless operator had not
received any message and did not notify
t"e Portland of the Ohio's plight. The
Portland heard nothing- - of the wreck un
til it pi ked up a wireless from the steam
ship Humboldt early the next mornlr?.

"The operator must have told some
thing that was not true in giving out
ti.at he pfrkeil up the first message
said .Marshall f hen at the Oregon Ho-
tel last nlglit. "The story Is Im-
possible. The Portland put in at
Keti'hlksn about three hours after the
time when the Ohio strurk the rock
and went down. The wireless oper
ator very evidently had not gotten any
niffare, for thoug--h we were In port
more than nn hour, nothing: was said
about the Ohio. Sometime later, after
we put to sen aKaln. we rauxht a mes-s.i- s"

from the Humboldt that apprised
us of the wreck.

"1 ho captain hurried to Carters Bay.
where the Ohio was beached, but we
reached there an hour after the Rupert
had picked up tile passengers. As It
was Canadian soil, we did not land.
Hut toe Portland went in close to
shore and the captain spoke several
minutes wttti Captain Johnson, of the
Ohio, while her rente came aboard. We
wre much surprised to hear later that
the Ketchikan operator claimed
credit for sending help to the wrecked
vessel.

"The Ohio h. beached in an ensy post
tion and can eaai'y bo raised. We passed
so c!o3e to her that I was able to ob
serve her position closely. Though re
ports have paid her fcow Is In six fathoms
of water, the truth Is that it Is resting
In not more than three. Only the after
part of the Ohio is submerged, all the
midships and forward part of t!ie
streamer from a few feet shaft the fun-
nel bein'f out of water, when we passed
at about half low tide.

"After leaving the Ohio, the Portland
plck.-- up a bag marked with the nam
of St. J. Henry, the Copper River rail-
road contractor, who was a passenger
on the ship. It was taken on to Seattle."
