When he learsed that oll is burned
on the locomotives of the Harriman lines,
he sald at once that he wap going to
inspect the locomotive of the train taking
him south, as ho had never before msen
an oll-burping engine and was curlous
to iook oné ovVer.

On ons subject Lord Northeliffe was
véry serjous.

attacks on other natlons, that the ves-
sels she != dullding are dealgned  for
commeree destroying purposes, and for
fighting with an enemy that s near at
hanid
