“substantiated?™ I am quite sure that
many intelligent physiologists  and
careful students of the laws of life,
henlth and disease. will dissent from
that view, The theory that discase I8
the result of microbes or germs [s B
popular view of that important mni-
ter, just at-present, but it Is not [kely
to endure the wear of time. It will
pass away, sz have many other fancles,
it the past, in this fisld of human In-
terest, when it has run Its course and
hnd fes day.

There = mome virtue, howaver, In Lhe
ngitation about ger and dust, and
mosquitoes, and fifes, snd microbes—as
the agitation ualis the attention of the
public to the tmportance of heaith, In
and of ltself. This great blessing Is
only to be socared by Intelligent
thought and arction, good habits, etc,
but as a solution and comprehension of
the Tnw= and conditions of life's great
problems, thers 1s butr Httle in it that
1s of any practical value,

The caunes of diseass are Jeeper and
broader and more numerous than these
superficia! views and theorles would
indicate, and I am glad to belleve that
1 gres=: I= being ma by better and
more thorough methods of study and
observation than have heretofore ob-
talned. 1 was much pleaged with the
remark of President Taft to Profeasor
Moscs, at Berkeley, Cal, that we are
veerlng sround to the sclentists In
polities, in agriculture. and In all the
other felds of thought, as I have no
doubt we can do, with decided advan-
tage and profit,

One bit of positive knowledge I8
worth mopre than a volums of theories,
sige marks the progress
of civillzation, and of human well-being
on the earth, It I8 safe to say that pos-
itive knowledge will 11t the important
mattars of health and disease out of
the mysticlsms and empiriclams In
which they have .floundered in Mil the
past ages, and will place them on the
rock foundation of organic law, and
of phyaloloxgioal rixldeousness.

Let those who will, sweep, dust,
chase rats, kil fhes and mosqguiloes,
hunt for germs and microbes, “‘fght”
disease, or “cure” It, or “stamp it out,”
by short-cut, muaglcal methods; but the
Intelligent physiologist wlill pursue
quite a different course. His 18 the
work of patience, and careful, thought-
ful iovestigation, of the most wonder-
ful force, or essence, that has presented
Itself to the mind of man,

CAUSES MUCH PROFANITY

FPresident's party at Ban Francisco this
morning and will personally explaln the
wonders of the park and wvalley to Mv
Taft.

The Yosemlits recently wns receded by
the State of Callformia to the United
Btates and now is under the same con-
trol as the Yellowstone Park,

Mr. Taft will be nccompanied into the
big tree groven and Into the park only
by member= of his party and a Califor-
nin delogation, conslsting of Governor
Glllete, Senator Flint and Representatives
Needhom, MeKinley and Engelbright.

When the date of the President's visit
to the park was [ixed, thers was greal
fear that his trip might be marred by Lhe
suffocating dust that somethnes l= en-
countered on the way in dnd out during
the dry senson of the yenr., Officials,
during the last ten days. however, have
put the roads In the best of condition
and have provided a new supply of water
from the falls, which at this sedson have
but amall semblance of the rushing,
pitching cataracts of the Spring. The
ride into Bl Portal this afternoon fur-
nished a foretaste of the scenery that
the next three days have in store for the
Prosident.

Climb of 4000 Feet.

Leaving Merced at 2:30 P, M, after
an uneventful run down (he famous
San Joaquin MValley, the President's
traln began the 3%-mlle run to 'tha
terminus of the Yosemite Valley Rall-
rond at this place. For more (fan
three-fourths of the way the traln
wound along the Merced Rliver, with
its series of waterfalls, and kept con-
tinuslly climbing from the level of the
sea to a helght of more than 4000 feet.
The President made several car-end
speechos at thriving lttle Califernis
citles between San Francisco and
Merced, and at the latter place was
escorted to the Courthouse, where he
made n brief address t{o a big crowil
All business in the town Wwas suspend-
ed while the President was there.

At Merced the President was prasent.
ed with another golf stlck. It was
mnde of eucalyptus wood, gold-mount-
ed. The presentation called out a golf
gpeech, in which the President suggest-
ed that the unirrigated land of the
West e turned Into open golf linka for
the public. Mr. Tuft said:

Merits of Game of Golf.

“I am wvery much touched by your
kindpess in giving this to me—this
memento of my visit. It bas reference
to the game of which 1 am very fond.
The game of goll s an old Scotch
game, played In Beotiand by evarybody
from hoys to old men, and from the
pooresl to the wealthiest. They have

{s, golf grounds devoled to the public,
and I slncerely hope that In this coun-
try the game will spread.
