BIG PROJECT IS ON FOOT

Members of Denomination In Cen-
iral East Side May Soon Unlte
in Erecting Building That
Will Cost $100,000.

Rev. Willlam Pamsons, D. D., of Beaver
Falls, Pa., has accepted the call to be-
come pastor of the Third Presbyterian
Chiuirch, Bast Thirteenth and BEast Pine
Streets, this clty. Word to this effect was
fecelved vesterday by E C. Herlow.
copvenor of the commitiee appointed by
the Third CThurch congregation to tnke
charge of the oall. The telegram recefved
by Mr. Herlow from Dr. Parsons reads
ns follows: *'Call accepted. Be with you
probably November 18 Have written.”

The vacancy at the Third Church pas-
torate was oceasioned by the acceptance
of a call by Rev. Andrew J. Montgomery
to become the pastor of o Presbyterian
Church at Oak Grove, Chicago, and Mr.
Montgomery left last Monday to assume
his new duties Othar Preshyterlan
churches In varioua c¢itles, especially m
Pittsburg, have besn after Dr. Parsons
for some time post to become their pas-
tor, and among these applicants are also
Preshyterfana in thls city who hoped
to start a new. Presbyterian Church on
Portland Helghta, But the Third Church
congregntion won out,

Dr. Parsons became more Intimately
known to Portland people during the ear-
lier portion of the present year when he
tamporarily filled the pastoral duties of
Hawthorne Preabyterian Church. BEust
Twelfth and BEast Taylor streets, the pas-
tor, Rev. E Nelson Allen, then belng
traveling In the Holy Land Dr. Pursons
I known as one of the most promising
preschers of the Preshyterian Church in
the TUnited States and as a brilllant
lecturer at Chautauquas.

The Third Church congregation prose-

ented the ecall with vigor, and during the

past fow days telegrnms and letters have

been sent to Dr. Parsons, urging him to

come 1o Portland, by Wilson Benefiel, 8.
N. Steele and B C. Herlow, representing
the Third Church; H. L. Chapin, Fletcher
Linn and H. W. Stone, genera] secretary
of the Young Men's Christian Associntion
of this clty, Dr. Poulkes, pastor of the
First Preshyterian Church here, presched
Inst Sunday at Shady Side Presbyterian

Church, Pittsburg, Pa., and it Is undar-

stood that Dr, Foulkea presentad the ap-

peal of the Third Church congregation
to Dr. Pareons at a meotlng held yes-

terday at Fort Pitt Hotel, Pittsburg. It s

Ukely also that Dr, Parsons made up his
mind to become a Portland resident na a
result of thin conference.

Those who are behind the movement

to' bring Dr,r Parsons here say that it
I’ hoped before very long to boild A
church bullding of stone, to cost $100,000,
in Central BEast Portland, as a church
home for Presbyterians in that section
of the elty, and that as a step to secure
this end the congregations of the Third
and Hawthorne Presbyteriin Churches
will eventually ammlgamate. It ls not
known yet whether Dr, Parsons or Rev.
E Nelson Allen will become the pastor of
this new church. It |s considered, how-
ever, that the present locationa of both
churches referred to, while they are valu-
able holdings from a real estate aland-
point, do not present sufficlent oppor-
tunities for growth, and that a new
centrnl church ought to be organized
nearer the home section,
