PENDLETON, Or. Oct. 28.—(8paecial)
—8ixty homesteady of 20 acres epch on
the Umatfila reclamation project in the
west end of this eounty are to he thrown
open for settlement sametime during the
Winter This i» the announcement re-
ecelved fram the headguarters of the Re-
clamation Bervice

These homesteads are located from a
mile and a half to two miles and a half
north of the town of Hermiston and the
Innd s econsidersd among the best on
the entire projsct. It is so high that the
water to reclalm It must be carried two
miles through an Immense pipeline and
the gltitude In. therefore sufficlent to
place tha danger from froat at a mint-
mum and Lo make It cerfain there will
be no necesxity of dralnage. The work
of Iaying this pipsline is now nearing
completion and It s believed when thia
work is finlahed, the land will be ordered
open for settlement. It I not proppsed
to put the wauter on it untll Spring, but
the ohject of opening It to settlement
during the Winter is to give the settlera
a ¢hande to remove the sage-brush, level
the ground, bulld Ilateral ditches nnd
otherwise prepars for the reception of
the water when it is ready.

Considerable expense sttaches to ssour-
Ing one of the homesteads, but It is be-
leved the rush for the land will be gen-
eral and that several hundred men will
stand in line before the door of the La
Grande Land Office for day= before the
opening, walting for a chance to file.
The Government will demand approxi-
mately 3200 of each sstfler. This will
incdude the filing fee. tha annual main-
tenance fee, the first vear's payments
on the water right and other =small ex-
penses Incldental to algning up. Then
will come the expense of clsaring the
land of the s=age-brush. leveling It, bulid-
ing ditches and constrdcting house and
barn.

Raw Iland which has not yet been mo-
lestedd by the hand of man, adloining
that to be opened for settlement, i= now
selling from 3125 Lo 3200 per acre, while
partially improved land is much higher.
