Ciark Vvould Refuse to Print
White Slave Report.

TRAFFIC .IS ON

INCREASE

Commssion Include=s Portland in Fa-
cific Coast Cities as Point of
Entry for Women Who Are
Brought From Orient.

.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.—All but In-
credibly revolting are disclosures of an
internationsl system of traffic in both

the enforced and volunlary degradation
of men and women contalned in the re
port on the so-called *white slave™” trade
submittad 1o Congress today by the Unl-
ted States Immigration Commisslon.
Shocking as 158 the tale of voluntary
whame told In the report, Immenssly more
is the setting forth of well-attesated
ficts as to the compulsory consignment
of Inpnocent Immigrant girls to an immbral
life. %

Much of the subject matter of todave
report wius covered by the Commission
In its 1400-pags prellminary report pub-
lished and widely discussed a year ago.
Todav's report 1s bricfer, containing only

=0

W pages, and a large part of it is un-
sultable for newspaper publication.
Clark Objects to Printing.
When the report was presented In the
House tolday by Congressman Bennett, of

New York. Champ Ciark, minorvity leader,
ohiected to its being printed as a House
document. but later withdrew his objec-
1ion.

The Commission says that the effect of
the importation of Immoral women into
thiz country s one of increased degrada-
tion and death of the women and of con-
tamination by disesse for those with
whom they come Into contact,

The Commission says the lmmoral traf-
fle » no! confined entirely (o women,
but it is clear there is a beginning, at any

rate, of a traffic in men and boys for
Immoral purposes. .

“The vilest practices,'” the report con-
tinues, “are brought here from Conti-
nental Europe and, beyond doubt, there
has come from Iimported women and
theltr men the most bestlal refinements

of depravity.”

The gommittee, in describing the man-
ner of Ita Investigations, recounts the ex-
periences of many of s agents. In
some chxes they were attacked and
beaten, and actual murder waa narrowly
averted.

No statistics are glven
though the extent of the *“‘white slave
traffle’” s characterized as conniry-
whiles. Most of thea women, it s said,
coma by the way of New York. San
Francisco, Portland and Seattle, although
many are coming lately by way of Can-
adn. Frequently they are brought into
the United States as the wives or =sia-
ters of thelr procurers in order Lo pass
the immigration officials.

Condition of Vietim

The exploitation of these women, after
thefr arrivgl in the TUnited States, Is
characterized in the report as “most plt-
iful for the women and most brutal on
the part of the men Not only th= Inno-
cent and betrayved young giris, but slso

tha more experienced women are made
the victima of virtual slavery.”
The importations come from all coun-

tries, France leading and the Chinese and
Japanese making up the majority of thosa
coming in by the way of the Pacific
Coast. Moat of the procurers are of for-
elgn birth, Tha “market” price varies
from 5300 to $1000 for ench alien woman,
Sometimes they are sold outright, but
theiy procurers continue to live from
their earnings after thelr arrival hers

Plan of Campaign Outlined.

The commission recommends that of-
forts be made through Government agents
abroad and on board steamships pre-
vent the imwportation of women fo this
country; that more assiducus eofforts be
made in the United States to arrest wom-
en known to be engaged in Immoral prac-
ticen, and to deport all possible; that the
limit of three yearx after landing within
which such persons may be successfully
prosecuted be removed; that any deported
person returning to this country ba Im-
prisoned;: that keepers of Imimoral houses
In which alien women are found be sub-
ject to deportation, and that state and
municipal Bovernments be urged to co-
opéerate In stamping out the evilL
