For Instance,
as a result of the extensive paving cam-
palgn undertaken by the city, the com-
pany will ba compelled to take up a iarge
amount of eerviceabla track and replacs
it with heavier canstruction. In such in-
stances the actunl betterments will bes
represented by the difference batween the
value of tha old track and that of the
new,

Good Weather Needed for Work.

The amount of clty work that will be
authorized, however, is so extensive that

it Is predicted that unless there is an
unusual period of good Spring weather
the street contractors wiil be loaded up
with more work thin can be accom-
plished in Portland In one yeur. The
progpect, as seen by the rallwny offi-
<¢ials, therafore l& that while the total
amount of work authorized by the city

this year will entall expendlitures by the
compuny of more than the budget items
tha total expended on s2uch work this
year will be somewhnt less

In track meconstructlon on streets to
be improved the steel that will be lald
by the company will welgh from 2 to

100 pounds te the yvard, replacing gener-
ally 60-pound =stesl Although the 60-

I pound stoel is heavy enough for the traf-
fir on most or many of the lines the
helght of the ralls does not permit of
permanent paving.

The other track oomstruotion will ba
oeonfined largely to double-tracking oer-
taln lines, building new alde tracks and
varions small items. A limited portion
af the Mt Scott and Alberta lines are to
have soccond tracks this vear and the
road between the Oaoks and Gulch June-
tion j& to be double-trmcked.

More “Pay-as-You-Enter" Cars.

The tem of $R00,000 for new equip-
ment Includes some of the expenditures
made on new conrs already placed In
sorvice. In addition, 50 new pnssenger
ciard, 60 noew frelght cars and three new
Ifrelght locomotives and numercus new
construction cars are to be put In serv-
ice this year. Of the 50 pamsenger cans
42 will be of the “pay-as-you-snter”
typa And have been ordered for August

dellvery. The elght other passenger
cars are coaches. The {tems also in-
clude expenditures for cleotrical equip-

ment for car bodles now on hand.

The $110.000 to he expended on naw
bullding improvements Includes the cost
of the car barne now under way st East
Ankeny street, Pledmont and Salem, nu-
merous depots, and automatic sprinkler
systems for huildings now In use. No as-
tmate is included for permanent shops,

The sum of $1.260,000 for power plants
and substations will be ctilized In carry-
ing forward the work already begun on
the East Slda steam plant at tha foot of
Lincoln s=treet, the new Estacada water
powaer plant, the water powar plant thres
mliles below Cnszadero and the one three
mlles above Caszadero and the additions
to the plant now In use at that town.

Tha appropriation for Hght and power
installations provides for the cos=t of new
copper wire. new poles, meter Installn-
tions and the general work of extending
the system to meet the Browing de-
mands of the clity.
