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GRAIN Li KILLED

Washington Supreme Court
Gives Inspection Blow.

REHEARING APPLIED FOR

leelsion Abolishes 1'ee When Ship-

ments Are Consigned to Owner
and Practically Kills Law,

as Amended Last Year.

OLYMPIA. Wash.. May 11. (Special.)
A decision handed down today by

the State Supreme Court practically
destroys the grain inspection law as
amended by the Legislature of 1909.
The decision affirms the judgment of
the Pierce County Superior Court in the
suit brought by the Puget Sound Ware-bous- e

Company against the Northern
Pacific Railroad and appealed by the
State Railroad Commission, which has
Jurisdiction over the grain inspection.
The Railroad Commission will file a
petition for a rehearing at once, for
under the decision handed down, which
was written by Judge Chadwick and,
signed by four other members, it is be-
lieved that the entire inspection is held
invalid.

The case came up on the question as
to whether or not a shipper had a
right to consign grain to himself and
thus avoid paying an inspection fee,
when it was not to be stored in a public
warehouse or offered for sale. The
Supreme Court holds that the public
has no interest when a shipper con-
signs grain to himself, for the reason
that the handling grain is not in itself
dangerous; that grain is not perish-
able in that it easily becomes unfit for
food; that it is not explosive; does not
carry or breed disease; does not incite
a breach of the peace, lower the moral
standards or encourage crime and
therefore does not come under the
head of police regulation and the act
cannot be sustained.

To get around the law, the ware-
houses have only to buy their own
prain, as was done in the case in ques-
tion. The warehouse people purchased
li carload of wheat at Crescent and
llled it to Tacoma. The Northern Pa-

cific Railway refused to deliver it un-
til the inspection fee of 75 cents was
paid. The warehouse company went
Into court and the railroad company set
Up the law as a defense that requires
Miem to collect the fee before delivery.
The warehouse people atacked the law
ind won their point, after which the
N'orthorn Pacific dropped out and the
Railroad Commission took up the case.

The law was originally framed to
protect the shipper at some distance
removed from the warehouses where
he had to accept the warehouse com-
panies' weight and grade, thus being li-

able to have fraud practiced upon him.
Since the old law went into effect,

the system of buying has changed, the
farmer getting his grade and price be-

fore delivery on the car, and after that
It is no concern of his what happens to
the wheat or what grade or weight it
may have upon arrival at Tacoma, Se-

attle. Spokane or any other point.
The Railroad Commission is of teopinion that the decision handed down

knocks out all inspection, and for that
reason will ask a rehearing and a mod-
ification, so that a limited inspection
force may be maintained to protect the
man who ships without the purchase
price fixed in advance.

SPOKANE WAITERS STRIKE

Uight to Eat Anything- - on Menu Is
One of Demands.

SPOKANE, Wash., May 11. All the
Union cooks, waiters and waitresses in
this city, totaling nearly 400. walked
out at noon today because the hotel and
restaurant men would not agree to
abolish the free employment bureau of
the Protective Association, which was
recently established by them. At a
meeting held in the rooms of the Wait-
ers' Alliance. No. 63. which lasted until
S o'clock this morning, this action was
unanimously decided upon. More than
400 were present- - The union asserts
the restaurant men have broken their
contract by forcing the waiters- to work
with nonunion help from their free em-
ployment bureau, on the ground
they could not secure union help, al-
though the union says It has ample
labor ready and anxious to work. The
union asked for the abolishment of the
bosses' free employment bureau, the
establishment of a six-da- y week, and
the right to select such food as they
might desire from the bill of fare.

The restaurants, while badly crip-
pled, are employing nonunion nelp as
rapidly as possible, all members of the
association agreeing to resist the strike.
