WAGE AGREEMENT BROKEN

CThamber of Commerce Is Appealed
to by Employers to Insist on Con-

tract Being

in 1008.

Difficulties met with by the stovedores
In loading tramp =teamers recently at
Rainler and Prescott, when, it is al-
Ioged, hatchtenders and winchmen de-
manded an Iincrease of from 50 to 60
eents an hour, have resulted In an ap-
jyeal bealng made to the Chamhber of Com-
merce by the stevedoring flrms= of Brown
& McCabe and the MeCabe Company, to
straighten out the controversy.

When the longshoremen and stevedores
entered Into an agreement In September,
1908, 1t Is sald the Chumber of Commerce
acted ag an Intermediary or rather slood
as mponser for the longshoremon in the
intarest of shipping. The stevedores af-
firm that the agieement established a
scale of 60 cents an hour for lumber and
66 coente an hour for wheat, with foremen
to be pald 85 cents an hour.

Recent Instance Recalled.

When an attempt was made to lond
‘the tramp Strathtay recently it Is de-
clared that the hatchtenders and winch-

men refused o “turn W' unless they
were pald at the rata of 60 cents for
lumber and that in order not to delay
work on the vessel, the demands were
met.

Yesterday the communlcation was for-

warded to the Chamber of Commerce and
it Is probable a hearing will be held to
determine the outcome. The stevedores
recite that the agreement was for work
on the Willamette and Columbla rivers
on all offshore vesselps, whils the long-
shoremen took the stand that it was ef-
fective only In the loeal! harbor and that
the work at tainier, B8t. Helens and
Proscott was without Its Jurlsdiction.
The agreement terminates in Septem-
ber of this year nnd unless the pending
controversy is settled it is not improbable

that the Jongshoremen will Insist on a
new agreement, probably defining the
boundaries differently.
Communlcation Set Forth,
The communication addressed to the

Chamber of Commerce and jointly signed
by the stevedores, Is appended:

In September. 1008, an agreemant was
made by and between thoe lLongshoremen's
Tnion and ourselves, whereln you appeared
as sponsora. That sald agreement, among
other things, provided a certaln wage scale.

We bheg to advise yon that sald Long-
whoremen's Unlon, for which you stood as
sponsor. has viciated and repudinted sald
mErerment, and arbitrarily and without cause
ralsod and advanced the wage scalo, and,
through threats of stopping work and tleing
up shipping. actually compelled ua to puy
an advance of 20 per cent.

We. the undarsigned, partles to said agree-
anent, bag o ask what course you propose
taking and whether you approve such no-
tlona, which, when it becomes Enown along
the Const, will work a great hardship on the
&a‘;rt and prejudice shipping on the Celumbia

ver.

No Iinformation
has been forwarded as to the damage
sustained by the coraft in trouble, and
local officers are unable to account for
the delay.

SIGNING OF RAILROAD BILL IS
BENEFICIAL TO STOCRKS.

Feellng of Relief That the Question
Is Out of the Way—Crop News
Has Little Effect.

NEW YORK. Juns 20.—The operators in
stocks chose for the central subject of con-
sideration todny the signing by Presidemt
Taft of the raliroad Bill and the consequent
completion of contempiated Ilegisiation on
that subject for the presant.

There was alight increase of
animation in the especulation, as ls evi-
dencod by the meager aggregats of the day’'s
trunsactions, but the last prices of the day
weate genernily the best.
