NEVADA MAY ALSO BAR FIGHT

Disquleting Rumors Regarding Gove
ernor Dickinson Startles Sparts.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 20 —(Special.)—
Purporting to come from Billy Delaney,
in Jack Johnson's camp, the latest sen-
sation In the fight situation Is the rumor
that Governor Dickinson, of Nevada, will
follow the example of Governor Gillett
and will prevent holding the fight either
in Reno or Goldfield.

No confirmatlon of this could bes se-
cured, and sporting men hersa who know
the Nevada law declare that a statute
théra was drawn expressiy ito prohibit
the chief executive, the Attorney-General
or District Attorneys from Interfering
with a fAght when promoters had pald
their licenss feo of $1000 and had secured
B certificate showing that the fighters
were in good physical condition and able
to endure the exertions of the ring.

Tex Rickard left for Reno this morn-
ing on a special traln with Tom Flanigan
and a number of Eastern s=pecial corre-
spondents. He should reach Heno at 8
o'clock tonight, and it may be that he will
reach a decislon tonight as to the loca-
tion of the battle.
