Fly ins; l.'.O miles from Seattle to Port
land In A trifle less than five hours.
one of E. H. Bauer's nomine plsteons
yesterday won a race held under the
auspices of the Oregon Homing Pigeon
Club. This is the fourth of a scries of
races for young pla-con-a over what is
known as the Northern course.

Mr. Bauer's youngr bird was the only
one of 3S. liberated early yesterday
mornlna; at Seattle, to arrive home up
to a late hour last nlfrht. The little
bird, much fatigued, flew into the loft
at Mr. Bauer's bonie. completing one
of the most remarkable younr bird
flisrhta ever held.

The first race of the season was held
from Castle Rock, the direct
air linn station. The next was held
from Chehalls. Wash.. August 30. with

3 birds competing. This race was a
keen one. the birds coming In within

few minutes of each other.
The next race was held from Yelm.

Wash., the 100-mi- le mark. The win-
ning bird, owned by E. H. Llllls. cov a

ered the 100 miles in two hours and
ii minutes.

Among the men entering birds In
yesterday's race were Edward J.lllls.
E. If. Bauer. C. C. Stelnel and it. War
ren. The, wlnninn bird yesterday cov-
ered S71 yards a minute throughout
the Ionic flight.
