ravin them 3j cents an hour and suc-
ceeded In dispatching the vessel.

When the nonunion men appeared for
their wtg'm. he says, they had been in-
fluenced by longshoremen and refused to
acett less tftan ti cents an hour. H
declined to psy the rate. They returned
yesterday for their wages, which they ac-cp- t'il

on the basis nf 2i cents.
"TV loaded the Golden Gate at half

the cost that has been' incurred in the
past, and while there la no disposition
cn our part to fljtht the union, we feel
that w have not been treated properly."
said Mr. Chase. "Threats hare been made
we will rue the step and that the steam-
er will not be permitted to use nonunion
men In loadlnjt at other docks, but it Is
rur Intention to continue with nonunion
men.

The new
line Is assured of westbound cargo In
lara-- lota, and large cargoes will move
East from California, but In entering
the Portland and Puget bound terri-
tory the promoters are counting on
hauling full cargoes of lumber south
If contracts are made witn mo r ran
cisco buyers.

Bates was to have reached Port
land today to be present at tonight's
meeting of the transportation commit
tee of the Chamber of Commerce. II
was in Seattle last week, but was
obliged to return to San Francisco on
Business connected with the new serr
lea and is expected hare la a few U?a.

At tonight's gathering the subject
of encouraging tha Panama line will
he broached and It will probably be
made clear to shippers that Portland
may lose the line unless efforts are
put forth to provide business, even if
it Is largely confined to bulky ship-
ments handled by rail.
