wounded In a street duel fought In the
dark early this morning.

Only two blocks from the scene of
the tragedy Miss McSween. who had
Just left Prltchett. was being hurried
to the home of a relative, and the
aound of the shots told her of the

Prltchett came to Newport two
years mo and was employed on a
swln-- enirtne. On his dally run ha
passed the home of Colonel McSween.
and Miss McSween attracted his atten-
tion.

Secret Meetings Held.
Ha trained an Introduction to her,

and It was not Ion before he declared
his love. The McSween family ob-
jected to his attentions to the daugh-
ter, and ha was forbidden the house.
Clandestine meetings followed, and
finally, in desperation. Colonel Mc-
Sween placed hi daughter In a con-
vent at Nazareth.

The young woman remained there
six weeks and tben ran away to the
home of a relative In Knoxvllle. tele-
phoning PrUchett to meet her there.
He joined her Friday. Yesterday
Colonel Molsween heard that the two
had been married the night before.
There was a scene, but the family be-
came resigned to the wedding.

Last night Prltchett and Mis Mc-
Sween Wt Knozrllle for home. On the
train, however. It developed In a

" with a friend of the
family that Prltchett and Miss

McSween had not been married, and
they were told It would be dangerous
for Prltchett to return to Newport.
They traveled past Newport, but fin-
ally went back there early today.

Vk-tl- Shot Six Times.
Prltchett left the train by one en-

trance, while Miss McSween left by
another.

The girl was met by young McSween
and an uncle. The brother saw
Prltchett passing behind the depot and
followed him. catching up with him
at the stairway to Prltchett'a rooms.
McSween opened fire with an auto-
matic plttol Pritohett responded, also
with an automatic. II held a second
revolver In his left hand. Six bullets
penetrated McSweens body and three
struck Prltchett.

Mfts McSween Is prostrated at her
grandparents' home. prltchett was
taken to a hospital In Knoxvllle.

state. A special train will come in over
the O.-X- R. it N. tracks every day
from tomorrow until Friday, and If
the business demands this service will
be continued-Al- l

Kastern roads send reports of
heavy ticket sales. The tide of West-
ward travel will not reach Its flood
stage, however, until early tn April
toward the close of the low-far- e period.

All advices from the larger railroad
renters of the East indicate that ' the
greater number of tourists will go to
Central Oregon, which has been ex-

QUARREL STORY DENIED

DR. AKED TELLS WHY HE IS
LEAVING .NEW YORK.

Minister Informs Congregation He
Relieves He Can Do Better Work

In San Francisco.

NEW YORK. March 12. Rev. Dr.
Charles K. Aked submitted a written
statement to the members of the Fifth
Avenue Baptb Church today In explana-
tion of his acceptance of a coll to the
Klrst Congregational Church , In San
Francisco.

"To you who know the facts." It suid,
"the stories about dissension and quar-
rels and such like are merely foolish.
From the moment I landed on these
shores four year ago until the moment
when I read my statement last Sunday,
there has ben no quarrel between me
and any member of the church. I am
resigning the pastorate here becauae I
believe I can do better work elsewhere."

Dr. Aked added that be. had "three
calls from England, one attractive, but I
am going to close my mind entirely
sgalnet any thought of returning to
England. I still believe the best work
of my life la to be done under the
American flag and In fellowship with the
American churches."

Dr. Aked requested that his resigna-
tion be accepted as early as possible and
the assistant pastor. Dr. Addison Moore,
said today that action probably would be
taken next Wednesday evening.

COUNTY FAIRS MAY LOSE

Amendment of Multnomah . BUI,

Lost, Fund In Balance. -

SALEM. Or., March 12. (Speoial.V-Representat- ive

Fouta' House bill 891.
providing that Multnomah County Com-
missioners may appropriate one-ten- th

of one mill on all taxable property In
that county to assist any agricultural
fair association there, may be Jeopar-
dised by what looks like a failure to
proceed properly with the passage of
the bill through both houses.

The bill was amended In the Sen-

ate to change the stipulation as to
population, which In the original bill
referred to counties having over .50.000
Inhabitants. Senators from some of the
larger countiea objected, to this pro-
vision, fearing that in a few years
other counties than Multnomah might-fal- l

under the provisions of the act.
But the report of the committee com-
ing back with this amendment cannot
be found. The amendment Is also miss-
ing and there Is no record that the
House ever concurred in the amend-
ment by the Senate.

