RAILROAD MAKES PROMISES

Committes Appointed to Ask Oity
Attorney for Ordinance Giving
Rallroad Fraonchise — Some
Streets May Be Vacated.

General Manager O'Brien, of the Ore-
gon-Washington Rallroad & Navigation
Company, placed before the East Side
Business Men’s Club a full statemant of
the pians of the company, last night.
for providing the East 8ide with freight
depot, trackage and freight factlities,
provided certain streels are vacated. or
the company given an exclusive fran-
chise to use the streets. Accompanying
the statement was a blue print showing
the sireets required and the trackag?
to be provided. The vacation of East
Pilne, Bast Ash, East Ankeny, Bast
Couch, East Davia and East Evereit
streots, bhéetween East First and Bast
Second streets, is asked for.

Mr. O'Brien says that If the uxe of
these streets can be secured either by
yvacation or exciusive franchise, the

company will start on the development
af the plans within 30 dl,t- after the
streetly are so gratited, but he says that
his advisers say that they know of no
way to secure the umre of the strects cx-
cept through wvacstion. The Improve-
ments wili require the Nlling of the
bloeks and streets required and tha
money avallable (s §$100.000.
