Tlct Showing1 Is rdf) T nill Se-

curities, Innnencd by Belief
In Karl Passage of Reci-

procity Agreement.

NEW YORK. July 2. Tnexperted
In tha New Tork traction situ-

ation threw tha atock market Into con-

fusion toil ay. Securities of tha Inter-hnroui- rh

- Metropolitan Company declined
abruptly at tha opening and pulled down
tha remainder of tha list. latter In tha
aesslon tha market recovered. In many caeea
mikiDi small net sains.

Another setback occurred shortly before
tha close, virtually the entire tlst of standard
lseu.-- recedlna. Aside from tha traction
eecurltles. Canadian pacific with a loss of
two points, waa prominent.

The upward movement In Interborough-Metropolita- n

Securltce during the previous
two days waa baaed on tha assumption that
tha company waa to receive a ahare of the
aubway awarda. Tha rejection of the com-
pany's offer cama aa a surprise and In tha
early part of tha day dealings in traction
atocks and bonda overshadowed all else.
The preferred stock, onenlnir with a lose
of 24 polnta. later declined snore than 4
points, while tha common lost mora than X.

The enmpany'a 4 Vt per cent bonds declined
mora than 3 polnta and cloaed with a losa
of .
