PREMIER'S VICTORY EASY

Charges That King Was Wrongly
Influenced by Minlsters Disposed
Of, and Opposition Falls Back

on Old Arguments.

LONDON, Aug. 7.—A vots of censura
of the government for having obtained
from the King a plsdge to create, I
necesaary, sufficlent peers to pass the
vato bill, was rejectied by the House
of Commons tonight by a majority of
118, The vota was 3566 to 264. The
motion was Iintroduced by Arthur J,
Balfour, leader of the opposition, ‘and
1ta defeat in regarded as having falled
to Improve the UUnlonlst cause.

The gravest: of the opposition's
charges against ths government was
that Premier Asquith had taken ad-
vantage of the King's Inexperience to
biring about an abuse of the royal
prarogative by securing the guaran-
tees before the last general election.
Mr. Asquith easily disposed of this
charge by showing that the minlsters
had pursued an entirely proper ocon-
stitutionnl courae, The reault was that

after the Premler's speech the debate
on the TUnlonist side virtually col-
lapsed.

Asquith Is Challenged.

Frederick E. Bmith and othars of the
“die-hards” made brave sattempts, to
fan the flame against the government,
but wers compeliled to fall back on the
waoll-word argument that the members
of the government were driven by
thelr taskmastser, John Hedmond, and
that their whole object was to secure
the ecasy passage of Irish homa rule,

Walter Hume Long, #x-Chief Secre-
tury for Ireland, challenged Mr. As-
guith to reveal his conversationm with
King Oesorge, but Winston - Spencer
Churchill, the Home Bderetary, who,
wound up the debate, declined to con-
sider for a moment such an unusual
request,

body of the UInionists to the reflactions
made agalnst the leaderships of Mr.
Balfour and Lord Lansdowne by Smith
and other represeptatives of the Hals-
bury revolt,
