Prlces Show Until Offer-

ing Become Too Free and Result
Is Heavy Trend Bond Mar-

ket Reported Easy.

NEW YORK. Aug. 17. 45ome Improve
ment waa ahown fry tha stock markat today.
At tba opening a drive of the ahorta served
to depreas oricea of many taauea to a new
low level, but the list soon became rela-
tively ateady. shortly before the cloee an-

other aeilins movement obliterated a major
Itr of tha ruins, tba general list being lower
than yeaterday.

Tha moat encouraging feature waa tha
buying and resultant strength of ITnlon Pa-
cine which, after selling down to yester-
day's low point, rebounded and by midday
had seined over three do In la.

If surface conditions may bo accepted as
a guide, buying of Union Pacifl today ema-
nated from eubetantlal sources, which hava
vehementlv denied much of the goaetD re
cently current and denounced the eelllng of
t'nlon Pacific aa having originated In ob- -
ecure or trreeDonslble auarters.

I'nlted Etatea Rteel also reflected good
support at advancing nrloea, although turn
Ing heavy when offeiinga became too free.
The stock was taken In large amounta. tha
day'a output being ai7.0Kft aharea

In tha day's market aa a whole, however,
many atocka displayed dtatlnct backward
tendency, particularly St. Paul. Reading.
Lehigh Valley and the Hill laauee. The street
mas plainly discouraged over the proapecte
of Indefinite prolongation of the t ongres
slonal session and the apparent failure of
the eff'irte to adjust tha labor situation in
Knxland.