A diligent search is being made by
Assistant Chief Clerk Hunt, but f far
the question has proved unavailing.

ALDRICH COMING

TO CONSULT WEST

Ex-Sena- tor Will Ascertain

Public's Views on Proposed
Currency Reform.

HE IS ACTIVE JN MOVE

Rhode Island Man Will Tour West

and South in Interest of Cam-

paign Launched by National
Monetary Commission.

WASHINGTON. March 12. Plans for
the reform of the currency will be
prosecuted with vigor by members of
tha National Monetary-Commissio- n this
Summer. A campaign of education will
be started in behalf of a bill which
probably will be introduced to both
branches of Congress in December
next. Thus far the work of the com-
mittees has not been regarded as po-

litical, and special care will be taken
,to avoid the introduction of partisan
Viewa in the campaign.

A majority of the members who have
been working on proposed legislation
are not now members of Congress, and
most of them are regarded as out of
politics. This is particularly true of
the chairman, Aldrlch, of
Rhode Island, who is expected to de-

vote much lime to the work in the
coming year.

Republic's Views Sought.
Beginning with the hearing to be

granted to the currency commission of
the American Bankers' Association,
March 22. the commission members
will be actively engaged In obtaining
the views of the public. It is not con-
templated there will be many hearings
in Washington, but that several mem-

bers of the committee shall visit the
large cities to ascertain the views of
the public. The most extensive tour
will be made by Mr. Aldrlch. the au-

thor of the bill which is expected to
form the basis of any legislation at-
tempted.

With one or two other members he
probably will visit the South and West

Aldrlch Bill Favored.
General approval seems to have been

given to the Aldrlch bill by the pub-

lic. Bankers seem to regard it as In
the nature of a legalixatlon of the
Clearlng-Hous- e methods employed In
time of panic. These methods for the
most part have proven efficacious.

Members of the commission are by
no means committed to the Aldrlch
MIL It was brought out by Mr. Aid-ric- h

chiefly to give the country some-

thing tangible to work on.
The views of bankers are being

sought, and. until they are received. It
Is not likely that Individual members
of the, commission will put themselves
on record. Many useful suggestions
are expected from the currency com-

mission of the American Bankers' As-

sociation, and through the Ideas thus
advanced the commission expects to
avoid many vlcissltudea which the pro-

posed legislation otherwise would en-

counter in Congress..

TERMINAL TRACKS BAD

COMMISSION ORDERS NORTH-

ERN PACIFIC CHANGES.

Frogs ' and Switches Mnst Be Re
- blocked at Earliest Opportunity,

Says Report Ont.

SALEM, Or., March 12. (Special.) Fol-
lowing receipt by the Railroad Commis-
sion of a report from Engineer W. C.

Earle In which Is shown the decidedly
poor condition of the Northern Pacific
Terminal yards at Portland, the Commis-
sion has advised Ed Lyons, manager of
the terminal company, to reblock the
frogs and switches at the earliest oppor-
tunity, and suggests that hlrh switch
stands be eliminated where practicable.

Engineer Earle In his report says in
part:

"The tracks, aside from the depot pas-
senger tracks, were found to be in poor
condition. Light and badly-wor- n rails,
rrogs hammered down, ties in very poor
condition and the entire track system
badly maintained. Frogs and switches
have some time been blocked, but in most
cases today that blocking has been brok-
en, worn out or not In place.

in the freight terminal yards, xnese are
dangerous to switchmen who are Jumping
off and on cars at most any place a foot
and hand hold can bo secured. The proper

witch stand for freight terminal yards
is a ground-thro- w or ground lever switch
stand. With these stands It Is impossible
to knock a switchman off the car. nor is
It possible for a switchman. In Jumping
off a car, to run Into a stand and possibly
be thrown back under the car. Not much
attention is given to keeping the yards
clean, and, taken all In all, the upkeep
of the yards is very poor."

The Commission, In Its letter to Man-
ager Lyons, states that It has verified the
statements made in the report of Engineer
Earle and expresses the opinion that the
statements are not overdrawn.

Archbishop Farley said
the celebration was an Insult to the Pon
tiff and every member or the catnoiic
Church and urged the clergy and faith-
ful people to enter their protest against
"the vile character of this celebration
wherever and whenever an occasion of-

fers." '
